A coronary attack took the life Tuesday morning

of Nandino Perlongo, who

for| the past 12 years has

served as the City of Plymouth"s municipal judge. He

was 52 years old.

He suffered the attack at 5
,2.1m. and at 6:10 a.m. died at
St. Joseph’s Mercy Hospital,
Ann Arbor. He had suffered
a similar attack three years
ago.

Highly - respected among

persons in the judiciary and
known for his firm, and often
stern handling of repeat vio-
lators, Judge Perlongo also
served as attorney for the
Plymouth Board of Educa-
tion.
_His law practice and elec-
tive position were considered
a notable achievement by
many because of hisblind-
ness.

Born in Italy and later nat-
uralized, the judge was
reared in Gaastra, Mich.
where his parents, Mr. and
Mrs. Dominic Perlongo, still
live. He graduated from the
Michigan School for the
Blind and Michigan State Uni-
versity and earned his law
degree at the University of
Michigan in 1837.

In November 1942 he moved
20 Plymouth and became a
law associate of Dunbar
Davis. He ran for municipal
judge in' 1949 and won over
the incumbent candidate. He

His
present term has four years
remaining. The City Commis-
sion will appoint a successor.

Unknown to many people,
Judge Perlon go donated
much time and money to a
number of projects, including
the Michigan School for the
Blind and Plymouth’s school
system. As attorney for the
Board of Education, he often
returned his fee and designat-
ed it to some project.

He was especiglly noted
for his interest in hi-fi and
sound systems.

Background of The Question

(EDITOR’S NOTE: This is the
first of five articles written by
Eric J. Bradner, coordinator of the
Proposed Northwest Wayne County
Community College. Electors in six
school districts will decide June 12 if
they want to establish the college.)

When World War II ended, many

veterans decided they needed add i-

tional education. Armed

al aid, they went to college, nearly
doubling the pre-war enrollment fig-
ures. The Korean Veterans and the
increased birth rate of the ’40’s con-
vinced educators that a real problem
was in the making. Projections indi-
cated that by 1965 colleges would be

swamped with students.

All Michigan colleges nearly doub-
led and the 16 community colleges
nearly tripled their enrollments from
1953 to 1960. This growth caused State
and local groups to become con-
cerned. The Michigan Legislature
authorized a study which recom-
mended, among other things, the es-
tablishment of at least three more
community colleges in Wayne County
—one to be in our area. When several
studies, conducted locally, appeared
to verify these conclusions, it was de-
cided to request the school boards to
look further into the matter.

Changes were needed in the Com-
munity College Law before school
districts could join to establish
a Community College District. During
the past two years these changes were
recommended to the Legisla-
ture, which passed them. Last fall the
University ‘of Michigan was request-
ed to assist in a master study of the
area. This excellent study was fin-
ished by March 1 of this vear.

The family
home was located at the
site now occupied by Bur-
roughs Corp. He was
killed July 1, 1863 at Get-
tysburg.

Near Warrenton, Va.
November 10th, 1862
Dear Ellen:

We have now had three
mails in succession . without
my getting anything and I be-
gin to think it time to remind
you of it. You have written
probably as often as I. de-
serve to hear, yet I can’t help
feeling disappointed at not
receiving something when aft-
er a week’s delay we finally
get 2 mail. Our mail has
been quite irregular for the
past two weeks on account of
our being constantly on the
move, Nor have we been
able to .send letters.’

We are still in the camp
from which I sent the last

4 S

letter to Mort, having been
obliged to wait for provisions.
The fact is, we have marched
so fast.that we have got clear
ahead of our transports, and
have been short of rations for
a few days. But the trains ar-
rived yesterday bringing us a
supply again.

You must make some al-
lowance for what you may
have heard from us during
the past few days as the boys
were a little hungry, con s e-
quently very cross, When the
cars get to running to War-

renton we will be able io get
plenty of supplies and can
move forward again. Till
then, we shall probably stay
here or nearby. We have a
pretty fair camping ground
here in the woods on a side-
hill near good water and .with
plenty of wood, of course.
We have had several calls
from boys of other Regiments
since coming here. Tommie
Merritt was here on Friday.
He has not heard from home

You
remember, I was always very
fond of soup and I've not
outgrown it yet. I make it
very often, taking a little
fresh beef cut fine, a little
salt pork, boil and skim till
clear. Add a little rice, a few
mixed vegetables, and when
nearly done break some hard
bread fine and put in: Now if
I have a little pepper to put
in, I have a rare dish — a big
dish in a pint cup. And it has
not been possible to get pep-
per here for the last month,
except by mail.

