of the elderly is being taken in the City of Plymouth
by 25 volunteers starting this: Saturday.

Using personnel from
High School sociology

Michigan Gerontology

nine local churches, the

class and the University of
Department, the survey will be

made on a random sampling basis.

Twenty random blocks in
the city were surveyed Sun-
day by the sociology class
and they found 100 families
with ages of 62 or over. In-
terviewing these 100 further,
the City hopes to determine
what housing needs will be in
future years.

One plan has already been
advanced to build senior cifi-
zen apartments on City-owned
land along Tonquish Creek,
west of Harvey St. (between
Penniman and Ann Arbor
Trail).

City Manager Albert Glass-
ford said that a public hous-
ing project for the elderly
may also come about as a re-
sult of the survey.

been bystanders in a great debate be-
tween our public’colleges and the Leg-
islature. We have become aware that
by restricting their enrollments for
next year to the number presently in
college, our state institutions will ex-
clude several thousand new students.

When students are kept from en-
tering college, we are all interested.

In the early 1950’s it became clear
that by 1965 our colleges would be in

‘the middle of a crisis. At that time it
seemed impossible that within a few
years twice as many people would
be seeking higher education. '

The predictions, if anything, were
on the low side. All colleges began to
tighten their educational admission
policies several years ago. This tight-
ening has progressed to the point
where in some of our largest public
universities students with lower than
a B plus average are not given con-
sideration. This, of course, excludes
the student who could have succeed-
- ed a few years ago if given a chance,
and could succeed now with the same
chance.

The fact is that several things
have happened: Twice as many ba-
bies are born yearly now as were

born in 1940, and,
Twice the percentage

college are are actually enrolling in
college compared with 1940.

We have added facilities to care
for a growth of only 25 percent when
twice the students means a‘ doubling

of facilities.

' Tips For
Lawn Care

1. You don’t need expen-
sive grading or leveling equip-
ment to level off most lawns
before seeding. Instead, join
| a couple of two-by-fours (at
least 10 feet in length) with
a few cross-pieces, tie a rope
to each end of one of the
two-by-fours, and dra g the
‘“‘homemade’” grader side-
ways across the soil, -weight-
ing it with heavy stones or
concrete blocks if necessary.
Or if you have an extension
ladder, one section may be

Finish by hand,
lightly.

2. Don’t waste money on
truckloads of ‘‘good, black
dirt.”” It is almost always
loaded with weed seeds, and
often contains organic mat-
ter not properly decayed. In-
stead, you might try sifting
fine cinders through a Y-
inch mesh, for a loose top-
soil mixture with clay; or
work sawdust, with extra
nitrogen added, into the soil.
1f cinders are used, they
must be given heavy applica-
tions of fertilizer.

3. If you've tied up all your
available funds in your new
house, you can save money
and still have a Dbeautiful
lJawn if you’ll be patient.
Plant a crop of cereal rye—
not annual rye—preferably in
the fall. The following spring,
plow it under when the tops
are 19 to 24 inches high; ap-
ply ammonium sulfate (15 Ibs.
to 1,000  sq. ft.); keep the
ground cultivated until Au g-
ust; then put in your lawn.
The cereal rye should be
planted on well - plowed
ground, 5 lbs. to 1,000 sq. ft.

4. Chemical fertilizer bags
are marked with three code

raking

10-5.” You should know what
these are to avoid spending
money on inadequate mi x-
tures. The first number rep-
resents nitrogen, the second
phosphorus, and the third
potash, and the numbers tell
the amount of each element
in the fertilizer. For example,
a 100-1b. bag marked ‘4-14-
4" would contain four pounds
of nitrogen, 14 of phosphorus,
and four of potash. A 12.54
mixture would be good for
lawn use because it is heavy
on nitrogen.

5. Don’t spend money on
havin g your soil analyzed.
Use the money you save to
buy fertilizer and additional
nitrogen. Two good sources
of nitrogen are Urea, and am-
monium nitrate in liquid
form. Be sure to use accord-
ing to directions on the pack-
age, as these are highly con-
centrated.

6. For .quicker results with
bluegrass and Poa seed, soak|
it first. Before sowing, putj
the seed in a cheesecloth bag|
and immerse the bag in wa-|
ter for 12 to 24 hours: Next,
rinse it well under running
water, and then spread the|
seed out in a sunny, calm
spot to drfy (two or three
hours should do it). Do mnot
dry artificially, in a clothes
dryer, for example, as the
heat would destroy all fertil-
ity.

7. After you sow the seed—
don’t rake it, don’t fertilize it,
do water it. Bluegrasses need
light for sprouting, and rak-
ing will bury it in the dark.
Young seeds don’t need fer-
tilizer, and may be harmed
by it. Watering the seed two
or three times a day will
keep it moist and in the light
so it will sprout faster.

8. Don’t depend on mowing
or digging to remove broad
leaf weeds from your lawn.
A 2, 4D formula weed killer
offers permanent destructmn\

of the weed, and a new, pres-
surized application of this
formula in an aerosol can
(Target) makes it easy to
take care of each weed as
soon as it appears. With a few
minutes’ practice you will be
able to hit a weed at five
feet or more. A good sugges-
tion: give yourself this short
practice session in a non-
grassy spot, then proceed to
the lawn. Don’t worry if a
few drops of this weed killer
hit the grass. It will not pre-
vent new grass growth, which
will quickly cover any small
brown spots. Weeds may be
safely killed with this appl-
cation near flower beds or
vegetable gardens, by hold-
ing the pressurized can. siX
inches from the weed and us-
ing a cardboard or newspaper
as a shield between thé weed
and the flowers or plants.}

| Avoid spraying with any com-

| pound that can form a mist,

| as it may drift onto the flow-
| ers or vegetables and kill
| them.

‘ 9. When and how to water—
and how much. To save time
and effort use sprinklers and
hose lines to cover the lawn
area. You'll eventually find
yourself neglecting the job if
you try to walk around with
a hose to water your la wn.
Turn on the sprinklers for 30
minutes every morning un-|

less you’ve had rain the 'night
before. Sunshine and temper-
atures over 80 degrees call
for another 30 minutes at
noon. A 20-minute sprinkler
session will be enough in the
late afternoon or evening.
10. A mowing tip — don’t fol-
low the same old routine.

When you mow your lawn,
make a mental note of the
pattern you followed, includ-
ing which corner you started
in. Next time you mow, Tre-
verse the procedure, for =a
smoothér, more even surface,
A good suggestion for a lawn
that's irregular in shape —
three gradually decregsing
circles around the outside
edge, and the remaining mid-
dle section in straight lines.
Next time reverse the cir-
cles, and continue them as far
as possible into the center.
Don't forget to overlap each
lane a third to a half of the
mower width. ; |

Why use an airplane to send
out signals?
