He was
also president of the Congress
of Freedom, and many times
had traveled to Washington,
D.C. tto testify at Congression-
al committee hearings on
prop¢sed legislation.

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First Six Streets Ready for Tap-ins

Properties along six Plymouth Township streets
can now tap the new Township water mains, it was
announced this week at Township Hall, and more
streets are expected to be added to the list each

week.

Streets now given approval for taps are Wilcox
Dr., Clemons Dr., Finch Dr., Hammill Dr., Bradner

Rd. and Lakeland Ct.

Township Treasurer Eliza-
beth Holmes, whose depart-
ment handles the sewer and
water program, said that no-
tice will be given as other
streets are approved.

Ground was broken early
this year for the expanded
TownsHip water system. Un-
til now, the only water sys-
tem was located in Lake
Pointe Village. Then came
approval by the Detroit Wa-
ter Board for use of Detroit
water. This subsequently
brought approval of a bond
issue for the project.

Thorough testing of each
water main must be complet-
ed before it is released for
use. This includes testing for
impurities.

Property owners wanting
to tap the mains must make

application at the treasurer’s
office at Township Hall. The
water that now flows in the
mains is well water from the
Township system. Detroit wa-
ter will be flowing by mid-
August when the connection
at Schoolcraft Rd. is made.

The cost of the tap depends
upon the width of the road.
These costs range from $125
to $190.

In addition to the tap
charge, there is a charge of
$3 per front foot to_help pay
for the main itself. On exist-
ing buildings this can be paid
in full when applying or can
be billed at $3 per bi-monthly
billing period on the water
bill for a total of $18 a year
until paid.

On existing buildings, there
is also a $5 permit for in-

It shows that consumer
spending in Plymouth, de-
spite the half year of bus-
iness slump that pre-
vailed generally, was on
a big scale.

Local retail stores, as a
result, had a sales volume
of $29,543,000, an increase
over the prior year’s $28,-

Livonia Teacher

After a long career of
teaching. first grade children
to read, Mrs. Maude Penhale,
former Plymouthite, who is
retiring this year from Stark
School, finds some of the
best techniques used today
are the same as those she
was encouraged to use in Ne-
gaunee 30 years ago.

This doesn’t mean she is
conservative or old-fashioned
in her teaching. Rather, she
credits her former superin-
tendent, Howard Doolit-
tle, with initiating in 1929
some of the good ideas which
are working successfully  to-
day.

One of these is keeping on
hand a wide variety of books
which are easy for children
to read, as supplements to
their basic readers. Mrs.
Penhale finds this still works
well, Offering a child another
book with the comment,
“Wouldn't you like to read
this easy book now?” and
keeping sets of books avail-
able on the window sills for
children who come into class
early has helped to increase
the children’s eagerness to do
more and more reading.

She began her teaching ca-
reer in Negaunee, where she
grew up. After attending Nor-
thern Michigan College at
Marquette, "she taught first
grade pupils in the Upper
Peninsula city for 15 years,

Her husband, Randall Pen-
hale, also a native of Negau-
nee, taught in the high school
there and was later a princi-

Also in the interests of in-
creased safety, a double bar
has been recommended for
helmets instead of the pres-
ent single bar.

It was
noted in the way they al-
tered their spending pat-
tern.

There was a shift away
from hard goods and in
the direction of soft,goods
and services. The survey
suggests that the trend
also indicates a change
that is occurring in fam-
ily needs, what with the
post-war baby crop now
reaching the teen years.

The bigger spending in
Plymouth stores is attrib-
utable to the fact “that
local residents had more
money available to
them.”

The report shows that
the community’s effective
buying income, which is
the money remaining in
consumer hands after
payment of all Federal,
state and local taxes,
amounted to $20,741,000 in
1960. It was $20,067,000
the previous year.

This total, divided
arithmetically by
the number of households
in the city, gives $7,152 as
the average net income
per household.

Locally, ‘retail sales
were greater than in-
come, showing that peo-
ple com e in from other
areas to shop in the city.

Just how well individ-
ual communities compare
with others in business vi-
tality, taking into account
population and rate of
consumer buying, is
shown through an “index
of sales activity.”

Warfl\ Against Water

Pollution Problems

It’s | becoming increasingly
hard tb get a decent drink of
water.

In many suburbs, wells and
modern detergents make
septic|tanks plus viruses and
conditions ripe for epidemics,
according to Drs. Walter L.
Mallmann and Walter N.
Mack, of the Michigan State
University microbiology and
public| health department.

Citles which draw water
from rivers also have a pro-
blem.|Small but increasing
amounts of detergents, insec-
ticides, weed killers and other
chemiicals are being found in
their |water, reports Dr. C.
Fred Gurnham, head of chem-
ical engineering at MSU.

Drs, Mallmann and Mack

recently reviewed hundreds
of studies they and other
scientists have made relating
to contamination of under-
ground water. Disease-caus-
ing bacteria travel through
the ground with sewage for
up to 100 feet or more, they
report.

What's more, they suspect,
viruses travel even further
than the much-larger bacter-
ia and that syndets (synthet-
ic detergents) give both more
mobility.

They know that in many
suburban areas, syndets from
septic tanks have entered
wells and cause a head of
suds |to appear on water as
it is drawn from the tap.
These syndets, they believe,
carry microbes in suspen-
sion. |

‘“Without question,”” they
say, | “‘a health problem ex-;
ists .. . Unless recognition is
given to the problem and pro-
per specifications are formu-
lated, based on research,...
health hazards may result.”

Dr' Gurnham, on the other
hand has been concerned with
city iwater supplies.

He is on a committee ad-
vising the United States Pub-
-|lic Health Service in its ef-
fort to find a solution to the
problem of trace chemicals
in city wather.

“Bach drop of water,” he
explhins, ‘“is used and re-used
many times during its jour-
ney fto the sea.
