Molds that cause mildew

are always in the air. but
they grow best in ''muggy''
summer weather. Mildew
thrives in warm, damp, dark,
poorly aired places such as ,
basementi, closets, shower 

stalls and on dump clothes.
Favorite victims of mildew

are cotton. linen, rayon, silk,
wool, leather, wood and pa- t
per. Most of the manmade fi-
bers are resistant to it

Here are eight tips to help
prevent mildew:

1. Provide good ventilation I
in bathrooms. kitchen and
closets.

2. Hang garments 100*ely
go air can circulate.

3. Keep stored clothing
clean and dry.

4. Get rid of dampnes:.
5. Vent clothes dryer out-

doors.

6. K.ep •uitcasei. aho. s.
I papers and books off the
floor. Store on perforated
shelves at top of closet.

7. Use mechanical dehu.
midifiers when necessary.

, When using a d•humidifier.
' keep windows and doors
closed.

8 Use a low-p rensure
spray (in Aerosol container)
containing a fungicide to pr•.
vent mildew. (Available at
drug and department •tor••.)

SVhen the first odor of mus-
tiness occurs, or the first
speck of mildew appears-
get busy Brush off mildew
outside since mildew spores
scatter. Send non-washable
items to the dry cleaner.

Wash mildew-stained fab-
rics at once, and dry in the
sun. If stain rernains, bleach
with lemon juice and salt,
household chlorine bleach,
or sodium perborate bleach
(available at grocery stores).
Always test bleach on fabric
before using, and follow di-
rections on bleach label.

To remove mildew from
shoes and leather goods, wipe
with a cloth wrung out of di-
lute alcohol-1 cup denatured
or rubbing alcohol to 1 cup
water. Dry in breeze. Polish
leather With a wax dressing.
Use low-pressure sprayer
containing a fungicide to pre-
vent mildew

Wash bathroom tiled walls
and floors with a dilute
bleach to get rid of musti-
ness.

Blurbs on Back Cover Inventory Policies Changing
Columnist Bob Wrightof the

Oconto County (Wis.) Reporter did a
piece back in April on the art of sell-
ing paper-backs that so delighted us.

Wright's inspiration came from
reading "the paper-backed edition of
a truly great contemporary- novel,"
and which, by his oWn account. "is
about as lurid as a Baptist Sunday
School primer." According to a blurb
on the back cover, however, this was
"a turid tale of animal passions," the
implication being, according to Mr.
