It was recently brought to
my attention by Board mem-
ber Mr. Peter Zylstra that
some of hib fellow members
fedl that the lamp posts pre-
sented to Plymouth High
School by the Class of 1921
should be sold for scrap.

Such an action would be in-
deed disappointing to the
many townspeople who' are
looking forward to seeing
the familiar landmarks re-
turned to their rightful place
at the entrance to the build-
ing - where they have lit
the way for 40 classes in suc-
cession.

These gifts of long ago
have a practical as well as
sentimental value. They are
reminders of the traditions of
Plymouth High School. As a
recent graduate I can say
that it means a lot to be part
of a school whose roots ex-
tend far back into the history
of the community. These
lamps show that way back in
1921 the graduating class (I
believe it was the first to go
through the newly completed
building) cared enough about
the school to leave it some-
thing beautiful. And so the
lamps indicate that there has
beenacontinuitydown
through the years of that
same school spirit we treas-
ure so highly today.

To scrap these lamp posts
now, after they have been a
part of the community for so
long would be harmful to the
attitudes of both past and fu-
ture clasvs. If gihs of love
mean so little and are only
to be junked, why should any
class bother to give them' In
other words, why care about
the high school if years later
the high school isn't going to
cafe-lbout you?
