Out of their months of,
meehr.l‘g}:‘ came the plan for
establishing a Building and
Site Sinking Fund — which,
in short, is a pa{';u-you-go
method of financing.

On June 13, 1960, the fund
was approved.

It was estimated by the
citisen group that the pay-as-
you-go program would save
taxpayers $550,000 — or near-
ly the cost of a new elemen-
tary school. :

The $350,000 savings is the
amount saved if the alternate
and usual method of issuing
bonds was followed. Interest
on bond issues is costly.
During the five-year life of
the sinking fund, it is esti-
mated that the millage
will yield around $2,500,000.

In order to get work going,
the school district on Aug. 1,
1960, borrowed $200,000
repaid this loan on Jan.
1961, following collection of
taxes. Interest on this short-
term loan was 2.40 per cent.

On March 1, the district
borrowed $460,000 in anticipa-
tion of taxes to be collected
this coming Dec. 1. Interest
on this loan is only 1.85 per
cent. .

Last woek, the Board of
Education authorised that ap-
plication be made 1o the Mu-
nicipal Finance Commission
to borrow $440.000 more that
would be by April
1883, after 182 taxes
are collected.

This “borrowing ahead”
was part of the original pro-
gram, While borrowing re-
quires the paying of interest,

Insurance Agents Not Discouraged

(EDITOR'S NOTE: This
is another in a series of
articles by The Mail's
managing editor who is
trying to prove, or di s~
prove, that just about
anyone can learn how to
fly a plane.)

By Jim Sponseller

“Now that you're fly-
mg, you can't get any-

more insurance, can
you?”

That is typical of the
dozens of questions I face
each week as I plunge
head-long into this fascin-
ating business of learning
how to fly.

Although it has been less
than two months since I was
lifted aloft for my first les-
son, it seems that many ac-
quaintances regard me as

something of an authority.
Actually, when I meet up
with a few pilots who hold
Erivate licenses, 1 feel like a
indergartner at Harvard
Graduate School.

I figured before I started to
fly that I had ample insur-
ance for a while, so didn't
worry about paying extra
ﬁremiums. In fact, I had
opes that when my insur-
ance agent friends called the
next time, I could dodge
them gracefully by explaining
that I am now flying and
wouldn't consider buying any
more insurance if I had to
pay extra.

I didn't have long to wait,
Last week a rather new ac-
quaintance in the insurance
game phoned that his firm
has an amazing new policy
for me.

*“Gosh, Dick,”” 1 replied,
“Since I saw you last, I've
taken up flying and 1 don’t
feel like 1 want to pay extra
premiums for a policy."

“Oh, that's all right,’”" Dick
returned, “I'm sure we can
fix you up with something
that won't cost you any more
than anyone élse."

This proved to be some-
what of a disappointment to
me. My foolproof rebuttal for
insurance men wasn't work-
ing at all. I since learned
that a' number of insurance
companies are re-examining
the mortality rates for pilots
and a few are offering poli-
cies at no extra cost.

But insurance is just one
of the hogt of questions.
Here's more:

Q. What does your
think of you flying?

I talked her into saying
“yes" (to flying, that is).
At first, she said she would
rather that I not tell her
when I take a lesson until
afterwards. But now, after
seeing that I am coming
home wnth sound body, she

doesn’t seem to think
about it.
(Aircraft dealers confide

that they would be selling
airplanes like hotcakes today
if it weren't for wives.)

Q. Is it true that flying is
as easy as driving a car?
A. T imagine that after
you learn how to fly with
some skill, it is just as easy
as driving a car. Pilots claim
they are much more at ease
in the air than hurdling down
a highway at 65 miles an
hour with cars hurdling in
the opposite direction a few
feet away. Flying requires
a little finer technique than
driving a car. It's a shame
that drivers don't handle and
care for their cars like pilots
do their airplanes. Certainly
few drivers bother to check

their car's motor, tires and
other parts before they
climb in.

Q. If the engine fails. can
you still safely land in a light
plane?

A. A small plane can usu-
ally glide to a landing. Of
course, if there is no decent
place to land, he may be out
of luck. A student pilot even-
tually learns how to glide
to a landing by practicing
such a maneuver over an air-
port.

