ProEably the oldest doll in
America is "Letitia Penn."

She. was made of wood.
dresstd in velvet and b r 0-
cade like a lady of the Eng-
tish Court and brought to
Philadelphia by William
Penn in 1699.

Fashion dolls were used to
carry the latest dress and
hair styles from one country
to another. Before and after
t h e War of Independence
these dolls made a great
stir among the well-to-do in
the American Colonies. News-
papers announced the arrival
of these mannequins, some-
times 40 inches tall, and ad-
vised the public of where and
what the cost to see them
might be.

For children, and as toys
china head dolls were being
rflade and sold during the
nineteenth century. The bod-
ies were made of kid or of
cloth and stuffed with * bran
or sawdust. Most of the late
19th century dolls have short
shoulders and necks. The
common china head with

short wavy or curly hair was
meant to represent a young
girl. A good way to distin-
guish between pre-Civil War
and a post-Civil War doll is
by the feet if modeled in
china: High heels denote
manufacture after the year
1860.

The quaint little doll pic-
tured hore has b/en pr•ment-
•d to the Plymouth Histori-
cal Societ, by Mr.. Harry A.
Miller (Lefa Brown) of Wil-
liamiton. Mich.. formerly of
Plymouth. This doll was giv-
en to her on Doc. 23. 1886.

The doll is dressed in the

original clothes it wore that

long ago Christmas day. The
simple little dress of brown
and white gingham buttons
down the back, requiring four
tiny, white china, three hole
buttons and four carefully
handmade buttonholes. The
plain underwear is made of
"durable count" cotton.

Not so durable was the nat- .

inadh the doll's body. Wear.
spots where the legs and
arm# were dttached have
been taped to keep her frorn '
leaking her lifeblood· of saw-
dust, The muslin has darken-
ed *ith these 76 years.

The doll's white china
head has black wavy hair
and blue eyes, her arms and
little hands are chubby, her
legs, (mostly shoes) are mod-
eled pink slipper base with
rosette t trim and double

All her
china parts bear the marking
No. 6, denoting her size.
These features correctly
place this doll as a newly
manufactured doll when giv-
en to Mrs. Miller rather than
a family heirloom.
