This means that students will
be required to remain on the
campus over the noon hour.
Special permits will be issued
to students to walk home for
lunch if they live within the
immediate vicinity.

At the Senior High. there
will be no requirement about
staying on the campus during
the lunch period, but it will
be more difficult for students
to roam very far.

The lunch period has been
cut from one hour to a half
hour. In addition, the student
body will be divided so that
they will be taking their
lunch period during one of
three half-hour periods. This
will result in less congestion
at the cafeteria — a com-
plaint that sent many stu-
dents hiking downtown for
their lunch.

my bike so little that I had 1o
relearn, and even afier a
great deal of riding. I still
don‘t have their endurance.

One trip covered about 37
miles in one day, but I was
almost the only one among
about 60 students from the
school who was tired.

I find Dutch homes ver
clean and no matter how olt(.
they always seem to be fur-
nished comfortably and in
good taste, Every home has
flowers in almost every room
and in the window sill.

Shopping for a Dutch house-
wife is different than for an
American housewife. Rather
than going to the supermar-
ket once or twice a week, as
in America, she goes to about
five or six stores everyday.
There is one store for meat,
another for vegetables and
potatoes, another for cheese,
another for milk and a fifth
for soap, toothpaste and oth-
er such articles. The reason
they go so often is that they
must be able to carry what
they buy on their:bike and not
just load it into a car.

Prices of many articles
here are about the same as in
America. Yet the salaries of
workers here are much less.
For examnle, a high school
teacher with about 25 years’
experience and the most pos-
sible degrees earns about
15,288 guilders ($4,280) a

grees is about 4,092 guilders
($1,240) a year, I use teach-
ers only as an example; oth-
er salaries correspand to
American salaries in about
the same ratio. T h e typical
factory worker makes about
$35 per week.

A great many people here
speak English, especially in
the big cities such as Amster-
dam. However, a lot of them
are afraid to try. I spent one
whole evening visiting with
an English teacher (I thought
she taught something else)
and she never said one word
like *“how do you do” or
‘‘good-bye’” to me in English.
When we left I asked what
she taught and was quite sur-
prised at the answer.

I have visited the HBS and
secondary modern school
(two different| types of high
schools) several times. When
a Dutch child is about 12
yvears old, he or she must de-
cide what school they will at-
tend. They have five choices
— the HBS, the gymnasium,
the secondary modern school,
a trade school, or a future
housewives’ school. The main
difference between Dutch and
American schools is this:
there are many forms of sec-
ondary school instead of just
one, the high school. Yet
within our one school, I think
we can follow a program sim-
ilar to that in any of their
schools.

Only five per cent attend
either the gymnasium or the
HBS. These are the hardest
schools, the HBS having more
of an accent on business
courses and the gymnasium
on Latin and Greek. The HBS
takes five years and the gym-
nasium takes six years. After
three years in either school,
one must decide to follow the
A or B course. A is for more
language and B is for more
mathematics and science.
Other than this choice, the
school decides what courses
the student will take. They
study a lot of language,
French. German and English
plus Latin and Greek in the
gymnasium, but since Hol-
land is such a small country,
it is much more necessary for
them to know languages than
for American students. It is
impossible to determine for
sure, but I think the gym-
nasium and HBS are more
difficult than the average col-
lege preparatory schedule in
our high school, but it re-
quires less further education
than in America for most pro-

fessions.

The secondary modern

| school takes four years, and
‘| you may study in branch A

or B. Here again they must
study a lot of language, some
mathematics, science, history
and geography, but the pro-
gram, all of which is decided
by the school, is not as ex-
tensive as a college prep pro-
gram in America. About 20
per cent attend this school, 35
per cent attend trade school,
and 40 per cent attend the
future housewives’ school,
At the end of all the
schools, you must take an ex-
amination over everything
you have studied in that
school. About 85 per cent pass
at the secondary modern
school, but the percentage is
not nearly so high in a gym-
nasium or HBS. The question
is not if you will get a good
grade or not, but if you will
pass or fail. If you fail, you
must repeat one whole year,
including the parts on which
you scored very well.

Of course, there are advan-
tages to both systems, and it
would be unfair to pass judg-
ment with my little knowl-
edge, But two things I defi-
nitely don’'t like are the lack
of choice in classes, and the

lack of independence given
students in the school. ey
are graded for handwriting,
must take their report card
home for parents to sign, and
must show every day that
they have done their lesson.
There is no form of student
government in the school.
Perhaps for this reason, the
Dutch teen-agers seem very
young to me. In general most
seem two years younger than
they are.

Holland is a flat country
and most of it is below sea
level. There are very, very
few hills. A great deal of the
country is farm land and
farming is one of the major
means of making a living.
There are canals everywhere,
in the cities and country. The
famous dikes (which are wide
enough for a car to travel on
top) keep out the sea and
most other bodies of water
too.

