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Some time ago Plymouth started a project to as-
sess the needs and hopes of Senior Citizens living in
the area. Those working on the project will be inter-

ested in a development announced in Livonia just
this week. >

There the final zoning hurdle has been removed
to permit construction of a 104-unit apartment cluster
which will be reserved solely for aged men and
women. '

One bedroom apartments will cost $65 and two-
bedroom ones $85. They’'ll have living rooms, kitch-
ens, bath, and small dining area.

There’ll also be a central hall and kitchen for
community dining. Meals also can be ordered to be
sent to the apartments.

A full time nurse will be on duty. There’ll be a
barber shop and beauty shop in the development.
Emphasis will be given to a well-equipped recreation
room and planned recreation.

It will be possible to walk to any part of the
development under cover without going outdoors. All
walking areas will be designed for safety, with hand
rails and no inclines. Bathrooms will have hand rails
and other safety features.

Adjacent to the apartmenpts will be a large pro-
fessional building and a complete pharmacy. Doctors
and a first aid room will be there. A shopping center
., will be about a block away.

It's a ‘unique thing for the local suburbs, and
probably a pattern of the future. The location will be
. southeast of Seven Mile and Middlebelt Roads and
‘target date for opening is October, 1962. Sinacola
Construction, KE 3-3410, is the builder. '

Nothing is more frustrating to tax authorities —
and to taxpayers — than the knowledge that identical
properties go on the rolls at grossly different assess-
ments, It depends on the assessing standards in the
particular location. These can vary between n e x t-
door neighbors in the metropolitan area. Across the
State of Michigan as a whole, the differences are
more drastic.

Pending Convention action, possibly there is
some small comfort in a tiny item buried in the De-
troit papers last week. The report said that City,
County and State officials had met and agreed to
send hired employes out ‘to determine how various
communities assess property.”” The project is ‘‘an at-
tempt to set up a uniform system of tax assessments
throughout the County.” '

A sobering postscript: “the survey is expected to
take several years.”

But, at least, there now seems to be official
recognition for what most of us always have known:
property taxes aren’t applied equally in Michigan.

A new production capabil-
ity designed to improve the
quality of engine valve
springs and other high-per-
formance springs has been
installed by Associated Spring
Corp. at the B-G-R Division
here.

Charles J. Stofko, general

manager of the division, said

the company — for the first
time in the spring industry—
has succeeded in applying
high-speed flaw inspection of
ferromagnetic spring wire on
a production basis.

““As a result of this devel-
opment,’”’ Stofko explained,
‘“‘we have a powerful tool to
help us achieve our goal of
making engine valve springs
from wire that is free of
harmful nicks, pits, and
seams — defects that may
cause expensive spring fail-
ures in service.”

Developed and tested by
the Associated Spring Re-
search and Development Cen-
ter in Bristol, Conn., togeth-
er with engineers of the
B-G-R Division, the new
equipment uses a specially
adapted eddy-current detec-
tion technique. In B-G-R pro-
duction facilities, Mr. Stofko
said, the detection system
will be used primarily for in-
spection of valve-spring qual-
ity wire but may also be
used on other spring wire re-
quiring great reliability—in
applications such as aircraft
and missiles.

The new detection system
is the culmination of a dozen
vears of effort directed at in-
spection and quality control of
wire used for making high-
performance springs in order
to assure product quality.
During this period a research
project was established at the
University of Michigan which
resulted in the building of a
prototype unit using edd y-
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ings with B-G-R System

tape becomes a permanent
record that can serve fo cer-
tify wire quality.

An eddy current is induced
in the wire by means of ex-
citer coils. A pair of sensing
coils detects any change
the normal eddy-current pat-
tern of sound wire if the pat-
tern is interrupted by flaws,
such as pits, seams, or scrat-
ches. The electronic equip-
ment amplifies and filters
these changes and then trig-
gers the marking system. As-
sociated Spring coupled the
b asic electronic equipment
with precision mechanical de-
vices for handling the fast-
moving wire.

profits after taxes. In 1960
net corporate earnings
fell to $22.7 billion, down
a little more than four
per cent.

The first quarter of the
current year saw the low
point reached in the busi-
ness recession. Corre s-
| pondingly, business pro-
fits after taxes for this
period extended the down-

'trend in earnings. Official

government statistics in-
dicate that the net profits
figure fell to $20 billion
for the initial 1961 quar-
ter, on an anpual-rate
basis. This was the lowest
rate of earnings since
1958. However, it probably
marked the low point of
the two-y e ar decline in
corporate earnings, since
the turn-around in busi-
ness was vigorous.

