In the 18th Senatorial
District, Montgomery
said, there are 512,000 peo-
ple, which is one-fifteenth
of the state’s population.

These are a few of the
facts published in a re-
port made by the U.S. De-
partment of Commerce
based on its 1960 Census
of Housing. The block-by-
block reports were ¢ o m-
piled for only 23 Michigan
cities and Plymouth was
one of those selected. No
report is available for
Plymouth Township.

The 1960 enumeration
listed such thingsabout
housing as the plumbing
facilities, the average
rent, number of rooms per
house, the number of peo-
ple per room and the con-
dition of the homes.

{down into 179 blocks.

There were 2,881 homes
found within the City at
that time, with 158 unoc-
cupied. Population of the
City was listed at 8,766,
Of the 2,723 occupied
homes, 2,432 (84.4 per
cent) were found to be in
“sound’’ condition while
289 (10 per cent) were
“deteriorating.”

Thirty - two of the
“sound”’ homes were
found to be lacking some
of their plumbing facili-
ties. But among the 289
“deteriorating’’ homes, 30
were also found lacking
some of the plumbing fa-
cilities. The report listed
160 (56 per cent) of these
homes as ‘“‘dilapidated.”

Recently when a release came to us about Trav-
|elers Aid, our curiosity was challenged concerning
its origin. Checking with Mrs. Agnes Jackson, direc-
tor of Detrait’s Travelers Aid, and her secretary,
Mrs. Foster, we learned that TA was created by
Mayor Bryan Mullanphy in St. Louis in 1851. Seeing
many westbound travelers stranded in his city, then
considered the ‘gateway to the West,” and the dis-
tress that followed, he resolved to help the troubled
traveler.

Some time later church women also concerned
by the plight of the young immigrant girl, whose ar-
rival in this country was complicated by the fact that
she spoke little or no English andwas nearly pen-
niless, carried work with the traveler further.

Detroit Travelers Aid, part of a nationwide sys-
tem, got its start in 1894 when a ladies group from
St. John's Episcopal Church became alarmed about
the inexperienced young girls coming to the city.
They raised money to hire a ‘motherly woman’ to
meet the trains, The YWCA, assisted by aninte r-
faith committee, later assumed the operation. And
in 1923, Travelers Aid was accepted by the Commu-
nity Fund as an independent agency.

The variety of problems that TA is confronted with is as
divergent as the mass of faces they come in contact with
annually. Situations range from birth to death with practi-
cally everything in between. TA may assist in helping a
client read a travel schedule, or it might arrange an en-
tire trip. ¥
! Incidents on the lighter side might be illustrated by the
| following anecdotes: The man’s mission was much too im-
portant for him 1o wait his turn at the TA booth. Elbowing
his way o the counter he announced that he had to have
money fOr a very important trip. Upon investigation the
‘important trip’ turned out to be his high school class re-
union in Missouri.

Still another was the woman from a Detroit suburb who
speaks almost no English and extremely rapid French
who called to ask how to send a television set to the Pan-
ama Embassy at The Hague.

It was a shock to come back to the office after lunch
and hear strains of a piccolo emitting from one of the inter-
view rooms. When the door was opened, out came a 6 ft. 4
man, with a thick, waist-length’ beard, proudly clutching his
piccolo. It was learned that the elderly gentleman from St.
Louis, logically known as Piccolo Pete, had come to the
Centennial in Pontiac hoping to take a prize with his beard.
Stopping in Detroit on his way home, someone robbed him.
TA was able to get him back to St. Louis where he is look-
ing forward to a Christmas job as Santa Claus.

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MEA Advises How to Succeed in College

The freshman year of col-
lege is the most critical drop-
out and flunk-out period, the
Michigan and National Edu-
cation Associations report..
After you have cleared the
first-year hurdle, your chanc-
es of completing College are
considerably higher.

Getting into college is only
half the battle, according to
the MEA and NEA; the oth-

The five booby-traps de-
scribed here are most fre-
quently identified by college
deans and counselors as re-
sponsible for the high rate of
freshman ‘“‘fallout.’

1. Lack of effective study
habits and skills.

If you haven't learned how
to take comprehensive, well-
organized notes; if you are a
slow reader; if you don't
know how to track down re-
search materials; if vou lack
ability to expre:,s your
thoughts clearly in class, in
themes, and in essay-type
assignments — you may have
great difficulty in coping
with college.

What can you do about i1?
If you do not rcad rapidly,
with good comv»rehension,
take a special readmg course
now. If note-taking is one of
your weaknesses, ask for help
from your English or busi-
ness education teacher. Then
practice taking class notes.
Use them for study and re-
view. If finding resources and
study materials is hard for
you, ask your librariin for
help. If you have trouble ex-
pressing your ideas in speak-
Ing or in writing, ask your
English tcacher for advice.

