At 5:30, a half
hour before the Festival
was to come to a close,
the chicken ran out and
more than a hundred per-
sons are known to have
been disappointed. Fifty
held tickets and their
money had to be refunded.

But otherwise, the day
proved to be another gay
event for Plymouth with
hundreds of those attend-
ing coming from out-of-
town points. '

dition to the nearly 3,000} i

-who ate there. The Park
was filled with people
from noon until 6 p.m.
