hence, consideration of how to handle any kind of
aerial attack falls into the area of pure theory when
it is presented to residents who have only read or
seen pictures of such things. There is no background,
no personal history upon which to make a judg-

" ment.

Nonetheless, as the Mayor of Livonia has noted,
the hour has st-ruck when citizens must look straight
at the issue and make a firm decision, one way or
another.

As an individual, your editor has wavered be-
tween the two poles of thought for several years.
One moment it seems logical to take all possible pre-
caution to save human life, which means under-
ground caverns, civil defense, huge government ex-
penditures for survival measures, and so on.

Then again, the whole thing seems so big and
staggering-and the odds of survival against modern
weapons so slim-that it would appear the better
part of wisdom just to chanci it and let the decisions
of life and death rest in Higher hands. And mean-
while to spend the days one at a time in the most
honorable way we know.

The editor has swung back in recent days, along
with many U.S. homeowners, it seems. It now seems
our mortal duty to take every possible measure,
right to the end, to preserve human life and to per.
petuate the race.

And if, in the massive business of building shel-
ters at the cost of billions of dollars, only a handful
of human lives are saved... well, at least there will
be a few seeds, possibly enough to multiply and keep
human destiny alive.

This would mean that our local school and city
officials, in Plymouth, Bedford Township, and else-
where should give the fall-out shelter subject a place
of prime priority on their future agendas. It should
become a real concern, not something in the misty
haze of abstract theory. What are we doing to pro-
tect our sons and daughters, to the utmost of our
ability, even as we do for them against other dangers
which we better understand?

Fall-out shelters should be a part of future school
planning, among other things.

They should be built even if it seems strange,
expensive and ghostly.

The justification and the reasoning offered sdof-
fers and skeptics can be the story we cited at the
outset.

from taxes. Anumber of
Plymouth area people have
been building shelters in both
existing houses and in their
new homes.

The resolution points out
that existing tax laws in
Michigan require fall-out shel-
ters to be assessed on the tax
roll "even though the very
nature of fall-out shelters does
not lend themselves to any
use except for use as an
emergency shelter... creat-
ing a hardship upon our citi-
zens by forcing them to pay
taxes on something they may
never use."

It is noted in the resolution
that such fall-out shelters
must be used expressly for
the purpose of civil defense.

N•w City Job

In other business before
the Commission, authoriza-
tion was given the City Man-
a g e r, Albert Glassford, to
take applications for a new
position of Federal projects,
coordinator. This job is re-
quired by the federal govern-
ment for participating in the
urban renewal project. The
person would probably take
on other duties involving oth-
er federal projects.

Subdivision Approved
Approval was given to two

new subdivision plats. One is
Arbor Croft Subdivision, 10-
cated in the southwestern cor-

ner of the City, where Gould
Homes will build 53 homes.
The other is Riverside Drive
Subdivision No. 3, the G a r-
ling Homes development that
is both in the City and Town-
ship.

To Raze Buildings
Authorization was given to

the markager to take bids to
sell or raze four buildings in
the Central Parking Lot area
and pay balances on three
contracts. The buildings in-
clude,the Bronson and Rich-
wine -buildings and two
homes. The projects involve
the expansion of the Central
Parking lot.

Protests Zoning
A protest was filed with the

City Commission by a group
of property owners along S.
Main St. who want to sell

their property for develop-
ment. The Planning Commis-
sion, they say, has refused to
rezone the rear 47 feet of the
four lots involved from R-1 to
C-2 commercial classification.

This, in effect, "renders the
property in accessible and un-
usable." the owners said.
