Ross countered that if an
employee misses work for
some reason, he ts docked by
the day, or week and that his
pay would not go on even
though the Board claims it
pays on an annual basis.

Concerning the number of<ays, Niemi pointed out that
equities have occurred.

It was first noted that main-
tenance men get paid every
other week and there are 26
weeks in a year. When one
multiplies 14 by 26, he comes
up with 364 days. There are
365 days in the year, and dur-
ing Leao Year there is one
more. This leads to one and
two days a year of inequity,
Ross declared.

Maintenance men wore also
troubled by a charge made
during the ]960-61 fiscal year
which ended June 30.The
school payroll department
normally divides the annual
pay by 26 but during the past
fiscal ,•ar. th• annual pay
was divided by 27. Why?

School Board President
Harold Niemi answered that
"the school board pays its
personnel on an annual basis,
not monthly, weekly or other-
wise." He added, "If you
examine the records, they will
indicate that those who were i

normally there are 26 pay
periods a year if the men are
to be paid every other week.
But every nine years the
calendar causes 27 pay per-
iods. This : happened during
the past fiscal year and so
the school auditor recom-
mended that the tola] annual
pay be divided into 27 parts
instead of 26. In the final pay
period of the fiscal year, Nie-
mi said, adjustments are
made so that the annual sal-

ary is met to the penny.
