There is no point in dwelling at any length on the
Community College proposal which will be offered
voters of this district next Tuesday, Oct. 24.

Exactly the same principle is involved as when a
similar measure was given stout voter support in
June. The size of the college district has been re-
duced since then, to eliminate the two Redford
Township districts. Remaining are Plymouth, Livon-
fa, Clarenceville and Garden City.

No millage is involved in Tuesday’s election. Any
such request would have to go to the ballot, and that

.would happen later. l
Tuesday’s election would authorize the district. |

Voters also will select a Board of Governors.

The need for education beyond the 12th grade in
our present society long ago became obvious. The
most economical way to provide it is with a Com-
munity College under local control, close enough to
residences so that board and room costs will be un-
necessary.

The College will provide the first two years of
academic work for those who aspire to a college de-
gree. They would transfer to another institution for
the final two years.

It also will offer trade courses for those who have
no desire or aptitude for academic college, but who
realize that there is hardly any place in business to-
day for unskilled labor carrying just a high school
diploma.

And the Community College will greatly enlarge
the scope of work available to men and women who
wish to fill their spare time in creative ‘“Adult Edu-
cation.”

‘The college ‘‘campus’ will enrich the local land-
scape, provide a cultural headquarters for the area,
and indirectly increase the value of homes.

Electors in four school districts—Plymouth, Li-

to the polls next Tuesday to once again decide if
they want to join together to form a community col-
'lege district.

! This will be the second time in four months that
| they have been asked to make the decision—and if
}the same people go that voted the last time and if
|they haven’t changed their minds, a community col-

|lege district will be formed.

Four months ago voters in these four districts
(each approved formation of the Northwest Wayne
|County Community College. But two other districts,
Redford Union and South Redford, rejected the pro-
posal 2-1. As a result, the proposal failed. Since then,
the four school districts where the vote ranged up to
8 to 1 in favor have moved ahead to form the col-
|lege district.

Besides being asked to decide on a college forma-
tion, electors at Tuesday’s election will also vote on
four candidates who would serve on a board of trus-
tees should the college be formed.

Each district has but one person running for
trustee as representative for their districts. This
means that these four men are elected without op-
position,

But all voters will also be voting on candidates
:who are competing for the three trustee at-large open-
!ngs. There are six candidates running for these three
jobs. 5 :

Each voter will thérefore be asked to vote for a

total of four people—one from his own district and
three at-large,

There will be no vote this Tuesday on millage or
any money propositions for the college. If the district
is formed, the trustees will decide upon the millage
and set an election. (School boards in the four dis-
tricts generally favor a community college millage
election next June.)

Polls will open at 7 a.m. Tuesday and will close
at 8 p.m. All registered electors are eligible to vote
on both the issue and the candidates.

Had the community college
question been approved at
last June's election, Kir k-
patrick, O'Neil and Mrs.
Moehle would have been
elected to the at-large posi-
tions. There were 13 at-large
candidates in that election.
Morris ran sixth while Kag-
en and Dr. Speer are bot
new candidates this time.

Examining the June elec-
tion closer, voters in the four
districts approved the college
formation question by these
margins:

Plymouth—1,152  yes: 518
no.

Livonia—5.089 yes; 2,688 no.

Clarenceville—344 yes; 166
no.

Garden City—2,652 yes:
334 no.

There appears to be less
interest generated in the eiec-
tion this time than in June,
some observers report. This
means that an opposition bloe
could more readily swing the
vote in any of the districts.

At a Town Hall - meeeting ot
the Plymouth Junior H iguh
Monday night where all t
one candidate appeared, only
31 people turned out. Candi-
dates first reported on -their
gualifications and then mem-
bers of the audience asked
questions. (A similar meeting
was held preceding the June
election where there was a
much larger attendance.)

All six of the at-large trus-
tee candidates seemed to be
equally enthusiastic about
the proposed college. The
chief difference of opinion
was expressed by Dr. Kagen
who felt that an entrance
examination should be admin-
istered to keep the college
from becoming overcrowded
with unqualified students.
Community Colleges gener-
allﬁr allow all students to en-
roll.

Dr. Kagen expressed his
opinion that he would like to
see the quality of education
of the college high and this
could be aided by an en-
trance exam to determine the
students’ abilities.

Other at-large candidates,
however, argued that the col-
lege should accept all stu-
dents (some of whom would
probably flunk out if they
could not prove themselves
capable).

One of the frequently-asked
questions concerning the col-
lege is the cost. There is no
money question involved in
Tuesday’s election, but when
the proposal is placed on the
ballot, it will probably ask
for one mill for the maximum
period of five years:

With there being $478 mil-
lion of valuation in the pres-
ent district, the one mill
would yield $478,000. Half of
this would be used annually
for financing a bond issue
for constructing the college.
The other half, plus $600 2
student per semester, and a
like amount from state aid,
would be used to operate the
college,

Dr, Eric Bradner, coordin-
ator of the college, fold the
Town Hall audience Monday
that the highest millage in
Michigan for operation of a
community college is one and
three-quarters mill and “‘this
is in a relatively poor area.”™

A Plymouth High School
teacher asked Plymouth's
trustee candidate, Harold
Fischer, if secondary educa-
tion would be “watered
down" in order to finance @
community college. In othen
words, would the public wang
to adequately support the lo-
cal schools and still support
a college? .

Fischer, who until last June
was on the Plymouth Board
of Education, replied that he
feels that the local Board :

And like
President Rhee of Korea, who was a “good guy” in
all our minds, a benevolent leader lovéd by his peo-
ple, right to the moment the Koreans tossed him out
of office for corrupt ways. We had no background,
no warning.
