Detroit Water .Now Flows Through Mains

Dedication of the new Plymouth Township water sys-
tem in which Detroit water is now flowing took place last
Frrday noon outside a tiny pumping station #long Eckles
Rd. — hardly evidence of the $1,200,000 that went into
the system that will serve half of the Township’s 8,400
residents.

Representatives of the Detroit Water Board, Wayne
County, Plymouth Township, and the contracting firm
gathered in a light rain to take part in the dedicatory
ceremony. Plymouth Township became the 51st commun-
ity to be served by the Detroit Department of Water Supply

The 350,000 pumping station on Eckles, near School-
craft, makes it possible to pump and distribute the De-
troit wat into the Township system. During the past
year, the Township constructed 17 miles of mains and the
pumping station.

Mrs. Elizabeth Holmes, who serves as both the Town-
ship treasurer and head of the Water Department, said
that there are now around 100 applications filed for tapping
into the new water main. With the homes that were al-
ready connected into the Township’s Lake Pointe Village
system, the department now has 400 customers.

With the arrival of Detroit water, which is much softer
than the well water that supplied the Lake Pointe Village
system, many more applicants are expected.

Gerald J. Remus, general manager of the Detroit
Board of Water Department, cut the ribbon at the doorway
of the pumping station Friday noon. Other Water Depart-
ment.members present were Mel Stewart, Ronald Bekkala
and Edwin Raisnen. Alsoattending with members of the
Township Board were Herald Hamill, engineer of the pro-
ject; Celeste D’Agostini, the contractor: Morton Hilbert,
Wayne County Health Department director; and Fire Chief
Howard Holmes.

At a luncheon at Lofy’s Arbor Lill afterward, Super-
visor Roy Lindsay predicted that installation of the new

Plymouth Registered Nur-
ses (PRN) an organization
of 80 or so nurses, will play
a vital and effective role in
the community should dis-
aster, tornado or nuclear
war, become a reality.

The group founded several
years ago works in close har-
mony with City Health Officer.
Dr. Lee Feldkamp.

Since the time they formed
they have met regularly to keep
ahreast of the changes in Civil
Defense and the newest
methods of caring for disaster
victims.

Currently they are enrolled in
g3 Casualty Care course being
fonducted by Br. Gordon Ead-
ie, from the Wayne County
Health Department. At each
meeting a different phase of the
subject of survival is covered.

“In conjunction with the over-
all Civil Defense Plan for Ply-
mouth,’”” says Mrs. Douglas Vin-
cent, president of P.R.N., “we
would go into immediate action
should disaster strike."”

It would be the responsibility
of each nurse to get to the
school nearest her as soon as
possible. There, rooms would be
set up according to the master

plan. In the triage room, patients
would be channeled according
to their needs: to first aid, ma-
ternity, surgery and the like.

Another active group is the
practical nurses who are pres
ently studying advanced meth
ods of first aid. In the event of
calamity these women might
administer injections, check
pulse and blood pressure and
manage first aid treatment.

Eact school will have its own
medical team comprised of doc-
tors, dentists, nurses and prac-
tical nurses to look after the
needs of the part of the com-
munity for which it is responsi-
ble.

After receiving the warning
signal from City Hall which in
turn is alerted by Civil Defense
headguarters in Detroit, the
school would move into action
to evacuate students to the shel
tér areas. At present the tunnels
in the two junior high schools
would be used for this purpose

Eugene Guido of the Wayne
County Civil Defense Dept., es-
timates that it takes a minute
and a half for the warnin
reach Detroit from NO
headquarters in Colorado.

Other adequate fall-out shel-
ters for Plymouth citizens might
be the underground tunnels at
St. John's Seminary, the base-
ment of the Post Office and
basement areas of the Wayne
County Training School.

These locations will augment
the family-type fall-out shelters
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that individual families con-
struct.
On the Federal level mass

evacuation of the population has
been substantially abandoned in
favor of shelter erection on a
nation-wide basis.

