Weird. frightening. hard-to-believe is a story in our
midst this week.

A group of youths in Redford Township (and quite L
probably elsewhere in this area) have been sniffing glue for i
"kicks".

And according to our information, no less than six 
of them have been found as a result of 'sniffing" to have,
contracted excessive albumen in their blood and two others
seem tq have incurred new kidney and liver ailments.
Another report which came to this writer is that three
youths suffered impairment of their sight temporarily, but
we've been unable to confirm this one.

The 14 youths known to be involved - and the pohce
investigation has just started-all were residents of the
Schoolcraft·Telegraph area of Redford Township. Others
are believed to have joined the craze on the other side of
Telegraph, in Detroit.

Aside from having the known participants examined
by doctors, Redford Township police submitted samples I
of the glue to the Michigan Health Department for analysis
and report as to the hazards.

Effort has been made to supress the story, but the 
incredible facts are these:

Glue which comes in common, ordinary kits for mak-
ing plastic models and which is available at stores every·

) where for a few cents a tube. gives off fumes.
These fumes, when inhaled deliberately, create a

"jag" similar to narcosis or Intoxication.
The discovery and usage by youths was first reported

in California. One recent trade magazine article and some
private police reports described the problem from there.

Heavy concentration of the fumes or prolonged inhala-
tion can cause death: respiratory diseases, paralysis, anemia
and much else including blindness.

In Redford Township, a hobby shop dealer, Lewis Ker-
man. a fortnight ago became aware that his sales of tubes
of glue had risen abnormally. Previously he had read the
article from California, and reported his suspicions to '
Township police.

Their investigation found that at least 14 Township
youths have been experimenting with the stuu.

The glue smells similar to ether. Depending on the
brand, it can contain isoamul acetate, ethyl acetate, ben-
zine, tolyene, carbon tetrachloride. Fumes from any of the
chemicals can be harmful..

There is a split school of thought among law enforce-

ment officers as to whether vublicity should be given the problem. A California police officer wrote:
''One theory is that if we publicize the dangers it will i

only have the adverse reaction of attracting more sniffers
by way of thrill-seeking.

High school basketball could take on a different look
this season.

For example. it's possible for a game to start without a
center jump and with one team in front by a 1-0 score just
because a player happens to wear a No. 6 on his jersey.

The new rules prescribe that the digit "6" henceforth
becomes illegal on a prep eager's jersey. The reason is
simple. A referee has only five fingers on his hand to signal
the player guilty of a foul. So "6" is out on uniforms.

You'll see all kinds of combinations involving the first
five numbers. But - you'll see no prep with No. 1 or No. 2
as his number. These two single figures also are barred
again because they might result In confusion as to the num-
ber of free throws being awarded.

Getting back to a player appearing with a digt ranging
from six upwards. His team's captain automatically is to be
charged with a technical foul.

If a starter should a "6" or "8", the opposing team
would commence the action by firing a free throw and then
immediately putting the ball out in play with a throw-in
from midcourt.

Hence there'd be no center jump to start the contest.

The new high school cage rules offer some other
changes - a few of which are fairly drastic.

Take the substitution rule. Until this winter, the ball
had to be dead before a sub could enter the game.

Dead" balls arose on jumps, after a foul was called,
%,hen a free throw was made, when either side called time
out or when an out-of-bounds ball strayed too far from the
court.

Under the new rule, a sub can enter the battle every
time the whistle blowt. in *hori, if a player travels, violates
the three-second or ten-second regulations, steps out of
bounds, etc... and the referee blasts his whistle...a sub
will be eligible to report in for duty.

Naturally, the former "dead" ball provisions will con-
tinue to prevail.

Many high school coaches fear that some of their
brothers may take advantage of the new regulation to "slow
down" the action.

Nothing now prevents a coach from having a sub ready
to dash into the fray every time the opponents gain the
ball. except after a basket is made.

-The fast-breaking teams could suffer," was the general
opinion of prep mentors w ho gathered the other evening at
the annual state rules meeting at Melvindale.

As we pointed out herewith a few weeks back, the
preps are copying the pros by adopting the offensive foul
rule. Uunder the provision, if a player with the ball or one
of his teanunates commits a common. or personal foul. the
foul is called and charged. but the opponents don't get to
shoot a charity.

instead the fouled-team gets the ball out of bounds.
