OUR PRESIDENT’'S call for a Day of Thanksgiving
is merely the repetition of a much more ancient enll on
the part of the Triune God. Therefore the ofticial Day
of Thanksgiving we are privileged to observe each’year
brinos both gladness and sadness to a Christian pastor s
heart. it surely brings gladness at the public acknowledg-
ment in our land of the Source of all its blessings.

[t brines sadness that in all too many cases it takes
a presidential rather than the divine proclamation to bring
thanksoiving to God even for material blessings. And

further sadness comes when we note that often this ob-

servance degsenerates into a token nod in the direction

of some vacvue kind of “benevolent-to-America’’ God.
WHAT KIND OF a day should Thanksgiving be in

vour home as you gather with friends and tamily? For

a Christian it must be:

— a2 Dav to recount the almost endless blessings of God,

not to hrood over minor complaints and troubles

— = Dav to thank God for our beloved country, not merely

to parade its riches

— a Dav to view the tragedies and hunger of people in

many other lands, not to view only our own “groan-
ing’’ takle

— a Dav to pray earnestly for our country and its
spiritual needs, not to brag of its positicn, wealth, and
power

— a Dav to get down on our knees in all humility, not

to sit back contentedly and pat ourselves on the back
(and later on the stomach).

Indeed we need to learn to make it: A DAY OF TRUE
PRAYER FOR OUR COUNTRY with a Prayer of Thanks
for its Blessings, and a Prayer of Love for its Needs.

TO RECOUNT THE material blessings of our land
would bLe but a repetition of what every page of this paper
procluims. Every advertisement proclaims the . unbe-
lievable lushness and luxury of the blessings God has

opportunities. This paper in its news items and editor-

iuls proclaims the marvelous political and individual
freedoms we enjoy.
Above all the “Church page’’ proclaims the precious

individual right in this land to worship our God as we
have been led by the Holy Spirit. The right of the in-
dividual to stand before his God is not onlv recognized,
but protected. How blessed for us of the Christian faith
to live in a land where we can proclaim freely_the fact
that our God has salvation for each of these l.".(?\'l(ilhlls.
won for each of them by God's Son, our Saviod on the
Cross, intended and desired for each individual®by our
loving Father, and offered to each and every individual
by the Spirit through the Word which has such casy course
through this land in newspapers, radio, television, and
open forums everywhere. No wonder a Prayer of Thanks
is in order.

BUT WE ALSO owe our land a Praver of Love for
its Needs. It certainly would be much less than frankness,
much less than truth, to view the observance of a Day
of Thanksgiving in our land as evidence that oratitude
to the true God is common. Our individual lack of zeal
for proclamation of the spiritual truths we hold sacred,

the lack of zeal for public worship, our lack of zeal

The tremendous *“‘drive’’ in our land to get “‘things”
for the sake of the ‘‘things” themselves denotes
materialism not far removed from the atheistic
ism of Communism. It has resulted on the «ne hand in
corrupt efiorts to corner riches, and on the other hand
in the freedom-eroding drive for conformity in education,
in political thinking, in social and econgmical lif

A PRAYER OF true love on Thanksgiving Dav will

community and land. It will include, afier a plea for
humility in our own heart, a plea for humility before

When members of St.
Peter's Ev. Lutheran Church
of Plymouth sing the hymns
each Sundav, they are ac-
companied by a pipe organ
that is made by a Plvmouth
company that is not familiar
to local residents but is be-
coming well-known by
churches interested in buy-
ing pipe organs.

Fouser,K Pipe Crgans, a com-
pany that is owned and operated
by Robert Fouser, is located at
190 Hardenburg St., near the
intersection of Mill and Hol-
brook.

The old building, once occu-
pied by the Lapham Store, a
general store that was a center
of Plymouth business, is now
being modernized outside with a
contemporary design.

Fouser Pipe Organs is the only
known nine orran manufacturer
in Michigan and one of‘prnbahly
only a-dozen in the pation. The
firm moved here iwo years ago
from Birmingham,

The organs are built from the
“ground up’’ and are now lo-
cated in over 20 churches in
Michigan, Ohio, Jowa and North
Dakota. All Saints Lutheran
Church in Livonia is another
nearby user of a Fouser organ.

