Tax statements will go out to
City property owners this Fri-
day, Treasurer Kenneth Way
said. Township Treasurer Eliza-
beth Holmes expects to get her
statements out next week. The
statements are prepared by the
County.

The 4.000 bills of the City and
2,800 in the Township represent
a grand total of $2,589.893 in
taxes. Of this amount, the City
should collect $989,535.61 while
the Township is scheduled to (·01-
lect $1,660,358.

Township tax bills are far the
County. School and Township
whU, the City is collecting just
for the County and School. Taxes
for Cily operation wer, collectid
last July.

Township taxpayers will be
paying $45.48 per $1.000 of valu-
ation. This is $1.36 per St,000
higher than last year. The in-
cre*se, according to Mrs.
Holmes is due to a five per
cent reduction in per,unal pro-
perty assessments as ordered by
the State Bureau of Taxatit m.
This reduction is madie Ul) by
increasing the total rate. In a
breakdown of the increase. the
County tax rate is lip 18 cents
per $1.000 valuation. the Town-
ship up 10 cents and the Si·hool
up $1.08.

But Township taxpayers Will
receive somewhat uf a reduction
in another form this year. There
will be no ore per cent collection
fee this year. This fee formerly
went to pav the treasurer. but
torting this year. the treasurer
is on a fixed salary paid by the
Township and the Township
Board voli·d not to impose the
collection fee for Township use
which it can legally do.

A breakdown of the actual
:ax rate for each governrnental
unit shows :hat the County mil-
lage is 9.56: the Township. 4.90:
and School. 31.02.

Citv taxpayers will be paying
a different millage Ihan those in
the Townshin. The City'>4 rate is
8.56 mills for the County and
27.80 mills fur the School. for a

total of 36.36 mills. Last July,
they paid 14.81 mills for City
operation.

The difference in tax rates ic
due to the equalization by the
State und County tax boards.

For this reason. The Mail will
interview four Plymouth women

Mrs. George Schmeman of

7095 N. Territorial Rd., has sev-
eral clever and artistic ideas to
pass along.

A straightened coat hanger
and chicken wire (bent into a
cylinder) form the foundation
upon which two evergreen
boughs are fastened to make a
swag. Along the center Mrs.
Schmeman adds a large bow,
pine cones and a white orna-
mental violin for extra eye ap-
peal.

Pine cones, ribbon and Christ-
mai ornaments transform an

untrimmed pine frame into a
holiday door wreath or a center-
piece. depending on trim and
whim.

To u,e as a striking table-
piece, Mrs. Schmeman leaves
off the bow and in the center

sets a large, tall, red randle.

With considerable imagina-
tion empty bottles can lend the
Christmas spirit to, any spot in
the house. By pouring red (or
any color) poster paint and
sloshing it around inside the
bottle, interesting effects can be
achieved. A ribbon, a cluster of
artificial green grapes (or what
have you), topped with a candie
makes a pretty conversation
piece.

Silver spray, glitter. sequins,
braid, snow spray and styro-
foam can also be used to add

the gay, festive touch.
An oak branch set in plaster

of Paris in a coffee can, spray-
ed with gold paint becomes a
modernistic Christmas trim for
table or mante].

A PERSON with the above
qualities should git along quite
911 in life. and chances are
thut he will be successful in
most of his undertakings.

I BELIEVE any person who
unselfishly helps another fellow
human being, in some way or
other, gets an enormous amount
of satisfaction from doing it.
Both these people - the bene-
ficiary and the benefactor -
need "the lift" resulting from
these deeds.

When a person gains confi-
dence in himself, many avenues
of achievement open to him -
things he never would have be-
lieved possible a few short
months ago.

I am in a position to see
many students before they
apply for their first job. I have
seen many of these young people
have "butterflles- within them
for hours before going on that
first interview. Yes, I have

even known some to get "ill"
and not go at all. All because
of not knowing just how strong
a confidence they have in them-
selves. However, some of this
may be related to "fear of the
unknown" - a sdbject Ill touch
upon later when I discuss some
of the fears we mortals "enjoy"
today.

Fears 'Big lie'

Dr. James Bushong, superin-
tendent of the Grosse Pointe
