Most Plymouth senior citizens find the community
a “satisfying place to live.”

That’s the major conclusion of an extensive study
of problems of aging citizens in Plymouth, released
Monday to the City Commission.

But despite overall satisfaction with life, older
residents still have many problems. “Lack of adequate
income” is the major one.

The study, compiled as a research project for the
University of Michigan by Carl A. Glassford, offers
recommendations to the City Commission, the Senior
Citizens’ Club, the Plymouth Community School Dis-

‘ trict and churches in the area.

The survey shows that one of every three older
citizens desires to “find a job,” but most are satisfied
with their living arrangements.

Patterned after a similar survey in Grand Rapids,
the local study picked a sampling of 100 persons in all
sections of the city- to be interviewed.

Those interviewed ranged in age from 62 to 85

and over with the age group numbering 70-74 the
largest.

Major findings of the survey include:

“The majority of older people reported some dif-
ficulties with their health, although the condition did
not hinder the mobility of a great number.

“The survey population represented all types of
occupations, however, more men were in the semi-
skilled category and women were most often house- |
;vi;es. Almost one in three showed a desire to find a |
ob. !

“Fully retired persons constituted three-fourths
of the study population. A major retirement problem

was lack of adequate income to meet expenses.
“Income of the eldrly was generally in the three
thousand dollar and under bracket, with the principal
source being Old Age and Survivor’s Insurance.
“The study found that average older person is a
homeowner and wished to remain so. It found, that
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large homes posed maintenance and health problems
for the older individuals.

“The amount of time the older people spent
with their friends was dependent on their age, health
and financial resources. A great many expressed a
desire to make new friends.

“All the subjects interviewed were satisfied with
their living arrangements. There were about fifty per
cent, however, that responded to the amount of rent
they thought they could pay, if they were to change
living quarters. The rent the greatest number suggested
they could pay was in the fifty to sixty dollar category,

“Age has a definite influence on church attend-
ance. Participation in church activities declined for
varied reasons. The predominent ones were ill health
and lack of transportation to the church.

“In the final section, it was found that the older
people were long term residents of Plymouth. In con-

the senior citizens fmd that Plymouth is a satisfying
place to live.”

Recommendations to the City Commission included
these proposals:

“In appointment of individuals to various commit-
tees and boards in the city, the city commission should
keep in mind the skilled older individual with available
time. The now wasted leisure time could be spent in
community service to the mutual benefit of both the
city and himself.

“An employment agency in which the older person
could seek work, and employers could list qualifications
and available openings.

“A program could be instituted in which the older
person was exempted from eity tax for ome.
or more years, if he made substantial improvement in
his deteriotating dwelling.

“If family is to be primarily responsible for the
older person, zoning should permit the children to take

But the Athenians lost their personal self-discipline,
which is the only possible hope of unpoliced people to
succeed, and near the end of Athens, Isocrates noted: :

Once he said, Athenian citizens were “men schooled
when young to be indystrious and frugal” “accustomed
In their early days never to regard public office as a chance
for private gain,” who *“considered poverty among their
fellow citizens as their own disgrace” and “measured their

well-being not by being able to

outdo each other, but by the

soberness of their daily life and the absence of want among

the whole people, the only standards which are not vulgar.”
But now, Isocrates noted dismally, “young men no
longer trained to hardihood are wasting their youth

in soft living;” “lawlessness

is looked upon as liberty,

The |
calves would run until they
got thin!”

All of Ory's clothes were
made by Grandma Bentley
who would spin the yarn |
from the sheep sheared on
the farm. The crops were
corn, wheat, oats, vegetables
and fruits. Sheep and cattle |
were kept.

Ory’s father bought land at
Ann Arbor Trail and Wayne
Rds. in an area called |
Schwartzburg because Gen-
eral Schwartz trained Michi-
gan's Union  Soldiers there
during the Civit War. He |
bought 40 acres for $1,000.'
He sold it for $1,000 an acre.
Ory says his pa was always
finding relics, bits of guns
and the like as he would cul-
tivate the soil. One time he
found a coin with the date
of his birth on it. Ory still
has that coin.

Ory Chilson is a tall gaunt
man who could epitomize the
rugged, individualistic early
American farmer. At 93 he is
sharper than many men at
39. His memory is remark-
able. His eyes twinkle as he
tells his stories.
