It is also
a day for serious reflection. What the new year
will bring to us is hidden from our| eyes. Will it
bring prosperity to our country? Will the pm_bler_ns
_of unemployment and automation be solved? Will
. the cold war develop into a hot war? What will
‘happen in Cuba, in the Congo, in East Germany,
in Indonesia and other trotible spots of the world?

WHILE THESE AND other guestions may
cause us to speculate about the future, there is
really only one question which is vital to us on the
first day of 1962. That question is: Will this new
year be a year of spiritual success or spiritual fail-
ure to me?

Schools Face Millage Election . ..

A millage election in April will be
one of the vital programs in the Ply-
mouth Community School District during
1962, Superintendent of Schools Russell
Isbister pointed out this week as he
looked into the approaching vear.

Opening of the new Junior High
School, a School Board election in June
and an emphasis on quality in education
will also be among the highlights of the
year.

The Board of Education hasn't made
it official yet, but it is expected that
sometime in April there will be a special
election at which voters will be asked to
renew 3.5 mills of operating levy that
expires this year, and perhaps additional
millage. The 3.5 mills was voted in 1957
and has run for five vears. But during
1962, the School District will open another
Junior High and will face the problems
of rising costs — including a probable
hike in teachers’ salaries. This would

undoubtedly mean millage over and
above the 3.5 that is expiring.

In June is the regular school election.
At that time, the terms of School Board
members Robert Soth and Wesley Kaiser
will expire.

“There will be a continued emphasis
on quality in education,”” Supt. Isbister
asserted. ‘‘This will include further at-
tention to curriculum development and
improvement, with planning between the
elementary, junior high, senior high and
college levels of instruction.”

“We will also make a constant evalu-
ation of new materials, content and
methods in classrooms, plus a deeper
look at television as an educational tool
for learning.”

With enrollment expected to reach a
new high of 5,150 next fall, the district

- will open the Plymouth Junior High —

West, on Sheldon Rd. This first phase

City Aims at Ambitious Goals . ..

An ambitious program is ahead for
the City during 1962, according to Mayor
Robert Sincock — one that will result
in some marked changes and improve-
ments.

The Mayor foresees start of the Urban
Renewal program along Mill St. starting
in February. This project, in the plan-
ning stages for the past two years, would
make industrial sites available on
ground now used by homes now in run-
down condition.

A new water program is also expected
to materialize during 1962. Application
has already been made tothe federal
government for erecting a million gallon
reservoir west of the City and eliminat-
ing the two elevated storage tanks. This
reservoir would continue to be used
should Detroit water bhe made available
to the City. “In fact, it is being planned
with Detroit water in mind,”” Mayor
Sincock said.

More Expansion

“If the economic situation is not too
bad, we are looking for quite a bit of
expansion in Plymouth Township during
1962,"" Supervisor Roy Lindsay declared
this week when asked to look into the
future.

The Township’s initial sewer and wa-
ter program are now achieved and now
the Township must look toward expan-
sion of these systems, the supervisor
noted. “We will expand and extend our
sewer and water as far as we can fi-
nancially afford it."”

With most of the eastern portion of
the Township now covered with these
facilities, the Township Board will now
look toward the western half. But it will

take ready customers to expand the sys'g:;

tems in order to sell bond issues.

One program sure to be completed
during 1962 is a sanitary sewer for Ply-
mouth Colony subdivision -and part of

Several projects started this year will
be finished in 1962. One is the Central
Parking Lot, where buildings have been
cleared off. Paving will be concluded
next spring. A hearing was held this
month on improving the Penniman Ave.
block between Main and Harvey St. This
job can be expected to start next May
and will mean the street will be torn up.
The Parking Committee will also give
its report on the Fralick Ave. parking
investigation early next year and some
action may be taken in this direction.

One of the most ambitious projects
in mind is a municipal building, com-
bined with a community building and
auditorium. Federal aid may be avail-
able for this type of project and the City
will make a thorough study of such a
project during the year, Mayor Sincock
promised.

“Plymouth as a community has not
and will not change rapidly,” the presi-
dent of the Plymouth Community Cham-
ber of Com mer ce, George Lawton,
pointed out as he observed the new year.
““This same point has retained and will
continue to maintain the flavor of our
community,’”” he added,

“In the field of education, I believe a
large majority of our community will
continue to demand and pay for excellent
educational facilities. We can look for a
continuation of our Community College
development and can hope that its loca-
tion will be near enough to Plymouth to
utilize our facilities which lend them-
selves to this type of development.”

In the industrial field, the Chamber
president predicts that 1962 should prove

Our local government
will begin to take a greater part in at-
tracting desirable industry as our resi-
dential develooment begins another
period of rapid expansion.
“In the retail field, the demand will
continue for specialty shops and those
stores that can enter this field should be
leasantly surprised,’”’ Lawton declared.

