Possibility that federal as-
sistance may be available to

€Community College is being
investignrted by thg Board of
Trustees.

The Trustees are also hop-
ing to find individuals or
groups willing to donate land
upon which the college might
be constructed.

At its regular meeting
last week, the Board of Trus-
tees began work on what will
be one of its major jobs dur-
ing the next two or three
years. Through its commit-
tees it has set in motion sev-
eral projects which will re-
sult in the building of the
college structure.

The Facilities Committee,
working with the American
Institute of Architects, has
begun the task of securing
an architect. By the
the architect is chosen. the
Curriculum Committee hopes
to be able to indicate some
of the educational specifica-
tions which will determine
the kinds of buildings needed.

Meanwhile the Finance
Committee is exploring
legal and financial questions
which must be answered be-
fore the people are asked to
vote millage for the College.
One item that. is currently
engaging the committee’s at-
tention is a project now be-
ing undertaken by Northwest-
ern Michigan College in Tra-
verse City. This community
chllege has secured federal
authorization to build a
$750,000 student center on a
self-liquidating basis — with-
out the use of local tax funds.
If the local community col-
lege could secure similar as-
sistance for its student cen-
ter, which might include a
cafeteria, bookstore and other

Livonia,
Garden City and Clarenceville
have been sharing the cost of
salaries for t h e college ad-
ministrator and a secretary,
This, and the proposed opera-
{ting gift or grant, are based
on each district’s percentage
of the total valuation.

As a result of the discussion,
a motion was approved by the
Plymouth Board to move
ahead with the original com-
mitment of helping to pay for
the administrator’s and sec-
retary’s salaries, and to re-
evaluate the need for other
money later as the situation
develops.

called for $3,537,489 worth of construction. Of this
amount, $1,977,089 was in the Township and $1,560,400
was in the City. In the previous year, permits worth

$2,944,268 were issued.

By far the largest piece of
construction is the new Ply-
mouth Community Junior
High-West, located at Ann
Arbor Trail and Sheldon Rd.
Located in the Township, its
value alone was set at
$810,693, to account for nearly
a fourth of the construction
worth this past year.

One good barometer to
measure the extent of growth
in the City and Township is
the number of permits issued
for new dwellings. In 1961,
the City issued 66 permits
for homes while the Township
issued 35, for a total of 10l.
In 1960, only 84 permiis were
issued. The City also issued
itwo permits for multiple
dwelling units.

Last year's home construc-
tion was still far from the
204 homes built in 1959. But
building of dwellings has been
hampered during the past two
vears by a State ban. It
first forbid new subdivisions
that would utilize the Middle
R ou g e Interceptor because
that drain is at capacity.

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Suppose an unbeliever challenged
you to do so.

Being a sincere Christian, you
might reply: “I just know it is.”
But that wouldn't be proof. It
would not be very convincing to
the unbeliever. And what would a
skeptic say if you told him you
have the assurance of the Holy
Spirit? He might well ask why so
many Christians who claim this do
not agree on the meaning of the
Scriptures.

What real evidence could you
produce? What facts could you

resent? Where could you find a
ogical convincing answer ?

Christ, of course, wrote nothing,
excepting on one occasion—and
then only in dust. All the original
manuscripts of the Bible have
vanished. The Bible itself does not
claim to be the Inspired and com-
plete word of God. Our Lord did
not say that His teachings would
be found in a book. On what
authority, then, can we be sure
about the Bible?

The answer is, of course, that
the only living authority is the
Catholic Church...the Apostolic
Church...the Church whose tra-
ditions, beginning with Peter, bear
reliable witness down the pathway
of time from Christ to this very
moment. The Bible cannot prove
by its own text thar it is inspired.
But the Catholic Church can prove
this.

Out of the first century, the
Church can call up such witnesses
as Polycarp (80 A. D.), whose
appointment as Bishop of Smyrna
came personally from John the
Apostle, or Ignatius of Antioch,
who died about 107 A. D. It can
present the testimony of such sec-
ond-century writers as Clement
of Alexandria, Irenaeus, Tertullian
and Origen; and from the third
and fourth centuries Cyprian and
