From Lansing, from Detroit, and from smaller
places, it is cheering to read recently that the words
"income tax" seem to be losing their profane connota-
tion.

It was about two years ago that Facts and Opinions
suggested the thought that the people of our area had
been extended to the rebellion-point as far as using
property taxes alone to support schools, local govern-
ment, county government and state government.

Stronger roices forwarded the proposal. too. among
them a legislative taxation stud>· conimitter. Citizens
for Michigan, and ultimately, once the perils of the
election had passed, so did Gov. Swainson.

11 all came to naught. Stubborn "old fashioned"
Republicans were opposed to even the thought. Paul
Bagwell had run a whole campaign "anti-income tax."

But this week we hear that "big industry" is "look-
ing more kindly" upon the. income tax concept. And,
well it should.

Zooming properly laxes. huch as u·cre bering
around here (in Livonia, therve doubled in about bix
years, mostly to build new fchook) represent a "fixed
cost" to business. big or little.

 This means the cost doesn't vary, whether the
enterprise is showing a profit or not

It k such "fixed c„t<' whic·h indit#try *tare#
hard ttpon before deciding where t„ !ocate, Hence,
high fixed taxes tend to discourage any in, commer-
cial development from entering an area: yet it i. the
business taxes which home-owners need to share their
local burdens. The circle is vicious.

An income tax is a h·ariable tax." If a business is
thriving, it pays according to its ability. Intelligent
businessmen do not fear "variable costs," if their "fixed
costs" are modest.

As to the home owner, he'd be in better shape, too,
with a fair personal income tax rather than a climbing
property tax for which there appears a& this hour to
be no upward boundary. In Livonia, for instance, the
schools are only half built. measured against the ulti-
mate student population. And also in the Plymouth
school district.

Facts and Opinions would suggest a much improved
tax prograrn could be based upon:

(a) A low property tax with an absolute ceiling,
say of about 10 mills, to operate all local and County
government.

(b) A local income tax to be dedicated exclu-
siveIy to schools under local control, and reduce it as
the needs slacken.

(c) Exemptions for the aged and hard-presed.
