VOTE when we go to the polls in April.

In this second of a series of articles on education
I would like to inform the public about the number of
hours a teacher works each day.

During the recent salary
negotiations I heard some
rather irrational and er-
roneous statements about
those same hours. One was
that teachers work a five-
hour day, therefore they can
well afford to spend two or

"I three hours each day on work
out of school to make it equal
to an eight-hour day. Such in-

jferences that do not present
| the entire facts are most un-
| fair and tend to create an in-
justice to everyone concerned
— even though the electri-

. cians in New York are talking

about a five-hour day and a

$200 week.

For the above reason 1
would like to begin with a day
in the classroom., and the out-
side activities connected with
the work, for I know that few
citizens have a real knowledge
ﬁ what constitutes a teacher’s

r.

Most people think that
|teachers work few hours a
week because they know that
their children start school at
{8 a.m. and get out at approxi-
| mately 2:45 p.m. at the high
| school — other schools have
different hours, but are about
the same amount of time.

{ High school teachers are
| supposed to be in the buildin
lat 7:45 a.m. and stay unti
13:15 p.m. During that time
"they have hall duty in the
| morning, teach five one-hour
§ classes, and have an hour for
conferences with parents and
students. This hour can also
be used for students to make
iup tests missed through ab-
|sence or by teachers who
!want to just relax for a few
minutes — the majority of
eachers use this conference
our in a mo st productive
way. Grade school teachers
are in the classroom most all
tday from the time they ar-
1 rive in the morning until they
'.leave after school for they
‘have the same group all the
| time.
. Now 1 know that most of
you can figure this out to be
Faround 7% hours for high
' school teachers, and this in-
i cludes the half-hour “gulping
| period’’ at noon.

Students and teachers can-
not call this a lunch hour any
more for they have only 30|
minutes to get to the lunch-
! room, stand in line, eat, go

to the washroom, their locker

and back to class — with no|
Ltime for visitation with
! friends at all. (Even doctors
say that everyone should have
one hour for lunch digestion
and relaxation before return-
¥ ing to work.)

So far I have told you of
the actual hours taught dur-
! ing the day. Do most of you
realize that the average
teacher spends around 15
| hours outside of the class-
room in preparing lesson
‘plans, checking papers,
| chaperoning dances, working
with student committees, on
athletic concessions prom
'decorations, clubs and a
dozen and one other things
that come up during the year
— plus numerous faculty and
committee work, and a num-
ber of departmental meetings
throughout the year?

None of the above is for
extra pay, and in most schools
these things are expected of
the teachers and many are
assigned either by the prin-
cipal or a class advisor.

Teachers also must study
for college classes they must'
: take for credit in order to]
gain their permanent certifi-|
- cate. The state requires all|

teachers to take 10 hours of
i credit courses within a five-
| year period after graduation

from college. So, many of our
f younger teachers are busy
| fulfilling this requirement;
| also our local Board of Educa-
# tion e xpects professional
growth in teachers by addi-
tional work, either at college
or in some other form.

So, in addition tb teaching
g full load during the day,
many of our teachers are tak-
ing night classes at nearby
colleges which require much
 preparation and work.

'~ Many of them also attend
summer sessions, which they
pay for themselves since they
are expected to keep up with
the professional growth idea.
however, after the 10-hour
| state requirement is met the
teachers are paid ten dollars
for each hour over the first
fen — many schools pay for
§ all the hours earned above
'an AB degree.

I think teachers experience
a different kind of an exhaus-
tion at the end of a day than
in most other work ,— it is

mental rather than a physical
one. I know most of you will
understand; especially if you
have many youngsters around
your house,

I know that even early in
my teaching career I was as
exhausted at the end of a day
in the classroom as 1 had
been a few years earlier at
the end of ten hard-working
hours in a foundry, and in the
latter job L had no work to
take home at night.

In connection with the
foundry job, I remember
when I received my first pay
check as a lad right out of
high school. I was talking to
my former geometry teacher
about it later and found it was
twice the amount of money
that he received for the same
amount of days worked, and
he had taught 15 years at
that time.

As a young teen-ager it just
didn’t seem right to me that
this should be so., especially
after he had spent four years
in college, and was what
I considered an intelligent
chap. It still doesn’t seem
right to me even though
money is not of prime im-
portance {o me as a standard
of values.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDI-

“PLUMBING CODE OF THE CITY OF
PLYMOUTH".

THE CITY OF PLYMOUTH ORDAINS:

Section 1. Ordinance No. 236, as amended, the “Plumb-
ing Code of the City of Plymouth” is hereby amended and
numbered to read as follows:

Section 1001.7 of the Official Plumbing Code of the
City of Detroit, being City of Detroit Ordinance No. 847-E,
as amended, and as adopted by reference by the City Com-
mission of the City of Plymouth on December 4, 1961, is
hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 1001.7 ROOF INCREASES. Each waste or
vent stack shall be increased to at least three (3) inch
size at its roof terminal. All soil stacks or any waste
stacks used in lieu of a fresh air vent shall be the same
size as the vent stack except no roof extension shall be
less than three (3) inch size at roof terminal.

Section 2204.1.1 of the above cited ordinance is hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 2204.1.1 NEW CONSTRUCTION. All soil,
waste and vent and water distribution pipe ,in the
plumbing and drainage system shall be subjected to a
water test or air test when deemed necessary and re-
quested by the Plumbing Department.

Section 1201.1 of the above cited ordinance is hereby
amended to read as follows: .
Section 1201.1 STORM WATER DRAINAGE. No
storm water from all roofs, courts, paved or hard surfac-
ed areas, shall be drained into the sanitary sewer.
Section 2. This ordinance shall become operative and
effective on the 27th day of March, A.D. 1962.

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Spring will officially begin
at 9:30 p.m., Tuesday, March
20, reminds Associate Prof.
Hazel M. Losh of The Univer-
sity of Michigan Astronomy
Department.

The sun will then reach the
vernal equinox, or cross the
equator -on its way north, the
U-M astronomer explains.

However, the official be-
ginning of the season will be
nearly six hours later than
last year. This is so because
“the year's length is an un-
even number of days, 365.
2422 to be exact,” Professor
Losh says.

Since Dec. 21, the sun has
trekked northward at the rate
of about a degree a day. It
has risen and set south of the
equator for the last six
months, explains Professor
Losh.

On the day of the equinox,

however, the sun will shine
vertically over the earth's
equator, and both hemis-

pheres of the earth will share
the sunshine, about equally
that day.

As the sun moves north-
ward, it will not only lengthen
the daylight hours, but also
bring warmer weather.

Contrary to what many be-
lieve, the day and night will
not be exactly equal on_the
day of the equinox. Says Pro-
fessor Losh: ““The length of
time between sunrise and sun-
set will be a few minutes
longer than from the sun's
setting to its rising because
of the refraction or bending

of the sun's rays by the
earth's atmosphere.”
The day and night are more

nearly equal on Saturday
(March 17), three days before
the equinox.

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I haven't drifted into politics in this column
because of the danger of getting so involved

that it might become a regular habit. However. |-

I am inclined to take issue with Republican tax
leaders in Lansing on their consistent insistence
of levying nuisance taxes as a method of get-
ting the State through another year...so to
speak.
