An experiment which
may eventually lead to a
breéakthrough in teaching

ral palsy to creep and
ge‘i‘haps walk is being
undertaken at the Plym-
outh State Home and
Training School with the
volunteer help of 58 Ply-
mouth High School stu-
dents.

The project, which is
winning both state and
nation-wide attention,
started March 5 and is
scheduled to end June 30.
Ahd, according to George
Andrews, director of phy-
sical therapy at the State
Home, results of the ef-
fort so far have been
“downright drastic.”

IN SHORT. the project calls
for the forcing of the level
of development of a brain-
damaged child. By manually
giving a child a set of exer-
cises which *a normal child
can learn himself, the cere-
bral palsy infant may be able
to develop the basic move-
ments.

12 Plymouth High School jun-
iors and seniors reports to
the State Home's hospital.
There are six children in the
experiment, ranging from
““moderate’’ to “‘severe’’ cases
of cerebral palsy. There are
303 children at the State
Home with cerebral palsy
alone.

The student crews work
from 3 to 5 p.m. after school.
On Saturdays they report at
10 am. and on Sundays at

1 p.m.

SICKING UP the children
from their beds in their ward,
the students carry them to the

ayroom at the end of the

1. These children range in
age up to six years —  but
they look only half their age.

They cannot talk. Most of
them cannot even get up on
their knees. At the start of
the experiment, some would
hardly move, They all must
be féd and their diapers
changed.

On what is technically
called a ‘‘neurological organi-
zation schedule,’’ the children
are each given a series of
exercises. The idea first
came out of Philadelphia, but
no experiments were carried
out to completion.
