.. What can you write about when you're in and out
of a hospital and feeling lousy? Not much, except
perhaps a few words about the hospital where your
main interest is concentrated at the time.

‘To while away the hours of this examination, I did
manage to garner a few facts about the great Univer-
sity Hospital that I hadn’t known b e f o r e and they
may be interésting to you.

The U: of M. Hospital was the first chartered uni-
versity hospital. It is mainly a referral hespital
where doctors throughout this part of the country re-
fer specialized cases for specialized diagnesis and
treatment. However, it does maintain an emergency
service where anyone may go, of their own volition,
at any time. Findings of University doctors are re-
layed back to the referring physician and general
information of interest to the profession is relayed to
all doctors from time to time.

It lacks nothing in the way of equipment and will
compare favorably as one of the best equipped and
finest /staffed institutions of its kind in the world. It
sees on the average of 1,000 patients a day and has on
its regular staff three employees for each patient. It
provides beds for 1,017 patients, and during the last
few months its facnlltles are over-taxed and there is
a waiting period for admittance. Room costs average
from $20 to $40 a day.

—_The hospital operates on a 15 million dollar
budget of which 659 goes into payroll. The total
operation is self supporting except for new buildings
and the neuropsychiatric department. These are

e hospital provides food for some 4,500 employees
afid visitors who eat in the cafeteria or snack bar. To
give you an idea of the immensity of the food
giiantities we learned through Mrs. Hu g h Jarvis,
head of the instruction department ior dieticians, and

inicidentally, the wife of the new owner of Papes’ Gift|°
¥k Dinner guests at the Ful-

Shop here in Plymouth, that food in the followin
guantities is used in the kitchens. About 520 pounds o
coffee a week, and by the day 2,700 half pints of regu-
lar milk and 900 half pints of other milks, 140 loaves
of bread, 75 dozen rolls, and for desserts some 5,000
Dixie cups a week.

~ The University laundry does four million pounds
of laundry a year for the hospital, and nurses and
dectors use well over a half million hypedermic
needles each year on their patients. (We'can accpunt
for three in our several days there.)

The hospital has its own compounding pharmacy
and such items as camel’s hair and pig's hair and
dandruff are in regular demand for allergy extract
serums. :

Blue Cross now pays over 50% of the total pa-
tients’ bills, and, because of insurance, m o r e and
more people are looking to hospitals for services. In
the last 40 years hospitals have become curative in-
stitutions. Previously it was almest unheard of for
a woman to go to a hospital to have a baby and most
people sent to a hospital were there to die. Today this
whole program has changed. Almost all women have
their babies in a hospital, and hospitals now return
the majority of patients to health with the aids of

odern methods and drugs. A hospital visit is
frightening to meost of us but, most certainly if one is
‘ailing, the earlier the visit the better the chances for
recovery. If, in your case, an examination is recom-
mended or a physical examination is due, don’t put it

off.
