It was
reported that much of the
litter is caused when persons
seeking empty boxes rum-
mage through the rubbish be-
hind the stores.
City Manager Albert Glass-
ford said that the group rec-
ommended construction o {
three storage areas in ithe
Central Parking lot which
would be locked. These stor-
age areas, made of fencing
and sheet metal, would pre-
vent rummaging.

They
Irealized that their capture
would mean their death, yet
this did not stop them.
I It was this same spirit that
imotivated the American col-
onists to fight for their free-
ldom in the Revolutionary
War. But is this spirit alive
[today? Are we in any danger
of losing our freedom? Many
Arnencans have eonsidered
these questions and concluded
aff:rmauvely that our free-
| dom is in danger. They point
to the growing threat of com-
munism. I, too, an concerned
with this danger. However,
I am even more concerned
that our freedom is being en-
dangered by an unsuspected
attack from within. The at-
tacking force is the very at-
titude of our own people.

How many of your friefds
voted in the last local elec-
tion? The records show that
only 38 per cent of the regis-
tered voters cast ballots. And
how many know who their
congressional representatives
are? How many could name
even five of their Constitu-
tional freedoms? I think
you'd be disappointed with
the results of such a survey
for they indicate that many
Americans are béecoming
complacent with their free-
dom. They've simply become
accustomed to 1t and have

fugotten that it requires con-
tinual effort by every citizen
for democracy to succeed.
When this effort ceases to be
made, the governmeht leaves
the citizens’ jurisdiction and
is very likely to fall into sub-
versive hands. The people

-|will have lost their freedom

before they realize it. Per-
haps this apathetic attitude is
not widespread now, but I
do feel that any such indica-
tion portends danger to our
freedom.

The other disturbing sign
that I've noticed is a growing
lack of patriotism. I do not
expect an American to daily
testify his love of country for
I realize that this is not a
true measure of a person’s
patriotism. But I do wonder
why so many American sol-
diers succumbed to the Com-
munists when captured in|
Korea and why so many
