With the opening of Frank-
lin, Bentley “loses” two of its

“All of us have reason to be proud of it. On a per capita
basis we have more boys playing baseball under organized
conditions than any other city in Michigan.”

Girardin paused for a few moments as he dipped into his
desk and came up with a folder containing some vital statistics
dealing with baseball in the city of Livonia.

“We'll have almost 300 teams in operation this summer,”
Girardin continued. “They'll keep upwards of 4,000 boys busy.

“Only Detroit has a recreation baseball program which
involves more youngsters. But then Detroit has something
like 20 times more folks than does Livonia. Se you see that,
averaged out, we have far more boys per every 100 engaged
in baseball than does Detroit.”
