Hundreds of voters at

the Gallimore School pre-
cinct felt their way down
dark hallways and voted
by the light of flashlights
and lanterns late Monday
when lightening struck the
main electric power cable
during a violent thunder-
storm.

Power to the school in Can-

ton Township was disrupted
at 4:26 p.m. when a tighten-
ing bolt hit the power line
pole beside the building. De-
troit Edison crews, working
all night. found a hole burned
in the underground cable

i where the bolt apparently was
released into the ground.
Power was not restored until

5 p.m. Tuesday.

Voters felt their ways down
the dark hallways as dusk
set in. Voting was slowed
down, and when the polls
closed at 8 p.m., there were
some 100 people in line. They
were, of course, allowed to
vote but it was near 9 p.m.
when the last voter went
through.

As a Detroit Edison crew
attempted to restore power,
School Building and Grounds
Supervisor Thomas Kelly
tried to obtain temporary
lighting Calling Plymouth
Township firemen, he found
their generator was being re-
paired but they suggeited
calling Canton Township fire·
men.
