
Suburbs Seek Amendments by 'Initi ative'
Petitions TO Figh/ Detroit Tax

Petitions will be circulated among suburban
voters through the rarely-used Initiative process. this
newspaper learned this week, to try to stop Detroit's
collection of an income tax trom those who work there
but live outside.

The petition would require the plarilix of
proposed Constitutional amendments on the hal-
lot. to become actual law if approved by a major-
ity of the voten.

Mavor Han·ev Moelke of Livonia disclosed the
new strategy plans today. He has been active in the
Vigilance Committee of Suburban officials which has
been fichtincc 'hr Dernit tar for manv weeks. He said

petitions would at·rive from the printers and appear
in about a month.

The ''Vigilantes" also. on Moelke's motion. voted
to carry their legal [ight to the Supreme Court, ap-
pealing a recent decision bv Circuit Judge Neal Fitz-
Irraid which condoned Detroit's taxing of employes
who work there but live elsewhere.

Under the State Constitution. proposed amend-
ments to the cohstitution must be placed on the ballot
if petitions bearing the required number of signatures
are presented to the Secretary of State four months
prior to the proposed election. The >ignatures must
equal 10 percent of the total vote for Governor in the

last election. (An alternate method to get amendments
to the ballot is for both hollheS to pass such propo>als
b.v a two-thirds majoritv.)

Initiative is a difficult process hecatise of the
large number of signattireb required. The subur-
han "Vigilantec" are dealing with large population
grouth. honever. and appear ti, be rather weli
organi,ed.

Actually two amendments will be proposed.
1. One u,ould prohibit a City len·ing income taxes

ailainst persons with legal residence elsewhere.
2. Another measure woud permit communities.

villages, and townships to len· such taxes upon their

own citizens. Today Townships (such as Redford and
Pl>·mouth) have no legal power to len· such taxes,
and hence are unable to "retaliate" against Detroit. tf
they should so desire.

The 'Bowman Bill" which passed the legislature
would have forbid Detroit taxing suburbanites. but it
was vetoed by Governor Swainson. and in the legis-
latin·e insufficient votes werr mustered to override
the veto.

The Governor cannot veto any amendments ap-
proved by the voters at an election.

The earliest the amendments would get to the
ballot would be next September.
