As reported in detail on Page One of this newspaper
todav, the Board of Trustees of the local community
College has given itself about a two week breathing
spell before it decides where to locate this important
new campus

While the actual announcement doesn’t say so, the
trustees privately hope that during the interim some-
body comes forth with a site which is more satisfactory
(in all respects) than any they now are considering.
At the moment they feel boxed.

Right now the “preferred” site is one in North-
ville Township, though the individual trustees might
deny this, if you asked a direct question. This site is
ideal in many ways, but politically it's dynamite.
Everybody involved wants to avoid a civil war on
the community college plan; there's no telling what

damage might be wrought if the voters become en-
raged. And yet—there are handeuffing problems.

When the community college plan began, it was
hoped it would include two Redford Township school
districts, which have meant a larger tax base against
which to assess the one tax mill. It also was assumed
that the college would be able to float bonds over a 30
year period, as other school districts. Instead, it later
was discovered that the college state law permits only
20 year financing. And Redford voters chose not to par-
ticipate

When all the facts were assembled, the trustees
decided they*could afford only $250,000 for land, com-
plete with all fringe costs. They also decided they needed
100 acres. That means they can pay $2,500 per acre, or
less -

On the surface, this “budget” figure of $2,500 wipes
out every possible site except those in the more remote
and sparsely populated areas of the District. In all of
Livonia, for example,there 1sn’t a single parcel of 100
acres where the asking price today is less than $4,000.
One Livonia site being considered consists of 65 acres
bought by the Livonia school board (at Farmington and
Six Mile roads) a few vears ago for about $3,500. The

Livonia Board will sell at their exact cost. but the 20/

acres adjacent to the site (and needed to complete a
100 acre package) carry a price tag of $5,500 per acre.

With
week found themselves giving really serious thought to
only two locations: the one in Northville and another in
Canton Township (which is part of the Plymouth school
district.) Both of these are in the proper price range.

But the Canton site appears to have some drain-
age problems, and it sits in the southwest corner of
the college district, in wide open farm country, far
from the center of population, and remote from the
voters which launched the college.

Location-wise, the Northville site (north of Five
Mile road, at Bradner, just north of Plymouth Town-
ghip) is better than that in Canton, and it is high, gently
rolling and attractive

Nonetheless, to go there would be to put the highly-
valuable asthetic community asset in a community
which doesn’t pay a nickle toward support of the college

—one, in fact, which chose to abstain when invited to!

participate.

To go to Northville Township for the site would
be a raw betrayal of the voters, a breach of faith
and trust. It would be better to wait a year or so
before proceeding with construction, than te lunge
into a decision so unfair and unsatisfactory. Our
own phone has rang constantly during the past
week with protests from citizens who feel likewise.

So. where do we swand?

The Trustees, feeling considerably frustrated, have
appealed to anyone and everyvone to suggest something
that would meet the needs and stay inside the budget.

In Livonia’s City Hall at this hour there is a flurry
of activity, with the Mayor and Council and department
heads all searching and checking sites, and going to
their owners to see if satisfactory price terms can't be
engineered. If government consessions are needed, the
Livonia council appears in a mood to grant anything
reasonable.

There is hope that some subdividers might be
inclined to be charitable, knowing in the long run
the college campus would benefit their sale of
homes. Ferhaps a business firm will subsidize the
land purchase. Maybe a purchase can be developed
where the original payment is low, with easy, long-
term options on portions of the property.

For the future, it is certain the basic state Com-
munity College law will be changed to permit longer-
term borrowing, among other things.

In any event, August 1 is a deadline, and the picture
will be clearer by then.

If you happen to read the cover story of Time
magazine, July 6 about Eugene Ferkauf (means sell
in Yiddish) and add up the facts you might come up
with the 18th E. J. Korvette, Inc. discount depart-
ment store right in the ole Detroit suburbs..

In 14 years he has gone from $4,000 capital to a $230
million dollar sales spreading out in the Northeastern
area, which could include us.

His philosophy is the usual discount way, discard
costly frills, lure with low prices, low profit, much
volume, This of course has proven a tried and true way.
According to the New York experts the reason he has
taken the lead is based on his personal drive, and being
able to read trends. He absolutely refuses to be bogged
down with details, hires others for this, and then trusts
them. He saves himself for the pure thoughts on the
big picture—such as picking the right spots in suburbia
so he can carry out his ambition “to do all the merchan-
dising business in the U.S."”

His conception of discount is not quite the usual
pipe-racks, cement floor. No, he feels atmosphere, carpet-
ing, crystal chandeliered display rooms, piped-in music
will inspire the music of a ringing cash register—and
so far he has come out of the merchandise jungle as
King.

As the mystery unfolds in Redford we shall perhaps
get a chance to view this new giant that has managed
almost single-handedly to stir the traditional stores into
revising their philosophy.

From what I have read of the man, if this area is
to be the chosen spot it is because a thorough study has
been made of ourselves, our pocket-books, and our tastes
and it was decided by Ferkauf and “his Brooklyn boys”
that we are an up and coming group and then, of course,
there may be hope for all of us.

In the midst of all the excitement it will create, 1
can’'t help worry a bit about the Mom and Pop stores
and what will happen to them. As for the large tradi-
tional store, there will always be those of us who like
more personal attention, instead of watching for some-
one to lay down the merchandise to grab it, we like our
spools of thread delivered, and goodness gracious, we
like to take it back if we change our mind when we
get home.

Parents in the out-Wayne
County communities were urg-
ed by Dr. Joseph G. Molner,
county health commissioner, to
make polio shots a family affair
as he announced the opening of
the Wayne County Health De-
partment’'s summer immuniza-
tion clinic program in this area
July 24, 25, 26, 27, 28.

Before the program ends on
August 24, clinics: will have
been held in 22 locations in out-
Wayne County, Dr. Molner said.

Reminding parents that less
than 40 percent of the popula-
tion have received polio vac-
cine, Dr. Molner said that be-
ginning at age three months
everyone needs this protection.
Three shots give some protec-
tion, and a fourth, a year or
more later gives better protec-
tion. Continuation of this pro-
tection with a booster every two
to five years thereafter is
recommended by most medical
authorities.

One dollar is charged to cover
the expense of the service, but
persons may pay whatever they
can afford. No one will be turn-
ed away for lack of money, Dr,
Molner said.

Children between three
months and six years old can
receive the “four-way” shot, of-
fering protection against diph-
theria, whooping caugh. lock-
jaw and polio. Youngsters six
through 15 can get the “three-
way" shot for protection against
diphtheria and lockjaw as well

as polio. The painless hypospray
gun will be used by nurses ad-
ministering the shots.
