One decision Jast week by the supreme court of our
sovereign State was a shot heard 'round the poli-f
tical world of Michigan. The single inflammatory act |
has ignited the most bitter party warfare within recent
memory, and, it’s just starting.

It could not be otherwise. Fundamental principles
of the American form of self-government are involved.
The power of a court over our lives is being examined.

So must be the question of whether a single political |
clement (labor) situated in a single metropolitan area |
shall hold rigid control in governing a big and diversi-|
fled State. |

This is getting down to raw meat. The question |
no longer is one of polite political science about the |
best “formula” for “apportioning” the legislative
seats. Courtesy has been replaced by bare knuckles.

Part of the issue is whether a supreme court can
jab this far into basic forms of self-government and |
still get away with it,

Four Democrat-nominated justices provided a one-
vote court majority over three Republican-nominated
Justices in the decision. Despite the usual attempt by the |
court to appear “judicial,” fair, non-partisan and anti-
septic, the fangs of political pit-fighting were completely |
exposed to all watchers.

By this decision, the court ordered the legislature |
to create new state senate districts,

It set a deadline—something like 22 legislative days
—or else . , .

Or else the next senate election will be held “at
large,” which would mean that every voter in Mich-
igan would have to examine a list of several hundred
names, vote for 34, and the top 34 would be “sen-
ators,” irrespective of where they live or whom
they represent. ;

The "at large” election won't be held only if the
Jegislature is able (in 22 days) to re-district in a way|
found agreeable to the four Democrat judges. Their
terms are stiff. They want many new senate seats cre-
ated in the heavily-Democratic metropolitan areas and |
many eliminated in the sparsely populated areas up
state.

As most voters know, under both federal and state |
constitutions, the House of Representatives is based on |
a “straight population” theory—one seat for a certain|
number of voters.

But the Senate traditionally is a different kind of
body, set up to “check” the population strength of the
House. The Senate is intended to represent area, as well
as population. It is a guarantee for minority interests.
Rhode Island has a couple of votes in the U.S. Senate,
despite its tiny size. The Upper Peninsula has two or
three in the State Senate, though the population is
sparse there.

In recent years the State Senate has been a
source of great infuriation because it has blocked
much Democratic legislation and because it has
tended to show an indifference to proposals with
metropolitan origins,

Everyone agrees the Senate needs correction to be |
properly “apportioned.” But the only question until now |
has been “how much correction?”

This was a prime matter at the Constitutional Con-
vention, and a new plan was to have been presented the |
voters when that document gets to the ballot. Other pro- |
posals appear from time to time in the legislature itself. |

The Supreme Court Democrats decided they were
unable to wait. They ruled to ramrod through “their
plan” right now.

Curiously, as a legal point, the present make-up
of the legislature was approved by the voters them-
selves, on a ballot in 1952. The Court in effect is
saying that the voters themselves were “unconsti-
tutional,” that their wisdom is inferior to that of
the court, ’

The Board whiffed in April
when it asked voters to approve
a 72 mill proposal — it fan-
ned again in June when it pre-
sented a 5'2 millage package,

Monday's election has been
termed a “go for broke” deal

Should voters veto the propo-
sal, then the Board will have to
operate during the coming
school yvear with $350,000 less
than for the past year and $450,-
000 less than the amount setup
in the propesed budget.

Dietitians at The
University of Michigan Medical
Center say that food cooked in
large quantities can, and should,
keep that home-cooked flavor.

The U-M food specialists use
a test kitchen to develop new
recipes, right down to minute
details of preparation, season-
ing, and methods and times of
cooking. They then convert to
the larger quantities needed to
feed some 4,000 patients and
employees.

Combined with the right
equipment and skilled cooks,
this method should provide
quality food in large quantity,
they claim.

Better you unburden yourself,
pitch a fit, break a glass, tell it and then forget it. THEY
say once a problem is told, rehashed and the bees are
out of the box, this unleases the lightning inside than
can cause fatal damage. It makes sense.

On this theory Ida Nairn, Dorothy Finney from
Plymouth and I were the guests of Jean Campau in
her Redford Township home, After talking over the
problems of the world through a delicious luncheon,
enjoying a tear or two for the good ole days, we all
felt better and decided we would never any of us have
an ulcer.

Teasing aside, there is a whole movement based
on this theory of “talking out” your troubles. It is called
“Recovery Incorporated” and is self-therapy. It is based
on the doctrine of Dr. Abraham Lowe of Chicago, where
“Recovery” started.

The first step is to acknowledge the problem. All
of the people involved are recovering or being treated
for nervous or mental disorders.

The group meets weekly, uses text books and listens
to tapes by Dr. Lowe. They also give testimonies of
personal experiences they share. It is not only comfort-
ing to know there are others, it is salvation.

Marge Rhinesmith, leader of the Livonia group,
says the first meeting is the hardest, but when the
person next to you speaks, and you meet others and
talk over mutual problems, you quickly get rid of
the long-time stigma created by lack of communi-
cation and ignorance of nervous disorders.

There is a group in almost every community. They
remain fairly anonymous. They welcome all who care
to attend. Newcomers do not have to be screened. If
you attend, you are welcome. Most all doctors recom-
mend “Recovery Inc.”

You may attend any group you find convenient.

If you're familiar with the DRC operations in recent years,
week day races have started at 3:30 p.m. with the Saturday and
holiday programs at 2 o'clock.

Indications are that next year will see a 2 o'clock start
every day in the week in the hopes of stimuating more interest—
fanwise and betting wise.

The wagering and the crowds have been down slightly this
year, compared to 1961, and DRC bosses feel that wtih the earlier
weekday starts they can lure more folks from the east side of
Detroit who now hesitate to make the hike to Livonia and not
get home before 7 or 8. This is especially true for the house
wives.

When the betting is down at the tracks, lots of folks suffer,
besides the operators of the vast DRC plant.

The state's cut is reduced along with the area's. There is
less money to dish out for purses and when the horse owners
can't collect the cash they like at one track, they go elsewhere.

All of which explains why a couple of eastern tracks
have received permission to try night racing during August
and September—a step which will lure the eyes of the DRC,
