Citizens who homes border Plymouth road are
aflame again with opposition to building Drive-In
movies on sites along that thoroughfare.

At the moment, there's not a single Drive-In theater
exists in this area, with the Town theater at W. Chicago
and Telegraph recently having been sold for a large
discount department store.

But. instead of just building a single theater. at the
moment thert are FIVE difterent proposals alive in
Livonia. Two indoor theaters are being built on Pty-
mouth road. Three different applications are on the
table for drive-ins.

It's obvious to everybody. including the appli-
cants, that the whole batch is far more than the I

public can support. Still, nobody wants to he first to
throw in his hand and so all the players are going
to the finish in the epenhive poker.

Facts and Opinions contends, along with many
citizens, that Plymouth road is an improper location for
a Drive-In movie.

Still, it has been decreed by the State Supreme:
Court that theaters are entitled to operate somewhere '
within a community.

Wouldn't there be merit in the local planning
commissions developing a new category of zoning,
"outdoor amusement". and placing it on the com-
munity's master plan? Ideally, it would be on the
exterior of the community with niajor road,» for
access. and well removed from residential property.

It seems that this might answer some legal require-
ments. There would, legally, be a "place" for drive-in
theaters, but it wouldn't be just anyplace where a specu-
lator happened to want to build.

In it. the Governor was asked if he would please i
consider some State "enabling legislation" which would
permit towns such as Plymouth, Canton, Redford and
Livonia to require new subdividers to dedicate open
space for park purposes.

Michigan has no such law but other states do. Min-
nesota's statue. for example, says: "In appropriate plots
to be developed for residential use the governing bodv of
any municipality shall have the power to approvethe I
same as herein provided. and may require that a portion
of such land of sufficient size and character be set aside
and dedicated to the public for use as parks and play-
grounds."

It's a worthy objective. It's the easiest way to pre-
vent large areas from being turned into endiess columns
of -row housing." In the long run, it will raise and main-
tain property values-not to mention giving youngsters
someplace to play.

Like everything worthwhile, it won't come free.
Such "open space' 'inevitably would reflect itself in the
price of the homes in the subdivision. Which is satis-
factory-they would be worth more.
