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Nearly Paid-in-Full, $817,000 School Ready to Open
When the new Junior High School-

West opens its doors for the first time
on Sept. 6, most of the $817,750 unit
will be paid for.

And because the structure is being
built on a pay-as-you-go basis, inter-
est payments amounting to almost
$200,000 will be saved.

WORKMEN ARE busy this week
moving furniture and equipment into
the Plymouth School District's newest
building located 'At Sheldon Rd. and
Ann Arbor Trail. Because work on the
building was ahead of schedule, the
school district will have no trouble

getting the building ready for the first
day of classes.

There will be around 430 pupils at-
tending school there this year. Of
these, 90 will be sixth graders and
360 will be seventh graders.

All seventh graders in the systenn
will attend the Junior High-West,
while the sixth graders will be the
overflow caused by the closing of the
outlying schools in Canton Township.

When the second phase of the
building is opened in 1964, both the
Junior High-East and West will have
comparative programs, both having
seventh, eighth and ninth graders.

THE NEW Junior High was built
in two phases in order +to save tax-
payers money. In 1960. the Board of
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Education submitted to voters a pro-
posal to establish a Building and Site
Sinking Fund. It called for five mills
for five years with proceeds to be used
to construct buildings as the money
canne in.

The projection estimated that the
Sinking Fund will bring in $2,600,000
during its five years.

If a bond issue for 14 years had
been floated for the same amount,
interest would have cost $600.000. This

savings, the Board estimated, would
build another elementary school.
-(In contrast, Livonia sells 29-year

bonds. For every dollar borrowed,
$1 in interest will be paid during the
life of the bonds.)

Voters approved establishment of
the fund, 1,322 to 835.

BECAUSE THE five mills yields
around $500,000 eack year, it was not

possible to build a complete Junior

High all at once, so the plan, as pro-
mised before the 1960 election, called
for building the structure in two
phases. Several times the Board has
issued short-term notes to borrow

money ahead on anticipated tax col-
lection so that construction work could
continue.

With the first phase costing $817,750
(plus equipment) the interest saving
on this building is nearly $200.000.
There was some interest on the short-
term notes, but these were sold at
very low rates. and the money from
these notes is drawing higher interest
while deposited in the bank. The last
of these notes will be paid by next
March - meaning that phase 1 of the
Junior High - West will be paid-in-
full at that time.

It is estimated that the two phases
of the building will cost a total of
$1,688,200. The Junior High-East was

built five years ago at a cost of
$1,749.838. While the Junior High-East
haN 34 teaching stations, Junior High-
West will have 3G.

Besides the first phase of the new
Junior High, ]·evenue from the Build-
ing and Site Sinking Fund has been
used to rehabilitate the High School
and build additions to several elemen-

tary schools.

The front of the Junior High-West
faces Anti Arbor Trail. Walking
through the front door, the visitor
finds an attractive hallway which is
actually the only "showy" part of the
buildine. Several punes of colored
glass, some wood paneling and fancy
lights sets the· eiltrance off from other
hallways in the building.

TliE MAIN ENTRANCE is in front

of the gymnasium, which will un-
doubtedly be used for numerous com-
munity functions.

This part of the building is one
story, although the gym is as high
as the adjacent two-floor wing. The
one floor section also contains the

boiler room. When the second phase
is built, a removable wall will be
opened to easily move in the sec·ond
boiler

"We first planned the whole bufld-
ing Wnd then chopped it in half for
the two phases," Building and
Grounds Superintendent Tho nias
Kelly pointed out. Kelly has heen in-
specting the building a 1 in o b t daily
since it was started and states that

the workman%hip is very good.
The first unit also has the <·lec-

for connection when the second phase
is built.

ONE OF THE "luxury" items one
might find are the terrazzo floors in
all hallways. Classroom floors are
vinyl asbestos. Kelly notes that the
terrazzo floors are definitely more ex-
pensive to lay, but estimates that
they will pay for themselves in five
years because of nnaintenance sav-
ings. "If they ever get bad, all we
have to do is finish grind them and
they are like new." The present High
School still has its terrazzo floors that

were installed when the building was
erected 44 years ago.

"We have also used built-in color

wherever possible," Kelly asserted.
By this he means that material is
used where color is part of the ma-
terial and does not need painting.

There are 20 classrooms in the
two-floor level. Some of them are

extra-large and will be divided in half
when the second phase is finished.

These include the industrial arts,
home economics, study and library
rooms.

ON THE FIRST floor, the visitor
will find two temporary music rooms,
the temporary library, home econom-
ics and industrial arts rooms and four

other classrooms. Three of these

first floor rooms are for sixth graders.
The office, a teachers room and a
temporary kitchen are .also on this
floor.

On the second floor is a latge study
hall, a temporary art room,and nine

lish, science, math and social studies.

Between 10 of the rooms are small

"conference and project" rooms
where students working on special
projects or needing special help can
work apart from the main group.

There will be nine teachers from
Junior High-East transferred to the
new Junior High. Some teachers will
divide their time between the now
schools. Also spending some time at
theo new building will be two Senior
High teachers, band director James
Griffith and vocal director Fred Net-
son.

THERE ARE 52,864 square feet in
Phase 1.

Phase 2 is to have 32,790 square
feet, costing another $575,300.

The second phase will have four
one-floor wings extending from the
present unit. One wing will have the
music room, a cafetorium and food
service rooms; another will be the
library and administrative offices;
another will be the industrial arts

shop and art roonn; and the fourth
will include a home economies sec-

tion, science labs and a special educa-
tion room.

The school is designed for 1,000
pupils.

Because of the coordination need-

ed between both Junior Highs during
the Phase 1 operation, William Hard-
ing will serve as principal of both
schools. He will be assisted by one

Van Dyke noted that life
policies are issued in three
main categories: a retire-
ment policy. a straight life
or wholr lifr policy and term
insurance.

The
third is like renting a house,
and is not issued beyond age
