But Supt.

Fulfilling a promise of cost
of living increases for profes-
sional and non-professional em-
ployes if voters approved the
o-mill levy, the Plymouth Com-
munity School Board boosted
the pay of teachers $100 and
that of other workers, in the
non-professional class, $75 in a
special meeting last Wednes-
day

The professional group in-
cludes all under contracts and
the non-professional workers
are those in maintenance, cleri-
cal, transportation and cus-
todial ranks

In addition, the Board grant-
ed a $100 living cost hike to
Melvin Blunk. assistant super-
intendent in charge of business

affairs, and to Carvel Beniley,
principal of Plymouth High
School

William Harding, who was
named supervising principal
of the two junior high schools,
received a salary adjustment
of 8250 in lieu of the addi-
tional responsibilities he will
assume at the start of the
school term.

Harding has been serving as
principal of the junior high east

In fact., all employes of the
School District received pay
increases with the exception of
Supt. Russell Isbister who is
starting the second year of a
three-year contract. He was
granted a $500 hike a year ago. |

“The fact that we didn't give
a pay increase to Supt. Isbister
isn't a reflection of confidence.”
Board President Gerald Fischer |
quickly pointed out, “he is on
the second year of his contract
and we did give him a sizeable
boost a year ago. However, as
with all emploves at the ad-
ministration level. his contract
is open to discussion each year
at the start of the fiscal year.

“The Board has made its de-
cision this year and the contract
won't be reopened until next |
June but we felt that since an
increase had been granted in
1961 when the three-vear pact
was signed, we would wait until |
1963 for review and allow the
figure to stand.”

Isbister's contract calls for
an annual salary of $17,000. |
The boosts to others in the |
administrative level, places
Blunk at $11,850, Bentley at
$11850 and Harding at
$11,250.

1. Make your own roadside emergency
kit and always carry it in your trunk. [t
could save you a lot of trouble someday.
Your kit should include: a spare fan belt,
a strong tow rope, a gallon can of water, a
Hashlight with extra batteries, pliers, screw-
driver, and several wrenches.

2. Check both your spare tire and jack.
A flat tire is usually more annoying than
serious. But it can leave you stranded if
your spare is flat or your jack doesn't work.
So always have the air pressure in your
spare checked at the same time as the rest
of your tires. And make sure your jack is in
good working order.

3. Find out where your car fuses are lo-
cated. Your car has fuses that do the same
job as the ones in your home. And they're
just as easy to replace if you know where
to find them.

4. Hide a spare ignition key in your car,
If you've ever lost your keys in the back
country, you know how important this is.

8. Try these tips if a stuck wheel nut keeps
you from changing a tire.

a) Make sure you're turning the lug
wrench the right way. Some cars have
right-hand threads. Others have left-
hand threads. And they're not always
clearly marked.

b) Give astuck nut a few sharp raps with
a hammer or rock. (Be careful not to
hit any exposed lug threads). Then try
the wrench again. If the nut still re-
fuses to budge, try turning the wrench

with a sudden snapping motion.

9. Try “rocking out” when you're stuck
in mud or sand. Put the car in reverse and
apply power gently. As soon as the wheels
start to spin, reduce power and shift into

forward gear. Ease forward until the wheels

spin again. With each back and forth rock,
your car should go a little further—until
you're out of trouble.
