Cass Hough
Demonstrates

New Propellant
A revolutionary new pro-

pellant for a rifle was demon-
ftrated by Cass Hough, presi-
dent of Daisy Manufacturing
Co., before a group of secu-
rity dealers in Dallas, Tex.
recently.

Daisy, formerly located in
Plymouth. is now in Rogers,
Ark.

Hough refused to reveal
exactly how the explosive
charge worked or what it was
composed of, for he said it
was still in the development
stage. However, he said
Daisy would have a rifle on
the market next year using .
the propellant, according to
an article from a Dallas

newspaper.

A thick layer of the pro-
pellant. which appeared to
be a small wad of cotton, is
attached ditectly to the bul-
let. The bullet is inserted in

the rifle and a firing mech-
anism (which is also a Daisy
secret ) ignites the propellant.

Hough fired a .22 caliber
bullet through a thick pine
board to demonstrate the pro-
pellent's power.

-No extraction mechanism

is necessary because there is
nothing left in the barrel. The
propellant ignites and leaves
no residue," said the former
Plyrnouthite.

To demonstrate this, he
placed a piece of the cottony
white propellent on a piece of
paper und lighted it with a
match. It disappeared with
a puff of white smoke, leav-
ing nothing on the paper.

He told the audience that

major selling points of the
new propellant are that it
eliminates shell casings and
is about 80 per cent cheaper
than conventional ammunt-

tion.

In preparation for the rigors of the fourth-coming hockey
school, the 17 Plymouth candidates have been taking part
in a special physical training session here during the past
few weeks. Directed by six Plymouth men, all of whom
are familiar faces within the local hockey program, the
special training here is devoted almost exclusively to the
development of leg muscles and breathing capacity.

According to Jim McKindles, who has personally chap-
eroned Plymouth's recreation hockey program since its in-
fancy four years ago, the pre-school work-outs will give
the 17 Plymouth students a running start when it comes
to actual on-the-ice hockey instruction in Toronto.

McKindles, whose age has crept up on him over the
past 40 years, assured that the work-outs here were not
simply for fun.

In Toronto. the boys will be bill•ted within walking
distance of Heather Arena, where the hockey instruction
will take place. The homo of Toronio's Metropolitan Ice
Skaing School. Heather Arena is a massive facility with
the actual ice surface alone measuring 200 feet by 85 feet.
