Authorlty On ‘Hostas’ Is LivoniaMa

Snuggled in the southeast
corner of Livonia is a unique
garden, bounding in hostas and
Asiatic trees.

Twenty-seven years ago, Mr.
and Mrs. Gus F. Krossa bought
theii acre and a half homestead
at 9390 Cardwell. With 16
beech trees on the property, the
problem was to grow a garden
in the shade.

“] wanted a hobby plant,”
says Gus, “I wanted to own all
the possible varieties of that
specie, so | chose hostas. They
grow in shade, have about 70
varieties. Someone with small
acreage can grow one of a kind
without requiring a staff of
men to look after them.”

Gus now owns about 50 of
those 70 varieties. He believes
it to be “the largest collection
of hostas in one place in the
United States.”

What are hostas? Very
likely you have them in your
garden, equally likely you
don't know what they are
named.

They are commonly called
plantain lilies or August lilies.
Hostas are primarily foliage
plants. They generally have
large, usually heart-shaped
leaves. The greens vary and may
be stripped with white. The
leaves of some varities curl.
They do flower. Most have mul-
tiple purple bell-shaped blos-
soms on long slender stalks,
some have white blooms.

The grouping of the hostas un-
der the trees, and around the

den a cool, refreshing glow.

“Then 1 had the idea to grow
some rare and unusual plants,”
says congenial Gus Krossa, a
former Detroit Creamery em-
ployee, now retired.

A man who likes to see ldeas
bear fruit—some literally—Gus
Krossa, through a gardening ca-
‘talogue, made contact with a
seed - bearing Chinese pen - pal.
This was before 1936. In ex-
change for seeds from Chinese
trees, he sent seeds of American
maples, elderberry, mountain
ash, etc,

Now, about 25 years later,
the Chinese Dove tree, tall
above the house, mingles
leaves with the American
beech. The rare samples of
Asiatic magnolias attract bot-
anists from throughout Michi-
gan. The Chinese rubber tree
and the Aslatic cork tree prove
interesting specimens, es do
the Chinese variations of the
maple, sumac and tamarack
trees. Decorating the garden
is the Japanese Empress tree,
the Himilayan pine, the fringe
iree, to name but a few of the
1200 specimens of flowers,
shrubs, and trees that Gus
Krossa has thriving here in
Livonia. All are neatly cata-
logued.

Dr. Walter Koelz, botanist at
the University of Michigan, is
a frequent visitor at the Krossa

home, along with other botan-
ists, various garden clubs, stu-
dents and interested citizens.

I have many Asiatic plants
here," says Gus. “They survive
fine. The temperature
goes below minus 12 degrees,
which makes it about the same
as the climate in Asia.
trees don't need special care.
People could have much more
interesting gardens, but they
don’'t buy these shrubs because
they're afraid, and so the nurs-
erymen don't handle them be-
cause there is no market. We
tend to use the same spruce,
maples, yews, juniper, arbitae
over and over again.”

Mr. Kossa has 20 varieties of
blueberries in his garden. All
species are much beloved by
the passing birds.

“Say, one thing, requested
Gus F. Krossa, "“if any of your
readers are interested in trad-
ing plants, particularly hostas,
would you please ask them to
contact me?"

The name of these men do not go on
the Primary ballot. Their names are put on the ballot
for November by their fellow-party members. These
names have to be formally approved on the Convention
floor, but the decisions are reached in the cold grey
light of dawn, (usually). The Dems didn't have as much
fun or ruckus as they went along with a complete slate
of unchallenged incumbents.

Final approval (before the convention) has to be given by
the powers that be in the ivory tower. In this case Governor-

elect George Romney and close advisers, enconsed on the 10th
floor of the Statler.

Course all Districts send their Chairman “up” to see if
they can promote their favorites for the spct and here is a
curicus thing.

Any womens' groups l've ever belonged to alwavs,
always, abide by "“majority rules.”
