Matching Gifts
Program Reaches
$3.2 Million

Contributions to educarion
by Ford Motor Company ard
its employes under a match-
ing gifts program have total-
ed more than $3,250,000 dur-
Ing a two-year period.

Since its initiation in 1960,
F ord's Educational Assist-
ance and Incentive Donation
(AID) Program has provided
funds for use by 730 United
States colleges, universities
and secondary schools.

Under AID, Ford matches
— and in certain cases
doubles — an employe’s dona-
tion to the educational insti-
tution of his choice.

Noting an increase in the
number of similar programs
being adopted in industry,
Henry Ford II, company
board chairman, said in an
AlD program report:

““We at Ford are pleased
that the popularity of the
Educational AID Program is
increasing both among em-
ployes and educators. We
are convinced that the pro-
gram is achieving all that
was originally intended and
more."’

Ford employe gifts to edu-
cation have grown steadily
under the program since its
introduction. During the 1961
program y ear, more than
3,200 employes joined the
company in giving $1,800,000
to 624 educational institutions
in 44 states.

Ford will match an em-
ploye’s contribution to eligible
colleges and universities up
to a maximum of $5,000 for
each calendar year., The
company contributes an addi-1
tional dollar for each dollar
contributed by an employe to
a private college or univer-
sity, up to a maximum of
$1.000. Employe contri-
butions to eligible secondary
schools are matched on the
same basis.
