Liquor By Glass Goes Bel ore Plymouth Voters Agoin

For the fifth time since 1933 when Michigan's
cities. towns, villages and townships had the richt to
declare whether they would become wet (sell spirits
bv the glass) or remain dry (continue to prohibit the
sale of spirits by the glass), voters in the city of PIM-
mouth will go to the polls in a referendum to legalize
the sale of spirits by the glass.

The issue has gone to the Cit, of Plymouth

electorate four time previously and met defeat
four times. the la,t vote being in 1938 when it lost
by the •lender margin of 70 votes.

The City Commission approved the fifth attempt T
a week ago after the presentation of 126 petitions bear- I
ing the names of 1,384 voters asking such a referendum
on the Nov. 6 ballot.

Actually the petitions carried 1,716 signatures but
a check by City Clerk Joseph Near reduced the total

to 1.384 as valid. This was 25 more than the required
total.

Near indicated most of the disallowed signatures
were those of people not living in the City or who
were not registered voters.

The exact question on the Nov. 6 ballot will ask:
"Shall the sale of spirits in addition to beer

and ;,ine be permitted for consumption on the
premises within the City of Plymouth under the

provisions of the law governing same7"
This is the same question that was posed to voters

in the four previous elections.
' The new drive for a repeal of the current city

ordinance is being spearheaded by the "Plymouth
I.icensees' Association" which includes the holders of
the three beer and wine permits in the city: Box Bar,
Toll House and the Mayflower Hotel.

Petitions will be popping forth throughout this area '
in the near future, produced hv those seeking to con-
tinue the contest against Detroit imposing its income
tax on outsiders.

Fact and Opinion. i* much in accord with Agn.

The purpose of the latest effort is to get the income
tax matter on a Michigan ballot where the voters can 
speak up. Heretofore, the decisions have been made
entirely within the Detroit city council, the State Lei:is-
lature and in Circuit Court.

To get to the ballot. without an act of the legislature.
requires 300,000 signatures. It's an ambitious total (and
this particular method of "initiatory legislation" rarely
has been tried) but there are a lot of registered voters
in the suburbs who know how to write their name.

The petitions call for a vote on two points:
(1) To make it inipoi•,ible for a community to

lery an income tax, uithout a prior favorable vote
of the people.

(2) And in any event, no buch tar could be im- i
posed on non-residents.

There is no reason whatever whz' residents of our
communities should stick there noses into a Detroit in-
come tax... such as tt applies to Detroiteri.

But that isn't the complaint of most of our rei- :
dentA. They object, a; non·residents. to paying a tar
over n hich they have absolutely no control. No one ,
here can cast a single vote for the Detroit comin„n
council. if %,e ,•hould happen to be diNatisfied with
their deeds.

A second objection. less passionate but possibly
even more important in a long push. is that to permit 1
Detroit (or any other community) to impose an income
tax on the residents of adjacent communities is to by-
pass some traditional restraints imposed by law genera-
tions ago.

Under state law. for instance. Township govern-
ments are prohibited bv law from exacting more than 15
mills from their people. City's are confined to the
amounts set by their charter, which always are adopted
by popular vote. 1

Those who must pay to outsiders another tax on top b
of "their own" are in effect being stripped of the pro-
tections written by the state constitution and by the
local charters.

The Detroit tax is merri>· an uneasv patch on a tal-
tered tax fabric; it only delays a real overhaul on a
State-wide basts: at best it's only temporary relief for a
single citv with a particular problem.

It should be junked as quickly a< poisible, and if

the legi,lature and the governor w on't do it, the
voters should.

Signing of the new petitions is one specific act which
they can take toward that end.

mouth patrons rather than hav-
ing them move outside the city
limits for convivial activities.

"Children Unlimited"-even the name has a feeling
of profound performance. The muscles behind the name
varifies this

Next Wednesday, Sept. 19 Children Unlimited
(and some of their believer-husbands) will canvass
our areas as well as in Metropolitan area on their
"tag day/' They are raising funds for the blind-
mentally retarded children at the Plymouth State
Home and Training School.

Due to their efforts Dr. Robert Jaslow, Director of
Plymouth states that a pilot study is being conducted,
the only one of its kind in the country to help these
kids,

It's wonderful to have fun and card parties and
buy things for our school, clubs, recreational equipment,
football, baseball, scout cookies, music equipment and
things that our community can see, hear and benefit
from. No knocks from this quarter.

But just think for a moment about the unselfishness,
the work, thought, time devoted, belonging to an
organization helping other people's children. Those
that might be little lost souls were it not for a group
of women they have never seen or for that matter never
Will.

Women, when aroused and see a need don't stand
around and wring their hands, cut up paper, or blast
out at others-they organize.

So many groups start out small and because there
is a need grow strong and useful.

So it is with this group that started on a neighbor
street. A distressed mother with two blind children,
both pre-schoolers and no where to take them.

Her neighbors assisted and organized a group, "Chil-
dren Unlimited." As time passed more was done state-
wide for pre-school blind children. The organization
discovered, however, these schools who take blind chil-
dren for training will not take emotionally disturbed
children,

Again they rose to the need. Plymouth State Home
and Training School comes to the aid of parents with
children having this problem. Bless their hearts, these
children are loved just as much at home, probably even
more, but love does not supplant cash or talent when it
comes to research, and training.

Charles Curran, a graduate of U. of M. conducted
the first step of a program this summer with a study
called "Operant Conditioning." This is a sound sensory
study, trying to determine how much these children can
sense eventually leading to a more accurate evaluation
of their blindness causing emotional problems. It takes
a highly trained person. Love of a parent often frustrates
them rather than assists them.

Dr. Fannie Stanglin, a clinical psychologist is now
working with 23 children with psycholotherapy to de-
velop their ego skills and help draw them out of the
shell they have built emotionally for themselves.

Children Unlimited has contributed S8,250 this
vear to helping. If one of these children raises their
head high and says "I love you mummy"--don't you
think it is worth every cent?

No State Aid or Federal (Santa Claus) funds are
available. "Children Unlimited" has a once a year tag
dab'.
