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New .Ity Hall, No Cost To Taxpayers
The City of Plymouth will have a new City

Hall within a year at a cost of S550,000 and no addi-
tional cost to the taxpa>ers.

That's the prediction of Mayor Robert Sincock
and members of the City Commission after learning
that $90,000,000 in federal funds is available to the

State of Michigan and particularly to distressed
areas-provided the community involved enters into

a contract within 120 days of the day of applica-
tion.

The money is Michigan's share of the $90,000,000
public works capital improvement act which became
official with the signature of President Kennedy two
weeks ago.

Tlie act provides that allocations will be made
to any type of project representing public needs for

state and local governments, such as City Halls, jails,
water facilities, sewer facilities, police stations, fire
stations, streets, parks and libraries-the latter if
not connected with schools.

The object of the act is to accelerate im-
mediate employment and support the general
economy. Thus the project must contribute to
local unemployment-100 men employed for one

year per Sl,00(),00(I worth of work.

The grants-in-aid for any local project cannot
exceed 50 percent of the cost of construction, not
including land costs, or 75 percent if the local gov-
ernment does not have the money with which to
finance its share.

will cost an estimated %500,000 with an addi-
tional $50,000 for the land.

The plans call for the new building to be con-
structed adjacent to the Dunning-Hough Library
on Main Street, the present structure to be razed to
make room for the extension of Church Street to

Union and Dodge Street closed off for the new City
Hail.

Although plans are still under consideration, the
commission instructed City Manager Albert Glass-
ford to contact several architect firms as to their
availability and to begin work at once on specifi-
cations so that the City can make its bid for a share
of the federal money.

Glassford and his aociates have been
working feverishly ever since the bombshell
struck in a special Mession of city and village
leaders in Lansing where Ger. John B. Swain-
son explained the act.

It is believed a firm of architects will be hired

within another week and instructed to go over pre-
vious plans for the proposed new City Hall for
recommendations and any changes they think
necessary.

The proposed City Hall would include space for
all branches of the city government. It would bring

Man" which repeats that to be a good salesman "'>·a
gotta know the territorv."

The first indoor theater' to be built in the metro-

Thursday night, and it is located right here in our
territory, on Plymouth road west of Middlebelt.

Motion pictures have been a capricous busine•,5
for some time now, with competition from TV and
other changes in American social habits. Nonethe-
less. it is now a recorded fact that some big men in
the business retain undiminished confidence in the
future of their industry and have invested heavily
in the new Terrace Theater. Another one, the.
Mai-Kai at Plymouth and Farmington Roads, will
open iii a few weeks.

Since there is risk, and since the Terrace is the
first indoor house to be erected in almost a generation,
the loction was of paramount significance. We can
all soak up some confidence in the economic future of
this general district from the fact that this brisk trad-
ing area was the one chosen.

These men have studied "the territory" with a
microscope. They are sure it's a thriving one, as are all
the rest of us who live here.

Some of the saddest parents in this area these
days are those who sent youngsters to the community
colleges in the area and within the past week received
unexpected turndowns for admittance "because there's
no room."

Some of them are residents of Redford Township
where the electorate turned down joining with the
NW Wayne Community College. In Redford a vicious
"anti" campaign spread a number of statements which
now have proved to be totally false, such as...

"It's all part of a scheme to build a college as part
of Livonia's civic center." (The college site finally has
been picked on open farmland in the northwest corner
of Livonia, miles away from the "civic center It never
was contemplated as part of the latter projett).

"The college will cost the taxpayers 13 or 14 mills,
not one mill." (One and only one mill has been approved
by the voters of the college district, and the building
and operation program is underway smoothly.)

"There's plenty of room in existing institutions." (No
convenient institution has much space for "average"
scholars today, and every year the squeeze is firmer.)

"It's just as satisfactory to have outside universities
come in and conduct night classes in our high schools."
(Redford Township tried to get some sort of a sketchy
program underway this fall, and it collapsed before it
could get started.)

The closed doors at the metropolitan colleges this
year thus speak a message to two different groups:

I It confirms the good judgement of the voters
in Plymouth, Livonia, Garden City, and Clarenceville.

0 It tells the-,ople of Redford most eloquently
how they were dupld and deceived at the time nf the
election.
