Eligible workers enrolled in
the Blue Cross program last |
week and all desiring to parti- |
cipate will benefit by the
double payment in October.

Isbister pointed out that |
the fact the Board has agreed
to pay half of the menthly
premium up to $12 doesn’t
necessarily mean that all will
receive that amount.

The amounts will vary from |
$4.10 to $11.60 according to the |
number in the family covered
by the insurance.
