Livonia's growth is the most awesome-and that
community has moved ahead of Redford Township in
total reeistered vote ag a result of these most recent
developments. 

City Clerk Marie Clark's estimate late Monday
night was that somewhere between 38.000 and 39.000
voters now are registered in Livonia. Almost 5,000 of
these have stened up just since the primary election in
August. 1962. Two years ago. in the Presidential elec.
lion( there were 30,000 voters at the Livonia polls.

Redford Township's currenl total estimate is 36.000
voters. Approximately 2,500 have been added since this
surnruer's primary.

City of Plymouth's total has risen to approximately
4.300 and Plymouth Township's to 3,900,

Both political parties areworking so hard. of course,
on the theory that if they can register "known party
members" who heretofore have been sitting at home on
election day, the addition will be complete "new votes"
for their team.

A r e you waiting to retire
completely before you file for
social security benefits? If so,
don't delay, check today. You
do not have to retire complete-
ly in order to receive some

benefits, said Harry Baltuck,
Manager of the Northwest De-
trnit District Offict·.

There are over a million

people, still working, age 65 or
over in this country who can
receive some social security
monthly benefits. The 1961
amendments to the social se-

curity law provide that $1 of
the total benefits payable to a
family during a year be with-
held for every $2 the worker
earns between $1200 and $1700.
Deductions for earnings in ex-
cess of $1700 will be on a
dollar for dollar basis.

Under the law it may be pos-
sible for a worker with depen-
dents who are also entitled to
social security benefits to earn
up to $4400 in a year and still
receive some social security
benefits. An example of how
the new "retirement test"

works will explain it better,
said Baltuck.

In this example, if the work-
er reUred and kept his earnings
under $1200 a year, he and his
family could receive checks for
all 12 months of the year, or

Can this worker receive any
social security benefits? Let
us apply the "work test'' and
see.

and his family cannot receive
the full yearly benefits of
$2520

Step 2. For the first $500 he
earns over $1200, a deduction
of $250 must be made ($1 for
each $2 earned). Subtracting
$250 from the $2520 leaves
$2270.

HAVE IDENTIFICATION MARKS

STEP 3. Since his total

earnings are $1900 over the
$1700, an additional $1900
(dollar for dollar) from the

$2270 remaining from Step 2
must be subtracted. This

leaves $370 in benefits which

may still be paid toi this

worker and his family, even
though he has earned $3G00

for the year.

Many workers do not have
to stop working completely to
receive benefits. Baltuek urged
all aged workers who are still
employed to ser their local
social security office at once to
avoid the loss of possible bene-
fits.

11:iltuck said that workers can

figure out whether or not they
i·an receive payments while
working by obtaining a copy of
leaflet 23C from any social se-
curity district office. The
chart in the leaflet tells you
at a 01:ince how earnings will
affed the amount of benefits
that a worker and his family
can cet.

The following rules must be
followed if your return address
is to provide the maximum
Bervice benefits to you:

1. The proper location is in
the upper left corner on en-

velopes, cards, labels, tags, and
wrappers. On second, third, and
fourth-class mail of no obvious
value, the sender must place
"Return requested" below the
return address or it will not be
returned if undeliverable.

2. The return adaress should
be complete and legible, includ-
ing the name of the sender, the
street address or box number,
the city and the state. In the
case of multiple dwelling units,
the apartment number or unit
number should be known. In

the case of hotels and office
buildings, the room number
*hould be indicated.

If you habitually foUow the
above simple rules, that import-
ant letter or that valuable par-
cel will be returned to you en-
dorsed to show why it is un-
deliverable. You will then know
with certainty when your mail-
inga have not reached the ad
dressee and you will be able to
take whatever corrective action
you think essential. In the over-
whelming majority of cases,

when your letter or parcel is
deliverable, your friend, busi.
ness associate, or other corres-
pondent u ill appreciate your
courtesy and thoughtfulness in
providing the return address in
the upper left corner where it
is readily accessible. The con-
sistent use of a return address
on your mail is the best method
of insuring that your corre-
spondents are aware of your
correct. current address.

O'neil and Austin caution
mailers not to place the return
address in any position other
than in the upper left corner
of the mailing piece or label,
Postal employees are required
to process large volumes of mail
rapidly; so it 18 quite possible
for them to overlook return ad-
dresses placed in unauthorized
positions. Mailers may assure
prompt. accurate return of un-
deliverable mail by compliance
with these instructions.
