C. Donald Ryder, an insur-
ance agent who lives on Ann
Arbor Trail, has been In
charge of the cemetery for
42 years, since the end of
World War I

A descendent of an oviginal
pioneer family, he is keenly
interested in keeping up the
cemetery as both a burial
ground and a historical -land-
mark.

Land for the cemetery was
donated by Joseph Kingsley
in 1827 when his father, Sal-

The recent vandalizing of
the cemetery is the second
time it has happened. In 1958,
some 75 tombstones ,were
pushed over, many broken
beyond repair.

With the aid of funds from
the City of Livonia most of
them were restored.

Ryder estimates the cur-
rent damage at greater than
$500.

“Many of the older tomb-
stones can’'t be replaced or
repaired at all,” he said.

Ryder, a member of the
|[Livonia Historical So-
ciety, told of many early
pioneers and their descend-
ants who are buried in New-
burgh Cemetery.

There are three Revolution-
ary War veterans and more
than 50 men who fought in
the Civil War. Among the
latter are John and Alfred
Ryder, the present cemetery
keeper's uncles, both of
whom died at Gettysburg.
Also buried there are many
other residents, including doc-
tors, ministers and farmers,
all of whom helped carve a
struggling Newburg settle-
ment out of the Michigan
wilderness years ago.

Newburg cemetery is locat-
ed on the north side of Ann
Arbor Trail midway between
Wayne and Newburg Roads
and is comprised of approxi-
mately two and a third acres
of land.

A Burial Society was for-
mally organized on Nov. 23,
1832, with the first meeting
held in a lgg cabin school-
house that has since become
Newburg School.

The constitution provided
for membership, officers,
elections, levying of ‘‘taxes’
for upkeep, and other mat-
ters pertaining to the opera-
tion of the organization. Price
of a grave lot was 50 cents,
entitling the owner to voting
privileges.

Minutes of the Society's
meetings give an insight into
the life of the early settlers.

The 1852 meeting minutes
provide one interesting note:
““Voted that Joseph Kingley
have the liberty of pasturing

Acceleration Act funds must
be prepared to start construc-‘
tion within 120 days of sub-
mitting the application.

“The fact that we must be
able to break ground within

hoped that he and City Attor-
ney Edward Draugelis would
be able to fly to Chicago Oct.
25 to officially file the second
application forms.

(The recipient there will be!
Paul Harris, regional director
of the Housing and Home Fi-
nance Agency, which admin-
isters both the Acceleration
Act funds as well as the Com-
munity Facilities administra-
tion grants.)

Sincock said there would be
no conflict between thé two
applications — meaning the
one submitted last June and
the other that will be filed be-
fore the end of this month.

W alt Schultz, owner of
Dodge Drug Store here,
earned his first dollar — as
he recalls it now — by trap-
ping muskrats on his father’s
farm near Hadley, Mich., in
Lapeer County.

He
spent the money on typical
small-boy pleasures.

OF CITY OF PLYMOUTH

MUNICIPAL BUILDING AUTHORITY
These Articles of Incorporation of the City of Plymouth Municipal
Building Authority are adopted by the incorporating unit for the pur-
o’ creating an authority under the provisions of Act 31 of the
blic Acts of Michigan of 1948 (Extra Session) as amended.

ARTICLE 1
The name of this corporation is CITY OF PLYMOUTH MUNICIPAL
BUILDING AUTHORITY

ARTICLE I _
The incorporating unit creating this Authority is the City of Plym-
outh, Michigan.

ARTICLE 111

The of this Authority are the acquiring, furnishing,
equipping, owning, improving, ‘enlarging, operating, and/or main-
taining a building or buildings, or additions to buildings and

the necessary site or sites therefor, for the use of the City Plym-

outh, Michigan.

ARTICLE 1V .

The Authority shall be a body corporate with power to sue or be
sued in any court of this sstate; it shall possess all the Wers,
privileges and authority set forth in Act 31 of the Public Acts of
Michigan for 1948 (Extra Session) as amended. It shall also possess
all powers set forth in these Articles and those incident thereto and
the enumeration of any powers herein shall not be construed\ as a
limitation upon its general powers unless the context shall clearly
indicate otherwise. This Authority shall have a corporate seal. This
Authority shall possess all the wers necessary to carry out the
purposes of ils incorporation and those incident thereto.

ARTICLE V
The Authority shall continue In existence until dissolved by the
incorporating unit or by law, provided, that it shall be in no event
dusomd if such dissolution would operate as an impairment of any
of its contracts or other lawful obligations.
ARTICLE VI
The fiscal year of the Authority shall commence on the first day
of July in each year and end on the 30th day of June of the following
year.

Michigan farmer s need
help in meeting a major crop
menace head-on. City peo-
ple are involved too, — as is
anyone who likes green turf,
lovely gardens, flowers, or
vegetables. And who would
welcome bare golf courses?

A horde of voracious Ja-
anese Beetles is sweeping
across the Ohio border, spill-
ing into southern Michigan
counties, — solidly infecting
some 80,000 acres of prime
farming land in Monroe and
Lenawee counties with a
sprinkling of spot infestations
to the north. If unchecked,

succumb to the pest which
feeds on over 275 host plants
including major tree fruits.

In some area, the beetles
are so thick that housewives
complain of them getting in
their hair. Upwards of 100
of the halfinch beetles have
been reported feasting on a
single ripe peach..

Bad as losses are from di-
rect mutilation by beetles (in
some golf courses, the turf
is loose, efficiently detached
from below by the burrowing
beetle grubs in larval state)
— the greater economic dam-
age is tied to possible quar-
antines to prevent - further
spread. ‘“‘During the flight of
the beetle, covering about a
three-month period, no agri-
cultural produce can be mov-
ed out of the quarantined
area without ‘certification’ ™
report officials of the Michi-
gan Department of Agricul-
ture. Certification proced-
ures will vary with commod-
itias, but in the case of grain,
furmgation is included.

What's to be done? Mobili-
zation of money and man-
power can halt the march of
Japanese Bectles into all of