Charlie Dobbins is not with
us. Feeling unwell he was left

buy a pint of meal or flour,
and groceries with them aze
among the things that were.
The last coffee they saw
was worth $2.00 per pound,
tea zix dollars, while sugar
was long since forgotten—ex-
cept as a matier of Ancient
History.

Afternoon — For some rea-
son we are to remain here to-
day so I guess I'll finish
this, and send it out while I
have an opportunity. It is
rather dull business lying in
camp without anything to do
and nothing to read. Newspa-
pers and periodicals do n't
come to camp any more, un-
less it is through the mail
Paper peddlers were plenty
enough till we got out so far
as to make it unsafe for pas-
sing. We expect our Sutler
has been captured. He went
to Berlin for supplies a week
age, Sunday and has not been
hear m since.

Dear Ellen:

Last night I gave the Chap-
lain a letter for Mort but it
has not yet left camp and
there is no knowing when it
will. Probably not today.

Having a little leisure just
now I thought to commence a
letter to you. First, I will
tell you about the position in
which I'm writing. Our Regi-
ment is in column — closed
en masse — in a field in
front of a little frame house
which is the headquarters of
some Gen. Our guns are
stacked and we are sitting on
our knapsacks resting — or
rather waiting our turn to
join in the fight. The river is
about 3 of a mile distant,
with a wood intervening
which intercepts our view of
the scene.

About my hands. I have
no trouble with them, only to
keep them clean which seems
almost impossible under the
circumstances.

I for-
got to say that we marched
this morning about 3 miles
leaving the provisions and
sick in camp.

Friday morning. We moved
into the woods last night at
dark and encamped for the
night, but as soon as daylight
came this morning we moved
down here 2o the river bank,
where we are now waliting for
a chance to cross. The firing
yesterday was done entirely
by our batteries, the Rebs
only replying with their
sharpshooters. Officers and
old soldiers all agree in say-
ing yesterday’s cannonading
exceeded anything they ever
heaxd before.

as fast as possible. It is very
smoky this morning prevent-
ing our seeing far. If it wasn't
I presume we could see noth-
ing but troops.

The boys of our company
are spending the time in cook-
ing, parching corn, mending
clothes, washing, telling stor-
jes, and a few playing cards.
There has been but very lit-
tle card playing in the com-
pany so far.

Evening: We crossed the
river at half past one P.M.
just below the town. And at
3, we received our first dis-
patch from Secesh. We were
resting on the bank when a
shell dropped’ right in our
midst. Fortunate for us it did
not explode but contented it-
self with showering the “Sac-
red Soil” pretty plentifully on
|us. This was followed in quick
succession by about 20 more,
none of them taking effect—
on us at least—though some
came pretty closé. Our Bat-
teries opening pretty freely on
them, they ceased firing and
we have not heard from them
since.

Saturday 11 o'clock — The
battle began again at 10 this
morning by pickets and in
about 10 minutes it was gen-
eral on the left wing where
we are now. I write this as I
lie near the riverbank with
the shot and shell whistling
and screaming over my head.
Occasionally one .bursts over
us.

Monday, the 13th: I was
obliged to hurry this into my
pocket as we were ordered to
advance and support a Bat-
tery. We advanced at a dou-
ble quick about 3} mile, halt-
ed while the battery shelled
a piece of woods — advanced
again, charging on the woods
taking some half dozen pris-
oners and about a dozen
horses. As soon as we passed
through, the enemies batter-
jes opened on us with shell
and shot. Our batteries came
up immediately, and from
this time — about 10 o’clock
— till some time “after dark,
the firing was incessant.

We supported a battery of
rifled guns (Stuarts). We
were frequently obliged to
change our position to keep
out of their range. We were
very fortunate through the
day, considering our position.
We lost 6 men killed and 5
or 8 wounded. The killed were
from Co. K and I. Old Regi-
ments of our Division say
they never before stood un-
der so heavy a fire for so
long a time.

many compliments from Gen.
Doubleday and others. To cap
the whole, the Rebel Gen. Hill
who commands the enemy in
front of us sent a flag of truce
over with his compliments to
Gen. Doubleday and stating
that he never saw infantry
stand better under artillery
fire. Yesterday and today
there has been little done but
skirmishing. Occasionally the
batteries open and give us a
dozen rounds or so making us
hug the ground pretty close.

We have just come in from
a reconnaissance, that is Col.
and I. We went o the left
and front to ascertain the po-
sition of their batteries. We
found plenty of Rebs and got
sight of the battery but I
learned nothing of imporx-
tance. You know meore of the
general result of the battle
than I can write.