Q. Why are there two steer-
ing wheels in airplanes?

A. These are called control
wheels and there are two of
thern because most planes
are used at one time or an-
other for training. (A pilot
using a different plane that
he has never used before
must be ‘‘checked out” in the
plane by an authorized in-
structor.) Dual controls are
also an added safety factor.
There are many of these
safety factors built into
planes — such as the dual ig-
nition system. Each piston
has two spark plugs and

for providing -electrical pow-
er for the plugs,

Incidentally,. a pilot usu-
ally holds the control wheel
with one hand, not two, such
as is recommended for mo-
torists. One hand is always
used for take-offs and land-
ings while the other hand
remains constantly on the
throttle.

Q. Do you think that pri-

vaje business planes will onrl

travel more passenger miles
than commercial planes?

A. According to the infor-
mation I have, there are
more than 28,000 private
planes flown to satisfy busi-
ness travel needs while there
are a little over 2,000 com-
mercial planes in the U.S.
The private business planes
already fly more than a mil-
lion aircraft hours a year
than all the planes of the do-
mestic carriers. There is a to-
tal of 80,000 private planes in,
the U.S. It is surprising to |
most people who visit Plym- |
outh’s Mettétal Airport to find
so many planes being used
for business purposes. More
and more industries are turn-
ing to private planes and of-
ten will locate in communi-
ties where there is an airport.

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date in the primary election to nominate delegates
to the State Constitutional Convention.

Voting will be held next Tuesday (July 25). Re-
publicans and Democrats each will naminate two
persons, one as their candidate from the State Rep-
resentative District and one from the State Senator-
ial District.

Most readers here are familiar acquaintances

by now. Sometimes we agree, sometimes not. But I
hope you know this — the new suburbs have a major
stake in any modernizing of the Constitution; 1 know
‘and understand suburbam problems because I live
with them virtually every minute of every day; and
I will fight and scrap on behalf of the suburbs to the
absolute finish ... if elected. All the candidates op-
posing me are from Detroit.

Most analysts predict a small turnout of voters
next Tuesday. Despite the importance of the event,
it is strange and obscure to many minds and further,
it hasn’'t yet turned into any clear-cut contest be-
tween parties or individuals.

Yet before it's over, the Convention could become
a good dogfight.

The line drawn in the dirt between the battlers
involves the formula for electing to the State Legis-
lature. :

“The CIO-Democrat position is that both the
House and Senate should be selected on a basis of
“‘absolute population.”” They would eliminate a Sen-
ate where men are picked evenly by area. Both
houses would be selected identically, on population.
In fact, Gus Scholle, the UAW punjab, would have
the legislature consist of just one house, a system
known technically as ‘‘unicameral legislature.”

“Endorsed’’ Democrats had to pledge themselves
fo the ‘“absolute population’’ theory before they could
become endorsed.

Such a formula would leave control of all State
affairs in the hands of interior Wayne County,
where there are large population units dominated by
labor unions. QOutstate Michigan — even the exterior
suburbs — would become a permanent minbrity, at
least into the foreseeable future.

Most Republicans (me included) believe the
Democrat position is undefendable. The system of a
two-house legislature, one where population is rec-
ognized and the other where area is honored, is
rooted in the first theories of American government.

Atti
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Your correspondent, Paul Chandler, is a candi-
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tion, the CIO-Democrats now propose te change the
rules and wipe out that island.

A curious point for political theorists is that usu-
ally it has been the Democratic party which has
shouted loudest about the necessity of providing
built-in protection for minority groups and interésts.
But in the Con-Con case, they are turning their hat
around and trying to argue that a benevolent ma-
jority is sufficient to take care of minority interests.

In my opinion, it is a monstrous political blunder,
the people won’t accept it, and the C€IO-Democrat
cause is going to absorb bruises. .