There are so many things
here which are older than
anything I have ever seen
because America is such a
new country. I have seen
several churches built in the
12th and 13th centuries. We
recently visited a grave made
of huge stones believed to be
2,000 or 3,000 years old. All
the cities look very old, but
are stil] very clean,

Most of the houses here are 3
built together, rather thanj?

separated. They have tile
roofs or, if they are old farm
houses, they sometimes have
thatched roofs. - :

So what about the flowers,
windmills and wooden shoes?
I have found that Holland is
a couniry in the midst of a
change. There are new mod-
ern houses where le live
a modern life, and there are
old villages, with old customs
and old fashioned ways of liv-
ing. One of the laiter types of
villages that I visited is Gies-
sendam in South Holland. On
a Monday morning almost
everyone was wearing wood-
en shoes. People all over Hol-
land own them, but there,
everyone wore them for work-
ing. Most people found me a
real oddity; they'd never
seen any Americans before.
In this same area we visited
a group of 18 mills altogeth-
er. There were people still
living in many of them, al-
though one day a week two
are open for tourisis to go
through., They were built in
the early 18th century.

Holland’'s reputation for
flowers is well-earned. They
are plentiful, cheap and beau-
tiful. The Dutch give flowers
for every occasion. As a
guest in many homes, 1 al-
ways have flowers in my bed-
room. A guest usually brings
flowers for her hostess. 1 was
even given flowers for my
mother’s birthday. |

I think every person likes
their own ¢ountry best, and I
am no exception. Yet there
are parts of the Dutch culture
I like very much and my
summer in Holland has been
a very enjoyable and educa-
tional experience.

nylon tire cord is not damaged
by water and moisture pene-
trating into cuts and bruises,
tires made with other fibers
are easily affected if the rub-
ber coating is cut, making
them liable to dangerous fail-
ures, So when checking for
air pressure at the service
service station, check for cuts
too.

For turnpike and long dis-
tance drivin g, where high
speeds and mileage create
high temqperatures and are
more liable to cause tire
wear, nylon tires are recom-
mended. As a matter of fact
virtually all highway patrols,
as well as racing vehicles and
aricraft, travel on nylon. Be-
cause bruises resulting from
impact with curbs as well as
holes and bumps are as liable
to occur on local streets as
well as on the highway, here
too nylon cord tires are rec-
ommended. They are more
resistant to failure from im-
pact than rayon cords such a
Tyrex.

As another precaution, no
matter what the driving con-
ditions or the distances to be
covered are, seat belis are
important safety equipment
and should be worn at all
times.

Two thirds of fatal acci-
dents occur within twenty-
five miles of the victim s’
homes. Every crash is
a “somebody’s neighborhood"
accident.

Safetv belts keep car occu-
pants from being thrown
against windshield and dash-
board. They absorb the mo-

| mentum of forward thrust

caused by sudden stops.

They keep passengers within |

the car in case of accident.
Safety belts, therefore, should
be chosen with the same care
as tires,

The National Safety Council
recommends that you insist
on a belt which meets the
standards set forth by the
Society of Automotive Engi-
neers. Ease of releasing the
buckle is another important
factor.

A Cornell University study
has revealed that only 2.6 per
cent of people within automo-
biles, compared with 12.8 per
cent thrown through open car
doors, are fatally injured in
accidents. Safety studies also
reveal that people with seat
belts are 35 to 60 per cent

safer than those without them. |

Belts guard your energy as
well as your safety.

TAKE CARE OF THAT
HOME GARBAGE DISPOS-
ERI

The home garbage disposer
is a girl's best friend, espe-
cially during the hot summer
months. This eliminates the
‘‘smelly” garbage cans that
attract flies and insects near
the house,

The disposer will take care
of garbage and small bones,
but you have to take care
of the disposer. Remember,
careless use leads to clogged
plumbing and perhaps an ir-
ritated husband or an expen-
sive plumbing bill. It's best
to mix various types of foods
when grinding, to cut or break
large pieces, such as rinds
and bones into smaller pieces.
Large, hard bones, cherry
and peach pits, are difficult to
grind and may damage the
disposer so it's best neot to
place these items into your
disposer.

When the chopping and
grinding noise stops, the job
is not done. The disposer
may be turned off, byt a
minute more of running cold
water is needed to move
bones and fibrous materials
along the plumbing system.
It's very possible to build up
a deposit of ground garbage
in the pipes by turning off the
water too soon, If the sink is
not used for a time, these
remains can produce off-odors
and clogged pipes.

Occasional flushing of the
pipes is recommended. If a
disposer is used often, this
should be a daily routine.
First, plug the drain and fill
the sink with three inches of
cold water. Unplug the drain
and let the forgce of the water
wash grease and left-over
bones through the_pipes.

Many manufacturers rec-
ommend the use of cold water
when grinding food, this helps
to solidify the fat so it ean be
ground and will not coat the
sink drain.