The scattering of gains
among the companies
which have thus far re-
leased earnings results
for the second quarter ap-
pear to confirm this ex-
pectation.

Bear in rhind, however,
that increases in profits
were generally small, and
many companies still re-
ported lower earnings
and-or deficits. Hence, the
advance in aggregate cor-
porate profits was proba-
bly quite small.

While this may seem
disappointing in view of
the vigorous upturn in
general business, the re-
vival process for profits
is customarily slow, held
back by the forces of keen
competition for sales and
shaky price structures —
carryovers from the pre-
ceding recessionary peri-
od.

Nevertheless, the break
in the cloud overhanging
the profits picture is fa-
vorable; and, in view of
the good outlook for busi-
ness in the months ahead,
profits should swing up-
ward in convincing fash-
ion. The slow start, how-

ever, will hold full-year

for 1960,

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EDITOR’S NOTE: While City Commissioners are
being asked to place the question of fluoridation on a
ballot, an article appeared in this month’s Changing
Times, the Kiplinger Magazine, entitled, ‘“What's
Holding Up Fluoridation?”’ While the article  is
clearly for fluoridation, it also points out some of

;het objections and history of the controversial sub-
ect.

For more than ten years now, every community in
United States had ‘had the means to give lifelong pgotect‘ifl;:
to Its younger citizens against a universal, costly, painful
and disfiguring health problem—tooth decay.

For that period, the scientific world has been in agree-
ment that adding a trace of fluoride to public drinking wa-
ter (one part fluoride to 1,000,000 gallons of water) posi-
tively reduces tooth decay by as much as two-thirds: that
at a cost of only about a dime a year per person it is
economically feasible; and that it is absolutely safe.

These facts have been proved'beyond scientific dispute
by more than 30 years of careful, objective evaluation of
evidence collected from all over the world—proved, that is
everywhere except in the public mind. :

After ten years of certainty, only 2,000 communities
with a total population of 38,000,000~—o0ut of a possiblé_20,000
communities with more than 125.000.000 in populatio ve
accepted fluoridation of the water supply. (Another 7,000,000
persons live in areas where the water supply naturally con-
tains protective amounts of fluoride.)

After ten years, in city after city across the country,
arents, doctors and public health officials interested in
ringing better teeth to tomorrow's adults are being sty-

mied in their efforts to get fluoridation programs adopted.

This failure to accept fluoridation is costing dearly.
For example: ;

More than 87,000,000 people in the nation have decayed
teeth requiring treatment, and another 21,000,000 have lost
all of their teeth.

The average high school graduate has ten
tacked by decay.

The national dental bill, even though a third of the popu-
latibn never goes to a dentist, totals around 2.4 billion dol-
lars annually, or an average of $44 per family.

Of course, fluoridation cannot eliminate all dental bills
or all dental ills. Nor can it remove the necessity for such
additional dental health practices as good diet, conscien-
tious brushing and regular visits to the dentist. It has been
repeatedly proved, however, that drinking fluoridated water
through childhood can reduce tooth decay by as much as
65 percent and that this benefit lasts throughout life.

The uproar—what it’s all about

Fluoride is a natural substance that is found in vary-
ing amounts in all drinking water and in many foods. It
would be next to impossible to live without ingesting some
fluoride, but it appears naturally in such small amounts
that most people get very little.

In late 1930 it was discovered that in communities
where the fluoride content of water was high, tooth decay
was astonishingly low. Unfortunately, only a few areas had
enough natural fluoride in their drinking supply to do the
trick. In 1945, after 15 vears of intensive study, it was de-
cided to add sufficient fluoride to the drinking water of sev-
eral cities (the first were Grand Rapids, Mich., Newburgh,
N.Y., and Brantford, Ontario) to bring the level of the chem-
ical up to one part per million gallons (lppm).

By 1951 and 1952 it had become apparent that the plan
worked even better than anyone had dared hope. Tooth de-
cay did decrease in fluoridated cities. In Grand Rapids,
for instance, these were the results:

65 percent less tooth decay in children who drank fluor-
idated water from birth;

45 percent less decay in children who were 5 or 6 years
old when the programs started; :

20 percent less decay in those who were tecn-agers.

Endorsements of fluoridation for all cities as a public
health measure began coming from the cautious scientists.
By now every major scientific group with any interest in
the subject has added its approval—the U.S. Public Health
Service, the National Institute of Dental Research, the
American Medical Association, the American Dental Asso-
ciation, the American Academy of Pediatrics, the Ameri-
can Association of Public Health Dentists, the American
Public Health Association, the American Association for the
Advancement of Science, the National Academy of Scien-
ces—National Research Council, the American Cancer So-
ciety, the American Pharmaceutical Association and scores
of others.