2. Lack of incentives to be-
come a competent student.

Teachers are familiar with
the type of student who, al-
though he has a high IQ.
flunks out in his first college
vear, They also have known
freshmen who, while they ex-
hibited no exceptional brain

power in high school, com-
plete college with distinction
because of their concentra-
mon and determination. What
makes the difference? In
most of these cases it is mo-
tivation — a powerful desire
to achieve; to complete a col-
lege education.

What can you do about it?
If you are not sure that you
are ready for the responsibil-
ities of college, talk it over
with your guidance counselor.
You may decide to put off
college entrance for a year
or two. If you are apprehen-
sive that a delay will make
you too old for college, stop
worrying. A recent survey of
hundreds of college gr ad u-
ates indicates that many of
them believe they would have
gotten more out of college if
they had taken a year or two
after high school to lnnk
around to ‘‘find themselves.'

3. Unrealistic concepis of
college life,

Do you have the idea that
gmpus life will be all social
adventure — a whirl of foot-
ball dates and fraternity
dances? Do you expect sud-
denly to be ‘‘the most popu-
lar person on the campus' ?
Are you searching for a hus-
band or wife? When unex-
pectedly confronted by col-
lege regulations, heavy class
assignments, and little time
for dating in the freshman
year you could easily develop
feelings of defeat unless you
know the real purposes of col-
lege and what to expect.-

What can you do about it?
Expect strictly enforced ecol-
lege regulations, heavy class
assignments, much related
reading, and little time for
dating. College is a place to
sink your rgots into scholar-
ship and to prepare for a ca-
rg¢er, so get ready to prove
yourself as a student and as
a mature, thoughtful campus
citizen.

Accustomed to less d'iffi-
cult textbooks, to shorter
study hours, and to personal
supervision by teachers, some
students are swamped by
freshman requirements and
never quite catch up. Those
of you who ‘‘go away" to col-

to stick to them?

What can you do about it?
Start today to budget your
time for study. school activi-
ties, a%&jsocial life. Make a
chart a stick to the sched-

ule you set for yourself. Ef-
ficient study habits will

1If an illness or
injury is one that is expected
to improve with medical
treatment, the worker is not
eligible for social security dis-
ability benefits. {

The 1961 amendments to the
social security law extended
the time for filing for social
security disability benefits to
June 30, 1962. Workers with
long standing disabilities may
lose all or some of their rights
to these benefits if they do
not apply for them before
June 30, 1962.

A disabled worker age 62-64
w h o0 s e disability claim has
been disallowed may apply
for a reduced retirement
benefit. If he does this he
will continue to receive a re-

duced retirement benefit at
age 65.

If you are disabled, be sure
to check with your local social
security offic e about your
rights to social security dis-
ability benefits. Materials on
the provisions of the law are
available at the social securi-
ty office.

The fundamental vital-
ity in the economy at the
present time is evidenced
by the broad number of
industries which are con-
tributing to the advancing
tide of business. This is
particularly true of basic
industries. As a portent
for future business, this
development is particu-
larly encouraging, since
strength in the basic in-
dustries occurs in the
early stages of the rising
phase in the business cy-
cle.

During August, industri-
al activity was buoyed by
further gains, on a sea-
sonally adjusted basis, in
output of primary and
fabricated metal prod-

ucts, textiles, chemicals,

lumber, and paperboard
products. In addition,
fields related to defense
activity operated at a
brisk pace. Expenditures
for new construction in-
creased; electric power
production also advanced.

The most noticeable ex-
ception to thc rising trend
of business was the auto-
mobile field. Production
of new cars was cyt to a
virtual trickle as plant
facilities underwent the
necessary changes for
turning out new models.

Somehow, as coaches, every inexperienced youth-
ful mistake becomes a part of their knowledge.

So, in Hoben's case, he works hard. One of the
results, of course, is that he has had good teams.
Another, less direct result, is that many of Plym-
outh’s athletes have gone on to college and more
preparation for success in life.

vored a compromise solu-
tion — that of basing the
House of Representatives
on population, but work-
ing out something for the
Senate that will be based
on both population and
area. "If both are consti-
tuted on population,” Yea-
ger said, “‘you will, in ef-
fect, have one legislative
branch — a unicameral
system.”

While the Democratic
candidates argued that
the legislators should rep-
resent the people — not
“trees and swamps'’' —
Mrs. Conklin said that
“‘we should all have our
rights guaranteed, wheth-
er we live in a big city or
in an upstate forest.”