The subject of shelters is ex-
tensively dealt with in the Civil
Defense booklet ‘““*The Family
Fallout Shelter.”” In it various
types are outlined and sketched

Within the next two weeks
Howard Holmes, chief of the
Plymouth Fire Department, will
be working with area Boy
Scout leaders to distribute four
Civil Defense booklets to homes
in Plymouth,

If, however, you do not re-
ceive them, they may be picked
up in the office of City Manager
Albert Glassford (who is also
director of Civil Defense), Ply-
mouth Township Town Hall, and
The Plymouth Mail,

more than visible to the eye as time goes on. This is
a joyful occasion. Everybody has taken a cooperative and
willing part in this affair,”’ he said.

The Water Board general manager, Gerald Remus,

declared that ‘‘the job here is just really started.”” Plans
call for extending a larger transmission line to Northville
along Eight Mile Rd., and southward to Plymouth. (The
Township now receives its Detroit water through Livonia.)

“l hope that the City of Plymouth takes a good look
at costs of using hard water,”” Remus said. ‘I believe
they would find that after softening water and taking into
consideration the damage that hard water does, it will
pay to buy Detroit water.” . i

The Health Department director, Morton Hilbert, not-
ed that the new water system is not merely a convenience,
but it was basically built for the protection of a great
number of people. Using wells in'congested areas along
with septic tanks presents a health menace and Hilbert
cited the growing number of hepatitis cases, ‘“This new
water system therefore makes our job much easier,” he
concluded.

Engineer Herald Hamill reviewed some of the sys-
tem’s history, which dates back to 1955 when the Townh-
ship started looking for water. In 1956 a well was found
in the area of the present Lake Pointe water tower. ' ““At
that time, the Township didn’t have a dime in its treasury
for water department — not even a hand shovel.”

The Lake Pointe builder erected® the tower which the
Township later purchased. Two weeks ago, the first De-

182,
3 ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PLYMOUTH,

THE CITY OF PLYMOUTH ORDAINS.

. Section 1 The Zoning Map of the City of Plymouth, Ordin-
aoce No. 182, Zoning Ordinance of the City of Plymouth, Michigan
isshereby revised as follows:

T. 1 5., R. 8 E, Wayne County, Michigan, described as
beginning at the Southwest corner of Lot No. 12 of
Brookview Subdivision in the City of Plymouth, said
corner being distant N. 2° 17" W., 1160.35 feet and N.
88" 11" 30" E, 152.5 feet from the West V4 corner of
Section 35 and proceeding thence N. 88° 11° 30" E,

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the American image of ‘‘the suc-
cessful man,” reports Study Di-
rector Martin Gold (PhD) of the

U-M Institute for Social Re-
search.
He suggests that a father's

lower class status has the effect
of weakening his control over his
son and allowing the boy, in the
face of other class-linked prov-
ocations, to become delinquent.

The implication is, Dr. Gold
notes, that the father's social
position plays an important part
in checking his son's delinquent
behavior.

From the material Dr. Gold
and his colleagues at the Insti-
tute have collected recently in
extended studies of delinquency
and youth, the U-M psychologist
reports:

First, that in a study of de-
linquents, occupation was cited
most frequently by the boys"as
the characteristic of a man
which makes him a model adult
for a boy.

Second, that the number of
boys who wanted to be like their
fathers decreased as the job-
prestige of their fathers dimin-
1shed.

This explains in part the rela-
tive ineffectiveness of the lower
class father's control over his
son, notes Dr. Gold, who is also
an assistant professor in the
U-M Department of Psychology.

After comparing 92 delinquent
boys with 92 non-delinquent boys,
Dr. Gold reports that on the
whole the delinquent boys’
fath e r-son relationships were
poorer than that of mother-son.

Specifically, they were ‘‘less
likely to take personal problems
to their fathers, or to participate
with them in work or recreation-

al activities.

“Delinquents are more likely
to disagree with their fathers
about standards of proper be-
havior, and to ignore their fa-
thers' wishes when it somes to
choosing their buddies.”

The father’s job-prestige is
also clagsely linked to the degree
of influence he may wield in
his family, which in turn influ-
ences his relationship with his
son, Dr. Gold continues,

His studies contradict thecom-
mon image of the working class
male as ‘‘the burly lord of his
household” while the middle
class male has been eased out
of most of the decision-making
funection, he said.

In fact, ‘“the more prestigeful
the occupation of the father, the
more influence he is accorded
by members of his family.”
Fvidence shows in addition that
“‘the more influence a man has
in his family, as perceived by
his son, the more sure his son
is that he wants to be like his
dad when he grows up.”