Owner Robért Fouséar got

The pipes are imported from
Germany and Holland, but
Fouser and his one assistant
must go through the tedious job
of adjusting each pipe to make
sure it is in tune, regulate it
for loudness and check its voice
timbre so that it is of the same
quality as its neighbor.

City Seeks Federal Aid for Reservoir Plans
Votes to Dismiss
Consultant Firm

City Commission at théir meet-
ing Monday night.

The wapplication will seek fed-
eral aid for engineering and
planning the revamped system.
It is presumed that another ap-
plication will be made to later
help finance the actual construc-
tion of the reservoir which would
be situated northwest of the
City.

In other action, the Commis-
sion approved a motion to dis-
miss the City's planning con-
sultants, Waring & Johnson, and
to take bids from other plan-
ning firms. Waring & Johnson
have been the City's consultants
for many years. No mention was
made at the meeting concerning
the reason for the dismissal, ex-
cept: that one of the planners
has a health problem and is un-
able to service the City's plan-
ning projects properly.

Penniman Report

A public hearing will be held
Dec. 18 on. the proposed im-
provements for Penniman Ave.,
from Main to Harvey St. The
estimated $28,940 project would
include resurfacing the street,
widening it slightly, replacing
curb and sidewalk.

The-City's share would be $20
a front and the property
owners would be assessed $10
a front foot. This would amount
to $10,037 for property owners
and $18,903 for the City. The
northeast corner of Penniman
and Harvey would also be
widened to aid turning traffic.

Parallel Parking

Sometime after the holidays,
the angle parking onh Main St.,
in front of Kellogg Park, will be
changed to parallel parking. The
Commission voted to make the
change now before the newly-
paved street is re-lined. The
change will mean that the 18
parking spaces will be cut in
half, but this will be picked up
by more spaces in the Central
Parking Lot. The director of
public safety recommended the
change because backing cars
create a traffic hazard.

Storm Sewer Project

A City drain that is running
onto the new Detroit Mutual In-
surance Co. property has created
a problem, City Manager Albert
Glassford reported. Dye tests
show that storm water from Hol-
brook and the Starkweather
School property is emptying on-
to the insurance firm's property.
The manager has proposed that
estimates of laying a storm sew-
er through school property into
Riverside Park be obtained. The

Two explosive issues have hit
normally-quiet Salem Township,
one involving a proposed gun
club along Napier Rd. and the
other the proposed use of a
gravel pit for a sanitary land
fill.

Two members of the
member Zoning Board of Ap-
peals approved the gun club
zoning request and residents
living in the area are not happy.

According to Glenn Renwick,
Salem Township treasurer, one
of these opposed to the club's
location, the contention that the
club would bring in more pro-
perty taxes is not entirely cor-
rect. There are no Township
taxes on the property so the
Township as a whole would de-
rive no benefit, but the Schoul
District No. 6 would benefit.

WE HAVE A RENDEVOUS WITH DEBT

“Whethgr you’re rich or poor,” Jimmy Durante used
to remark, “it's always nice to have money."”’

Now that “buy now, pay later” has replaced ‘“‘no
cavities” as the sweetest phrase infthe language it ap-
pears that Americans have discovered a way to be both
rich and poor at the same time. Or so we gather from
reading a new book by Hillel Black called Buy Now, Pay
Later. The book deals in readable fashion with our credit
System, its strengths and weaknesses, the way it is used
and abused today. It makes instructive, astonishing and
somewhat frightening reading.

For instance, did you know:

That American individuals (not business or govern-
ment) now owe 195 billion dollars? (This is an increase
of nearly 200 precent in the past ten years.)

That Americans hold at least 57 million credit cards
(Diners Club, etc.) with which they can buy almost any-
thing without money? (You still can’'t get vyourself a
credit card funeral but this may be just a matter of time.
Brains are at work on a ‘die now-pay later” scheme
right now. Drawback so far: no one has figured out how
to collect ‘““later.”” We sort of hope they never do.)

That the interest you are paying right now on many
of your credit transactions is probably higher than you
believe it to be? Most consumers are totally unaware of
the true rate of interest they are charged on loans and
credit purchases—college graduates fail here as badly as
those"who have never been to school at all.

That “‘selling debt” has become vitally important to
some retailers?
financing credit is more impressive than the profit on the
product.