In addition to the gr
efficiency and economy of lall-
deliveries, this year's
holiday mail handling program
it the local post office has fea-
tured more pay for regular, full-
time career employees and a
lesser use of inexperienced
Christmas temporary employees.
The once-a-day Christmas de-
liveries in most areas is
achieved by a “fusing’’ process
Simply stated, this means that
regular emplovees begin work
in the early morning hours to
infuse all the mail for the day
for each route into batches that
can be handled in a single de-
livery by the carriers out on the
route, including temporaries.

In some cases, those making
pick up extra
loads out on their route from the
familiar green-colored ‘‘relay”’
mail boxes (which are serviced
by postal trucks), but they do
not have to make numerous trips
back into the post offices to
carry out limited batches in
frequent, costly trips.

The Postmaster commented:
“We are confident that our ex-
perience this season — as evi-
denced by our experience on
these peak days — in delivering
residential mail in one delivery
will enable our post office to
contribute its share to the na-

tionwide program of the Postal
Service in maintaining the best
service with the minimum use
of inexperienced manpower.
This me ans faster deliveries
with fewer errors.”

' history surrounding England'. I knew the Queen was there
| because the royal banner was flying. I was reminded of
| my old toy soldiers when I saw the changing of the Guards
|at Buckingham Palace. I had my nose pressed close
against the iron gates to hear and see the colorful bagpipe
band. \

Last year in England the two-year draft was stopped
and military service is now on a voluntary basis. These
'people don’t seem worried about the Berlin situation, as
they feel immune to this sort of crisis and couldn’t under-
stand our emphasis on bomb shelters. London proper has
at least 12 daily newspapers, among which the Evening
| News has the largest night circulation of any newspaper
'in the world. It is not uncommon to find display .adver-
:tisement on the front page and world news on the back.
*Along with the Lord Mayor of London, I attended ser-
| vices at St. Paul's Cathedral which was most impressive

and interesting. As I left London for Paris, I realized
| that I hadn’t heard the famous Big Ben strike once
though I could see it from my hotel room and walked
;under it many, many times.

This may sound trite, but I love Paris. The people,
'the language, the cobblestone streets, everything about
| Paris lends to its charm. The first thing I did was to
contact Traudl Breins, my Rotary-sister from 10 years
past, who served as my translator, my guide, my date,
and my good friend in showing me all over Paris, as
only a Parisienne can. (Of special interest I might say
we used the Metro for most of our transportation and it
is a fabulous underground railroad.) What the planned
tours didn't show me, Traudl did, and we even returned
several times to such places as Notre Dame Cathedral
and the Montmartre.

Notre Dame was magnificent. I learned that it took
over 100 wears to construct, with the rich and the poor
working side-by-side; accepting no pay in order to erect
this superb structure for the worship of God. The rose
windows, the flying buttresses, the columns, the stained-
glass windows, and the solemn strength of the building
are overwhelming.

The Montmartre is located on the highest hill in Paris,
overlooking the city, and is the center for most of the
artists and painters today as it has been for many years.
Traudl took me to a non-tourist cabaret there called Le
Lapin Agile constructed in 1800. It used to be the favorite
rendezvous of Toulouse Lautrec and Utrillo, who could
never pay their bills, so they left many of their original
paintings which still hang on the musty, smoke-saturated
walls. Also in the Montmartre I visited Chez Genévieve
of Jack Paar fame, I ate snails at Mere Catherines, and
I walked through the church of the Sacre Coeur.

Malmaison, Napoleon's home restored with good taste,
offers a true example of a Napoleonic residence with its
Empire furniture. It also reflects vivid memories of Na-
poleon and also of Josephine who died there in 1884.

Versailles remains the finest example of classical
architecture in Europe, second to none for the majesty of
its architecture as well as for the lay-out of its gardens,
flower-beds, and fountains. In the park of Versailles,
the Grand and the Small Trianons, the Hamlet and its
country cottages are still imprinted with the presence of
Marie Antoinette who found there the freedom and sim-
plicity so lacking in her life at court.

Of course 1 went to the Follies Bergere . . . a spec-
tacular Spectacular. Wow! An interesting contrast is
noticed in the ‘“Bobbies’” of London carrying a night stick
only, and the ‘“Gendarmes’ of Paris sometimes armed
with machine guns due to the Algerian outbreaks. It
seemed good and unreal walking down the Champs Elysee
chatting with an old friend from Plymouth, Gloria Bowles,
and she commented that it made her a bit homesick
when she realized she was only five hours from home.
She was to spend Christmas with her “brother’” in Ger-
many.

I might conclude by saying that I shall never forget
my 21st birthday which occurred while I was away and
it is truly wonderful to know our Plymouth Travel Centre
can, on such- brief notice, whisk you away, in a matter
of hours, and transplant ypu in a fairyland so different
than one would really belirgpe.