From this fountainhead will spray out the other
Convention issues. When the Democrats argue that
the State Senate has “stopped good legislation’ the
ieply will be ‘“what legislation, specifically?”” And
most of the issues then cited will involve measures
which would have been of particular benefit to in-
terior Wayne County, -

The Republicans will reply that the solution isn’t
to wipe out the Senate, but rather to provide Consti-
tutional powers for local areas to take care of their
own problems, rather than stretching to Lansing and
asking for help and pity there.

| Particularly, there must be new authority for
metropolitan areas (iheluding joined groups of com- |
'munities and districts) to tax, borrow, and finance
'their own projects. Interceptor sewers, junior col-
leges, assessing departments, transportation, police
and fire protection are all examples of matters
which could be financed and handled on broad local
basis under a new form of ‘“home rule.”

This whole area, thus, is destined to become an-
other part of the GOP vs. Demo battleground.

Taxes will be a subject, too. Something must be
done .as soon as possible about having assessments
across the entire State levied under the same rules.

Today there is a ‘“‘State Tax Commission'’ which
annually raises our taxes with a push of a pencil via
the system known as ‘“‘equalization.” The increase
has been as much as 15 percent. That appointed body
has only a handful of staff, a tiny budget, practically
no actual assessment data, and no real knowledge of
property anywhere in Michigan. Yet it blithely
“equalizes,” year after year,

If a taxpayer is dissatisfied, there is no place to
go to appeal, save to this ‘“‘commissjon.” Our regu-

tion. Its purpose, defined by the founding fathers, is
to give all areas some small voice in their own gov-|
ernment, though they may be outnumbered by as|
much as one million to one in people. |

Our form of representative government is based
on division of powers, with checks and balances
among the units. Today pure population (total vote)
determines the selection of Governor, the Courts,
the House of Representatives, the State cabinet, the
Highway Commissioner, the governing Boards of the
Universities, and much else.

- Only in the Senate at the moment is there an-
other view, a ‘‘check’ on the whole.

- This Senate has been bull-headed and short-
sighted from many points of view in recent years,
but nonetheless, that is its privilege. The overwhelm-
ing abundance of government power is elsewhere.

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lar courts wen't listen to tax gppeals unless there is
fraud of some kind. The ‘“‘commission’’ is appointed,
it never goes before the people at any election, most
people don’t even know the names of a single mem-
ber. Its power involves multi-billions of dollars. *

We have a system today where a house could be
starding in Redford Township with an assessed val-
ue of $8,000, the identical house could sit in, say,
Traverseg City with a value placed upon it of $2,000,
and absolutely nothing could be done to level off the
two assessments. In fact, the State normally would

add another 15 percent to the higher-valued house
as ‘‘equalization.”

Many other absorbing subjects will arrive at Con-
vention time, such as a longer term of office for gov-
ernor and legislature (I'm in favor of it): the crea-
tion of a new appellate court beyond Circuit Cour t
which could remove some of the load fromw the Su-
preme Court; the reduction in the number of State

elections and the number of State offices to be filled
by election,

Before it’s over, it'll be a pretty fair political
war. I'm eager to get into it.

Shifts in the trend of con-
summer durable-goods pur-
chases play an important
part in bringing- about cor-
responding cyclical changes
In economic activity. Spend-
ing policies with regard to
durables depend on consum-
ers’ needs, prospective trends
of prices and personal in-
comes, and willingnesgs to go
into debt to acquire goods.

Because most consumers do
not have the ready cash to
purchase durable goods out-
right, the availability of cred-
it and the willingness of con-
sumers fo borrow are very
important determinants of
retail sales. Moreover, con-
sumers possessing ample sav-
ings are often reluctant fo
deplette these, preferring to
g:lnnco their purchases on
e,

Last year, installment con-
sumer credit outstanding con-
tinued to increase on bal-
ance, By the end of the
year, intermediate-type in-
stallment debt had reached
an all-timme high in excess of
$43 billion. But this is not

the whole picture. After;
reaching a peak in the early
months of 1960, new borrow-
ings tumbled in the wake of
a slowdown in demand for
durable goods. Meanwhile,
morithly debt repayments con-
tinued to trend upward.

In the first two months of
1961 repayments, seasonally
deplete these, preferring to
adjusted, exceeded borrow-
-ings. Since late winter, how-
ever, installment borrowings

have again assumed a rising
sture, If this change in|
rrowing policy holds, busi-|
ness can gerive vital support
from cpnsumer demand for/
durable goods.