Nonscientific groups have also :::po:ud the movement.
The National Congress of Parents Teachers, the Ameri-
can Legion, many chambers of commerce, the AFL-CIO,
the Child Study Assoclation of America and the U.8, Junior
Chamber of Commezce are among them. Individuals from
Dr. Benjamin Spock, the famous pediatrician, to Dr. Louls
I. Dublin, one of the nation’s leading statisticlans, have
urged communities to go ahead with the program. -

- At first, the idea spread rapidly, and towns and cities
all over the country began the work of insuring stronger
teeth for their children. Two-thirds of all the big metropoli-
tan areas have fluoridated water. Among them are Chicago,
Baltimore, Philadelphia, St. Louis, San Francisco, Pit1s-
burgh, Milwaukee, Houston, Buffalo and Minneapolis. The
U.S. Congress, which twice has heard antifluoridationists
speak their piece in formal hearings, some years back,
quietly fluoridated the water of the city it governs, Wash-
ington, D.C.

For the last eight years or so, however, fluoridation
has been steadily losing ground to the strident objections
of a small but highly persuasive group of opponents. In
elections in the fall of 1960, for instance, citizens of 5 muni-
cipalities voted on fluoridation referendums. In 29 of these
35 towns and cities, they voted the proposal down. In a num-
ber of communities that have had fluoridated water sup-
plies for some time, opponents have succeeded in getting
programs stopped. g

Whereyer the issue comes up these days, there is bitter-
ness, name calling, smears, hate campaigns, wild charges
and counter charges, distortions and outright lies. Before it
is all over, there is likely to be rancor between friends and
neighbors, division within civic and social clubs, profession-
al organizations, even scientific groups.
post.

No matter who starts the movement, the deluge is soon
on. Any local opposition is instantly reinforced by help from
outside the city. The governing body is pressured to kill the
whole idea. If that maneuver fails, it is practically forced
to put the issue to a vote of the people although most city
governments have the power to decide public health mat-
ters just as they have the power to establish fire depart-
ments. When an election is called, an acrimonious cam-
paign is bound to ensue, and through a combination of fac-
tors the opposition all too often wins.

Who the opponents are

Ten or fifteen years ago, there was some genuine dis-
agreement among scientists about whether fluoridation was
absolutely safe, whether it would actually work, whether al-
ternative methods of putting fluoride into the diet might be
better. Now the evidence is in, and these questions are no
longer disputed except by a few diehard:physicians and den-

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evil and subversive plot conceived by such diverse culprits
as the Public Health Service, the American Medical (or Den-
tal) Association, the Jews, the United Nations, the politi-
cians, the Communists or “the Capitalists’ to weaken peo-
ple’s minds and destroy their reasoning power.

2. Health-food enthusiasts and people dedicated to drug-
less therapy. Sellers of ‘“nature’ foods and pills, such as
the Rev..Andrew G. Rosenberger of Boston, Dr. ﬁoyll Lee
of Milwagukee and E. H. Bronner of Los Angeles are in the
group. So are the writers of books and publishers of maga-
zines and pamphlets on “natural” diet, such as J. I. Rodale
of Emmaus, Pa., (who is best known for espousing organic
gardening) and Dr. C. T. Betts of Toledo, Ohio, (who has
spent a lifetime trying to convince .people that aluminum
cookware causgs cancer). Included also are many chiro-
practors and naturopaths. Finally, there are people like the
Christian Scientists who sincerely think that fluoridation of
drinking water is medication and therefore runs counter to
their religious beliefs.

3. Physicins and dentists who may have any one of a
number of reasons for opposing fluoridation. Some still hon-
estly disagree with the overwhelming weight of fact and
judgments of their colleagues. Some jump on the antifluori-
dation bandwagop in order to gain notoriety. Some dislike
the organizations favoring fluoridation and use the issue to
bludgeon their ‘‘enemies.” Some see the ‘‘socialized médi-
cine’’ bugaboo in the measure even though their profes-
sional prganizations do not.