“Should the administra-
tive board (secretary of
state, treasurer, etc.) be
elected or appointed?”

The two Republican
candidates and Hahn felt
that these people should
be appointed, but Mont-
gomery felt that election
should continue. “I have
confidence in the choice
of the people,” he said. As
these ‘‘ad-board’’ people
campaign throughout the
state, they are in more
contact with the people
than if they did not run
for election,” he added.

“Should the office of
justice of the peace be
abolished?”’” someone
asked.

All four were of the
opinion that it should, but
they were not sure what
type of system would be
substituted. Township gov-
ernments are against this
abolishment propo-
sal. Yeager felt that there
should be some type of
district court and that the
fee system be eliminated.
Mrs. Conklin also sug-
gested that the judge have
legal training. Hahn went
as far as to suggest that
justices be compelled to
be a member of the bar.

There was also a ques-
tion concerning the point
of whether judges should
continue to be elected on
a non - partisan basis.
Montgomery said that he
felt that they should be
elected on a partisan ba-
sis. “The present method
is a sham,” he asserted,
sihce everyone knows

Yeager told the audi-
ence that he believes that
the people answered this
when they voted to hike
the sales tax to 4 per cent.
Hahn said that he did not
favor an income tax (‘“‘Al-
though I'm told Gus
Scholle says I should.”)

Montgomery answered
that while voters did de-

cide on a sales tax in-
crease, the legislature
should be given power to
gain tax authority com-
mensurate with their
spending authority.

' Should the practice of
e ar - marking funds be
abolished?

None of the candidates
seemed willing to abolish
this practice, since some

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Foreign Student
Report Made
By University

The 44,536 forelgn students|!

who studied in the United
States last year far outnum-
bered the 8,000 foreign stu-
dents in the USSR.

But while the Soviet Union
has created ‘special facilities
and even special institutions
for foreign students, a report
from Homer Higbee, assistant
dean of International
grams at Michigan State Uni
versity, indicates that the
Soviet effort nowhere ap-
proaches what is being done
in the United States.

Higbee's study, made for
the National Association of
Foreign Student Advisers
under a grant from the Dean
Langmuir Foundation, cover-
ed 1,365 institutions of higher
learning.

He found that the maijor
problems facing foreign stu-
dents at American colleges
and universities are too little
knowledge of the English lan-
guage and in=ufficient funds.

““There is urgent need for
the establishmient nf addition-
al English languare centers
in the U.S.."" he renorts.

Such a center will be oven-
d this fall at Michigan State
University. Under the new
procedure, foreign students
will be tested on English abil-
ity. If their command of
English is found to be inade-
quate for classroom work, the
students will receive instruc-
tion in the English training
center.

Plant to State

A Plymouth resident was
credited this week with help-
ing to bring a General Mills
plant to Michigan which this
Saturday is holding an open
house.

N. G. Stokes, 12731 Beck
Rd., a long-time resident a
Plymouth, was handed much
of the credit| for selling Gen-
eral Mills on the idea of lo-
cating in Michigan and -he
presented a project outline
which Jocated the plant near
Chelsea. A

Stokes, who is sales man-
ager of the Animal and Poul-
try Feed Manufactur-
ing Plant, serves Michigan,
Northern Ohio and Indiana.
General Mills manufactures
its producta for 23 states in a
huge single plant at Ross-
ford, O., near Toledo.

The new plant is three
miles east of Chelsea on the
Chelsea-Dexter Rd. General
Mills is the first major feed
manufacturer to locate a mill
in Michigan. Michigan's boom
in agricultural growth was
listed as one of the reasons
. for building a plant in Michi-
gan. Products here can be
utilized in the manufacture of
feeds and will make more
' capital available for agricul-
tural expansion in Michigan.

Stokes said that Michigan's
highway system was also a
factor in locating here. *“'It
will enable General Mills to
give better service,” he said.

The modern push-button
plant employs 25 people. It
has a capacity of producing
100 tons of finished feeds and
concentrates per eight hour
shift. Most of the area feed

stores handle General Mills
products.
Tours will be conducted

It is 30
miles from Plymouth.

Ordinance No. 279

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDIN-
ANCE NO. 219, KNOWN AS “AN OR-
DINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE REGU-
LATION AND CONTROL OF THE
CONSTRUCTION OF FENCES IN THE
CITY OF PLYMOUTH: TO PROVIDE FOR
PERMITS THEREFORE: TO PRESCRIBE
PENALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION OF ITS
PROVISIONS AND TO REPEAL AlLL
ORDINANCES, OR PARTS OF ORDIN-
ANCES, INCONSISTENT WITH THE PRO-
VISIONS HEREOF.”