That interest on credit transactions can be computed
in several different ways, all equally misleading?

Such, briefly, are some of the points developed in
Buy Now, Pay Later. Any consumer can learn much from
reading the book. The author has no ax to grind. He set
out simply to inform borrowers on the way credit works
today so that they may avoid deceotion and outright
swindling and he has succeeded in his purpose.

MORE ABOUT MONEY

Sylvia Porter is the financial columnist whose great
talent is the ability to explain the workings of money even
to those of us who seldom get close enough to the stuff
to observe it ourselves. Her new book is called How To
Get More For Your Money and it is just as peppy and
informative as her columns. In fact, it is her columns,
rewritten and arranged in logical sequence under such
chapter headings as ‘“‘The Economics of Daily Life” and
“Hints on Investing”.

We especially liked the section called “How To Under-
stand Bafflegab” in which Miss Porter explains what pol-
iticians and industrialists really mean when they speak the
ingenious jargon peculiar to Washington and financial
circles. Even more admirable is the chapter entitled
““How Much Has Inflation Robbed You?", after a reading
of which anyone will be able to separate folklore from
fact in the sticky topic of inflation.

If vou like Sylvia Porter—or, for that matter, if you
like money—you will enjoy How To Get More For Your
Money.

Foreign Postal
Rates Are Up

Many patrons are trying to
mail letters to different countries
at the old rate,’ Postmaster
George Timpona pointed out this
week. All international first class
mail, postal cards and parcel
post have had an increase in
postage since July 1, 1961, ex-
cepting Canada and Mexico.

Rates are as follows:

To Europe and South America,
first class letters are 11 cents
for the first ounce and 7 cents
for each additional ounce or frac-
tion of an ounce.

Per Capita Sales Tax Was $41.4

‘RESIDENTS OF MICHI-
A N paid an average of
}44.95 each in sales taxes
during the fiscal year which
pnded June 30, according to
he Revenue Department.
The previous year's per
apita sales tax collections
ere $41.40. Revenue offi-
ials said most of the in-
rease was due to the new
four per cent rate, rather
han increased retail sales.
Eighteen counties record-
ed per capita collections
higher than the state aver-
age. Of these, 10 were tourist
centers and eight contained
Jarge metropolitan areas.
Roscommon County,
classed as a tourist center,
has the smallest permanent
population amon g the 18
above-average counties, but
led the list with $64.28 per
person collections. This was
the 10th consecutive year the
north central county held

CHEBOYGAN COUNTY,
another northern location
which draws heavily on tour-
ist business, was at the bot-
tom of the counties above the
state average with $46.21 per
capita.

Other tourist counties with
above average collections
were Grand Traverse with
$61.92, Emmet with $60.40,
Qtsego with $54.19, Crawford
with $52.83, Clare with $48.87,
Wexford with $47.77, losco
with $47.26 and Mackinac
with $46.51.

Counties with metropolitan
areas on the list were Ing-
ham with $55.04, Kent with
$52.92, Kalamazoo with
$50.39, Oakland with $48.81,
Wayne with $48.27, Calhoun
with $47.84, Bay with $46.91
and Genesee with $46.37.

How's Business?

Price Trends Perplexing

By Roger W. Babson’'s Staff

Any attempt to evaluate busi-
ness conditions and prospects
must include a close look at the
structure and trend of commod-
ity prices. This sector provides
valuable clues on basic supply
and demand forces. Moreover,
price trends reflect and affect
business policy with regard to
inventory changes and expan-
sion of productive potential.
Hence, by watching commodity
price trends it is possible to as-
certain the status of business
sentiment. Trends of commod-
ity prices are also important
from the standpoint that they af-
fect business profits and price
tags at the retail level, which
are vital to investors and con-
sumors.

The behavior of commodity

rices in recent years has been
most perplexing, — defying the
recuperative forces of business
revivals and the depressing
forces of recessions. The Gov-
ernment’'s Wholesale Price In-
dex (which includes both pri-
“mary commodities and manu-
, factured goods) has been in a
generally sidewise trend for
more than two years, — not too
far below an all-time-high range,

nevertheless. This seemingly
placid surface, however, belies
the presence of strong cross-
currents among the compgnent
items.