A Look Back at a Year of Reading

Just as we were wondering what would replace the
hula hoop in the public fancy, along came speed reading.
1961 was the year of the energetic eyeball. Ameri-
cans struggled hard to read faster. Reading, once a
private and individual experience, became a group activ-
ity. One reader alone with his book was old hat. Now

you also needed a fellow with a stopwatch, some friends
to cheer you on, some enemies to confound. We learned
this year that our new president reads 1200 words a
minute. He was a piker, though, next to graduates of
speed reading courses around the country who emerged,
red-eyed but happy, to claim they could gulp 20,000 words
a minute. A man in Philadelphia said he read War and
Peace in 22 minutes. He didn’t say why.

Writers wrote faster, too. There have always been
competent novelists who could do a professional job on two
or three books every year and get them published. This

iddling total was surpassed in 1961 by several writers. |

‘or instance, John Creasey of England and Carter Brown
of Australia, both tellers of mystery tales, whipped out
nine books apiece last year, all complete novels pub-
lished in hard cover editions. Creasey’s record was the
more astonishing: his nine books reached the public under
six different pen-names (he is J. J. Marric, Gordon Ashe,
Jeremy York and several other fellows whose names we
didn’t catch) and totaled 560,000 words. Brown’s books
came to a little over 400,000 words and he owned up to
all of thern. As usual America's champ in the multiple
book {narathon was Erle Stanley Gardner. But he fin-
ished the year with a paltry four novels under two names.

‘Books sold well in 1961. Two books, one novel and
one history led all the rest by showing up on the best
seller list every week all year long. The novel is Harper
Lee’s Pulitzer Prize winning first novel, To Kill a Mock-
ingbird, in fourth place on the best seller chart last Jan.
1 and securely in third place this week. So far the novel
has gone through eighteen printings and stayed comfort-
ably near the top of the selling ladder for 73 consecutive
weeks. No paperback edition is planned for at ‘least
several months.

William Shirer’s Rise and Fall of the Third Reich is
the other top favorite. In the fourteen months it has been
published, this detailed, scholarly history of Hitler's Ger-
many has sold over 300000 copies, a remarkable sale for

nonfiction best sellers and has stayed in the first four
during the past 60 weeks. A paperback edition has be

announced for late spring, possibly in two volumes priced
somewhere over a dollar each. Third Reich, incidentally,
came out in German translation last month. To date over

25,000 West Germans, with mixed emotions amid a cer-
tain amount of controversy, have bought it.

Higher education in Mich-
igan, ‘especially in state-
supported institutions, has
come a‘long way since the
1907 - 08 constitution was
written.

At that time the document,
which is now under scrutiny
for revision in Lansing,
listed only one institution,
the University of Michigan,
as a constitutional entity
unto itself.

Now, two universities have

tbeen added to the list, Wayne

State University and Michi-
gan State University, and
many of the other state in-
stitutions of higher learning
have changed their status.

EASTERN, WEST-
ERN and Central were for-
merly teachers’ colleges.
They have gained university
status and their enrollments
reach new l1imits almost
yearly. The others, North-
ern Michigan College, Mich-
igan Tech and ¥erris Insti-
tute, have also grown with
increasing rapidity.

This year, a 10th four-year
institution was created by
the legislature for western
Michigan, now known as
Grand Valley State College.

During the years these
developments have taken
place, other changes in the
field of hi g her education
have als o been recorded.
The number, size and curri-
cula in corfihunity colleges
have increaspd.

EDUCATORS N O W 'say
the community colleges will
gain in importance in future
years, at 1 e a st partly be-
cause of the rising need of
some post-high school train-
ing for employment.

Colleges Have Boomed
Since ‘08 Constitution

cording to a prediction by
Dr. David Goldberg; pro-
gram director of the Uni-
versity of Michigan's Insti-
tute of Public Administra-
tion.

This would give Michi-
gan's colleges and univer-
sities a potential enrollment
of better t h a n 400,000 stu-
dents in less than 15 years.

NEED FOR A sound phil-
osophy by state leaders
about the financing of col-
lege education is underlined
in a Wayne State University
proposal w hic h comes up
for legislative’ consideration
in the next session.

Wayne has submitted a
plan to raise tuition at that
university in return for an
increase in state support.
“The matching f{eature,”
says President Clarence B.
Hilberry, “‘means a sharing
of responsibility by the tax-
payers and by the fam-
ilies immediately concerned,
rather than the assignment
of the whole cost to either.”
Wayne proposes that state
funds be increased $4 for
for each $1 in tuition.

LOANS TO students is an-
other suggestion from
Wayne. This deferred pay-
ment feature would require
the student or his family to
start payment after he had
finished college.

Initial reactions from leg-
islators has been one of “'in-
terest.”” This is proper and
predictable. Anyone c¢ on-
nected with the budget
should be interested in ways
to reduce it and to make
state money go further.

It should be remembered,
however, that one way to
eliminate taxes completely
would be to eliminate all
state services. The -ather
extreme is to eliminate the
financial problem for the
student and pay complete
tuition costs. il