Probably the best known of the professional men—per-
sont who are cited by antifluoridationists as authorities and
sometimes travel for the cause—are these: Dr. Leo Spira,
who id convinced fludrides cause chronic polsoning: Dr.
Frederick B. Exner, a prominent radiologist of Seattle, and
Dr. George L. Waldbott, an allergist of Detroit (these two
physicians, coauthored the book that is the bible of the op-
position);-Dr. Paul Manning, a dentist from Springfield,
Mass.: and Dr. A. B. MacWhinnie of Seattle, also a dentist.
4. The ruEged individualists, who see fluoridation as an
invasion of the individual's rights. The archconservative
John Birch Society is said to take credit for defeating fluori-
dation in Council Bluffs, Ia., and Alameda, Cal.

Last year the University of Michigan's School of Public
Health published a list of antifluoridationist objections and
an appraisal of their validity. The objections, printed in
index form, filled five oversized pages.

A major objection has always been that fluoride is a
poison. | It I8 a poison—in the same sense that table salt
(chloride) is a poison. Taken in excessive amounts, either
could cause illness or death, Most foods and water contain,
however, some fluoride, and it is considered a nutrient like
phospharous and calcium. Some 7,000,000 persons have
drunk fluoride (often in quite high amounts) with their un-
treated water all their lives, but studies of thousands of
them show no adverse cumulative effect on general health.

Yet, the Michigan survey found that opponents to fluori-
dation have cited more than 100 different disorders suppos-
edly caused in human beings or animals by flueride. The
ailments included cancer (the American Cancer Society says
that there is no evidence of any relation between fluoride
and cancer), ulcers, diarrhea, constipation, liver disease,
kidney | troubles, tuberculosis, sinusitis, heart disease, leu-
kemia, hemophilia, neuroses, psychoses, stammering, loss
of memory, nail biting, poliomyelitis, multiple sclerosis, cat.
aracts, glaucoma, color blindness, goiter, diabetes, steril-
ity, acne, boils, athlete's foot, baldness, brittle nails, brittle
bones,| arthritis, rickets, poor posture, flat feet, increased
tooth decay, periodontal disease, amlocclusion, abortions,

stillbirths, prematurity of birth, tonsillitis, left-handedness,

loss of hearing and allergic manifestations. )

The only disorder that can, according fo all present
medical knowledge, be caused by ingesting fluoridated wa-
ter is the mottling of teeth. This happens in communities
where water naturall
happens where the fluoride content is controlled, as it is
in all city fluoridation programs, at 0.7 to 1.2 parts per
million, . I el

Other objections are that commercial activities like ice-
manufacturing, food-processing and beer-making are adver-
sely affected when fluoridated water is used (there are no
such problems); that fluoridation is too expensive and is
wasterul because only a small proportion of a city’s water
is used for drinking (on the contrary, doing without fluorida-
tion is expensive, and separate water systems for treated
and uatreated water would be the wasteful procedure); that
adding fluoride is a big problem to engineers at the water
works (it is no more of a problem than adding chlorine);
that the value and safety of fluoridation has not been
proved (no other proposed public health measure ever has
had such sound proof or such widespread approval by sci-
entists).

The supreme courts of numerous states have passed on
the legality of fluoridation, and the U.S. Supreme Court has
refused to review their decisions. Still the opponents often
claim interference with human rights. A favorite ground is
that fluoridation constitutes compulsory medication. Actu-
ally, proponents reply, fluoride is a normal constituent of
food, and adding it to the water supply in correct amounts
is no more medication than adding nutrients to whitg flour.
Besides, it's a preventive, not a curative, measure.

If all else falls on deaf ears., the antifluoridationists
claim that better ways of administering fluoride exist, such
as the use of fluoride tablets (which would cost about $2.50
a year per child and are tedious to use) or the application
of fluoride directly to the teeth (which costs about $20 for
each series of treatment and reduces decay only 40 per-
cent).

A host of other objections are encountered—many of
them the sort that are hard to answer in nontechnical lan-
guage. The net result is to confuse, befuddle and cast doubt
and fear in the minds of the electorate, which is likely o
be somewhat apathetic about tooth ills at best.

If it happens in your town

In| too many places in the past, proponents of fluorida-
tion have been helpless to counter effectively the attacks
of the opposition. Local dental societies and individual den-
tists and physicians have been less than forward because of
their fear of ‘‘mixing in politics.”” Ammunition, such as
pamphlets to distribute, has been scanty.

If 'a fluoridation fight is in the offing in your commun-
ity and you are involved, remember that all the proponents
in fown must be mustered into the fray, their glc s stif.
fened and their lukewarmness heated, i

You can expect an arduous, hard-hitting, no-holds-barred
campaign. There .is nothing polite about most battles for
fluoridation, but most people who think about it figure their
chlldrPn‘l and grandchildren's teeth are worth the struggle.