THE CITY OF PLYMOUTH ORDAINS:

Section 1. Section 3 of Ordinance No. 219, known as
“An Ordinance to Provide for the Regulation and Control of
the Construction of Fences in the City of Plymouyth: To Pro-
vide for Permits Therefor: To Prescribe Penalties for the Vio«
lation of its Provisions and to Repeal all Ordinances, or Parts
of Ordinances, Inconsistent with the Provisions Hereof”, is
hereby amended and said section as amended and number-
ed fo read as follows:

Section 3. In Residential (R-1, R-1-A, R-2) and
Professional Residential (PR-1) zoned areas, fences may
be constructed of posts sunk into the soil at least two
(2) feet and may be constructed of boards, non-barbed
wire or other suitable material. Such fences shall not
exceed a height above ground level of more than six
(6) feet and shall be of a decorative type, but not to be
closer to the front lot line than the rear line of the
building thereon, but if said fence is not more than
four (4) feet in height above ground level, then said
fence may be extended up to, but not beyond, the
front building line. -

Section 2. This Ordinance shall become operative and
effective on the 12th day of September A.D. 1961.

AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE
CONTROL REMOVAL AND DESTRUC.
TION OF ANY DAMAGED OR DISEAS.
ED TREES, TO FURTHER PROVIDE FOR
THE INSPECTION, CONTROL AND DES-
TRUCTION OF TREES AFFECTED WITH
THE DUTCH ELM DISEASE, SO-CALLED,
TO PROVIDE FOR ASSESSING THE COST
OF SUCH REMOVAL AND DESTRUCTION
AGAINST PRIVATE PROPERTY WHERE-
ON SITUATED, TO PROVIDE FOR THE
DESTRUCTION OF TREES UPON PRIVATE
PROPERTY TO DETERMINE THE EXIST-
ENCE OF SAID DISEASE, AND TO PRO-
:‘I'Dl PENALTY FOR VIOLATION HERE-

THE CITY OF PLYMOUTH ORDAINS:

Section 1. On certification by the City Manager, that
any trees or shrubbery on private property do constitute a
traffic hazard or @ menace to the public health, safety and
welfare, the owner or owners of such trees or shrubbery
shall be given written notice by the said City Manager to re-
move same within ten (10) days from the date of such re-
quest; and in the event of failure to comply with such request
within the said ten (10) dayl, the City Manager shall cause
the removal or cutting of such trees or shrubbery so as to
eliminate said hazard or menace and the cost thereof shall
be paid by the owner or owners of the property upon which
the trees or shrubbery are situated within thirty (30) days,
and if said cost is not paid within thirty (30) days, said cost
shall ‘be collected either by proceedings in the Municipal
Court or by special assessment against the property on which
such trees or shrubbery are situated.

Section 2. The City Manager is authorized to Inspect
any tree within the City of Plymouth reported or supposed
to be infected with the Dutch Elm disease or the virus disease
Phloem Necrosis commonly known as “Elm Blight.”

If upon such inspection the City Manager determines
that such tree is infected with either of said diseases, he shall,
if the tree is on any public street, ground or place within this
City, immediately remove and burn same in such manner as
to prevent as fully as possible the spread of such disease.

If such infected tree is located in private property, said
City Manager shall have the power to enter upon any private
grounds tfo inspect same, and said City Manager shall immedi-
ately serve upon the owner of such property a written notice
that such tree is so infected and that the same must be re-
moved and burned under the supervision of the City Mana-
ger within ten (10) days after the service of said notice. If
such owner cannot be found, a copy of said notice shall be
posted upon said infected tree.

If said tree is not so removed and burned within fen
(10} days after the service or posting of said notice, the nC.ig
Manager shall cause said tree to be so removed and burned.
The cost of said removal and burning shall be reported to the
owner or owners of the property upon which the trees are
sitvated within thirty (30) days, and if said cost is not paid
within thirty (30) days, said cost shall be collected either by
proceedings in the Municipal Court or by special assessment
wgainst the property on which such trees are situated.

Section 3. It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or
corporation fo prevent, delay and interfere with the City
Manager or any of his employees, agents or servants while
he is engaged in the inspection, trestment or removal of any
tree, plant or shrub in or upon any public highway or public
place or upon any private grounds as authorized in the pre-
vious sections.

Section 4. Any person violating any of the provisions
of this Ordinance shall, upon conviction thereof before any
Court of competent jurisdiction, be punished by a fine not
ment for a period not to exceed ninety (90) days, or by both
such fine and imprisonment in the discretion of the Court try-
ing the offender.

Section 5. This Ordinance shall become operative and
efiective on the 12th day of September A.D. 1961.