Primary raw material prices,
including metals, minerals, 'and
certain agricultural commodi-
ties, have displayed volatile
movements during this period.
However, in general, prices of
primary commodities have been
in a secular downtrend which,
for this group as a whole, began
more than ten years ago. This
is strikingly demonstrated by
by the fact that the Babson
Wholesale Sensitive Commodity
Price Index is within 5 percent
of its lowest reading since 1947.

It would seem, therefore, that
if any inflation occurs, it is not
likely to receive much aggrava-
tion from price markups at the
wholesale level. Conversely,
the current rebound in corporate
profits will tend to be restrained
by the difficulty of raising
prices. As the business revival
continues, price structures are
more likely to firm, with moder-

ate price hikes occurring in se-
lected commodities.

Lock steered away
from any prediction on this
question, and legislative bud-
get writers said they could
not take a stand on it at this
time. \

The 1962 Legislature will
be hard pressed to make do
with current revenues but
ways to eljminate the mount-
ing deficit will also be of pri-
mary concern.

FOUR PROPOSALS con-
sidered in past years by the
Legislature after urging by
law enforcement and safety
officials were the focal points
this year in a series of reg-
ional traffic safety confer-
ences called by Gov.

This is my family. My hus-
band Ralph, fat 'lil Jay, 14 mons.
old, Bruce, 4 years old and a
big tease, and Brad, 5% and
full of charm and mischief.
Jay is a busy boy with much
to do and many new things to
see each day. Brad goes tod
kindergarten in the, morning
and spends the afternoons col-
lecting ‘‘treasures’’ and dirt.
Brucie spends his days at the
Plymouth State Home and Train-
ing School. He is mentally and
physically retarded.

Qur three boys were pro-
nounced healthy, handsome
babies at birth. When Brucie
was six months old the doctors
diagnosed his problems as Cere-
bral Palsy; cause unknown. At
18 months retardation wds evi-
dent. When he was two years
old, institutionalization was re-
commended. Just before his
third birthday we reluctantly
placed him at the Plymouth
State Home. We see him every
week and bring him home for
‘‘visits'' often.

We live in Livonia, but a
picture of a family with a re-
tarded child could be taken in
many homes in every city and
town. Brucie is not one of the
chosen “‘few'’, for unfortunately,
more than a few are ‘‘chosen’.

Mental retardation is not a
pleasant subject. It'is one we
would all rather not think about.
But it does exist, and all too
often! Three percent of our
total population is mentally re-
tarded! Of the babies born in
the state of Michigan each day.
17 of them will be mentally re-
tarded! The subject, no matter
how unpleasant, can no longer
be ignored! As with other dis-
eases, brain injury and brain
damage has no respect for the
church you attend, your .income
bracket, or your ability te accept
the fact that your child is men-
tally retarded. There is no need
to feel shame for a retarded
child, only great sorrow at such
a loss and waste of a human
life. ;

There is great need for public
education regarding mental re-
tardation. I have asked the
editor of The Plymouth Mail to
print this message in your local
paper because I feel that too
often this problem has been con-
sidered the responsibility on a
state and national level alone.
YOU are a part of our state and
our nation. There are retarded
children and their families with-
in your own city who need your
help and your understanding.

There are over 100 causes of
mental retardation. There must
be much more research into the
causes and means of prevention.
President Kennedy has recently
appointed a board of experts to
devote their efforts to the ex-
ansion of research projects.

e says, "'The manner in which
our nation cares for its citizens
and conserves its manpower re-
sources is more than an index
to its concern for the less for-
tunate. It is the key to iis
future."’

There are varying degrees of
retardation. For some, the
damage is not extensive. With
acceptance of their limitation by
their family and the community,
a.useful, productive life can be
attained. Many retardates are
educable and deserve the right
to a public school eduction, the
right guaranteed every child in
the state of Michigan. With the
understanding and ;cooperation
of the parents, the community
and the schools, special educa-
tion classes can serve to educate
the educable retardate to his
capacity. ¥

The severely handicapped re-
tardate is usually made a ward
of the state. The state assumes
the obligation of the child when
the need for specialized care
exists, for parents have not the

facilities nor the training to pro-

What can you do to help the
mentally retarded child and his
family?

You can be understanding of
this ‘‘special’” child. Concen-
trate on his potential, not his
handicap. If he is educable,
feel the responsibility to see that
he is educated. If he is train-
able, help promote a training
program within your city.

If he is severely retarded, see
that there is space available for
him in a hogpital, that he re-
ceives adequate, humane care,
and that thefapy and training
programs are available.

Most of our educators are
aware of the needs of the men-
tally retarded child in the com-
munity. The administrative
staff of most of the hospitals are
aware of the needs of the in-
stitutionalized child. What
could, and should be done is
known, but the money for pro-
gramming has not been appro-
priated by the State Legislature.

Any hope for progress in re-
search, adequate facilities and
programming in our schools,
and humane care and habilita-
tion of the mentally retarded
child lies in your hands.

Last year the State Legisla-
ture cut the budget offered by
the State Dept. of Mental Health
as '8 minimum, basic-care pro-
gram, by over two million dol-

lars. This is your tax money
that provides for these pro-
grams. Making no steps toward

rogress is a poor investment.

nfortunately, the appropria-
tions for Mental Health have
been used as a ‘‘political foot-
ball” too often. It is the men-
tally retarded children born yes-
terday, today and those who
will be born tomorrow who will
suffer as a result. Their voices
cannot be heard in Lansing, they
cannot ‘‘pressure’’ their Legis-
lators, they have no seats on a
committee to offer, or blocks of
votes to give.

A former Detroiter, Jim moved to Plymouth three

years ago and soon was asked to manage a local collection

of youthful hockey players, all about 13 years of age. He

agreed and promptly entered the team in a league in Nan-
kin Township. Al Kolak handled the coaching.

The following winter (1960-61), Jim managed the same
team and again it competed in the Nankin league. All the
while, he’d been doing a bit of promoting, hewever. -

He recruited players,. organized other teams, Sought
out sponsors. He talked up hockey from t h e recreation
office to the city hall and back again and elsewhere.

Slowly, the wheels began to turn.

This year he can observe a measure of success.

F With McKindles as the catalyst, several groups and
individuals have been brought together to provide the most
necessary ingredient to recreation hockey anywhere:

A rink.

The Plymouth JayCee’s have contributed $500 with
which to purchase the plywood and other building mater-
ials for the boards. A site behind the high school has been
obtained.

A trio of local contractors, B. E. Kelak, Stew Oldford,
Jr., and Joe Gates, have agreed to denate their time and
talents to'assemble the boards.

Once installed behind the high scheol, the boards will
form a 168’ x 64’ rink. The boards will be maintained by
the Plymduth. Recreation Hockey Club, of which Mec-
Kindles, ngturally, is chairman, ..

When the time comes, McKindles intends to have the
full complement of teams in each of the three age brackets
in boys’ recreation hockey.

packages break open in transit
and too often we have to puzzle
over names and addresses which
are incomplete or simply cannot
be read at all.”

the Postmaster warns. The
limits op size and weight of
packages varies, depending on
where you mail your package
from. As an extra precaulion
ugainst loss, Postmaster Tim-
pona advised placing both your
return:address and the recip-
lents address inside the carton
or package before it is wrapped.

IF YOU use Christmas stick-
ers or seals, put them ‘on the
back #of your Christmas cards
and packages so that they -will
not conflict with the address on
the front. Make sure thal cor-
rect postage is firmly affixed to
each card and package. When
matling gifts, it's a good idea
to place a piece of transparent
cellophane tape over the address
portion of the label to prevent
defacing it in transit. And
always be sure, of course, o
include the recipients full name,
street address, city, zane and
state.

Because the entire Christmas
mailing period is primarily a
battle against time, *‘Do it now"”’
is the slogan from here on in.
Don’t put off your Chuistmas
mailings while you still have
ample time because this means
that dreaded pile-ups will occur
at the Post Office, causing un-
avoidable slowdowns in deliv-
eries as the holilday approaches.

THE Postmaster asks the co-
operation of all business lirms
to delay mailing circulars and
catalogs until after Dec. 25 to
keep the mails clear for the
Christmas rush.

The Postmaster said he is
most appreciative of the in‘er-
est and cooperation shown by
the mailing public so far, and
reminds us that all mail going
long distances should be sent by
Dec. 10. Christmas packages
for local delivery should be
mailed not later than Dec. 15
and be sure to mail your Christ-
mas cards for nearby destina-
tions at least a week before
Christmas.
