In addition to the vote for state and county offices and
representatives to Congress, the election includes: drain com-
missioner, two justices to the State Supreme Court and three
judges of the Probate Court.

Voters in the City of Plymouth, Salem Township and
Northville Township also will decide the fate of the sale of
liguor-by-the-glass while electors in Plymouth Township
and the City of Plymouth will be called on to vote on a pro-
posed conveyance of Wayne County park lands.

Although the principal interest is in the gubernatorial and

For instance, there was this matter of civil defense; |
what we would have done if bombs had rained down |

It is an impression—but we're willing to be correct-
ed—that “civil defense” is and has been a confused and
useless slogan everywhere we look nearby.,

In Livonia, for instance, there is a large, expensive
disaster headquarters and communications center lo-
cated beneath the new Police building.

But at the height of the “crisis” last week, the
super-duper HQ didn’t have chairs to sit upon; there
wasn’t a candy bar on the shelves in the way of
emergency food supplies.

This week the Livonia CD director issued a release
stating that bomb protection should be regarded as the
“responsibility of the home owner.” There probably
aren’'t six home shelters in the whole community of
20,000 homes.

Redford Township officials have been indulging in
the pretense of “having a civil defense organization”
for many months. And, true, for a while there was a
group which had taken first aid lessons and other in-
struction in how to operate in an emergency situation.

Someplace along the line, a complete “portable
hospital” was acquired from surplus and stashed away
in the Redford Township warehouse.

Last week, as we get the reports, it was discov-
ered that the single key to the “hespital” and other
supplies is carried by one person, and that he was
out of town for three or four days when the crisis
was most interesting.

The ranks of Redford CD workers have been re-
duced to almost nothing, and there is bickering every-
where in the organization, and, as ever, the program
long has been a political football on the legislative level. |

How strange a course life follows! Disagree?

Well, if you'll talk with John Rogers, the football coach
at Redford Union High School, he'll tell you that the worm
can turn—and fairly swiftly at that.

Just the other night, Rogers stood in the middle of the
gridiron down at Allen Park. His players were slapping him
on the back. Loyal rooters from the Township school couldn't
wait to salute their coach.

Certainly Rogers deserved all of the glory which was
coming his way. His football team had just completed an
uphill battle to beat Allen Park and tie the Parkers for a
share of the 1962 Suburban Six League championship.

For the first time in some 11 years, RU had come up
with a football crown. And Rogers deservedly was the man
of the hour.

But as the black-slappers moved past and Rogers
graciously accepted their congratulations, he couldnt help
but wonder how it was on the same field just two years ago

It was forgotten last Friday night at Allen Park that
back a couple of seasons ago Rogers and his gridders were in
the midst of a streak which had seen the team go through
more than two full campaigns without a victory.

“Sometimes I felt that the student body and some
others felt like hanging me up on a tree,” Rogers recalled
late Friday night while he celebrated with his wife and
other members of his staff.

“We had some problems in football in the late '50's and
in 1960 around RU,” Rogers continued. “It's hard to explain
what went wrong, but if I were to dig out one word, I'd
have to say it was ‘Desire’.”

You hear a lot about ‘desire’ in sports. Well, I think the
kids who played for him this fall had ‘desire’ and in a very
big way.

“Our 1962 players weren't bigger or stronger or smarter
or anything else compared to the boys who played for me
when we couldn’'t win a game for a couple of Kkids. But
somehow, these boys this year just came to play. And that
I guess was the real difference.”

Of course. there had to be other reasons behind the

1962 success story at Redford Union.

Rogers himself has to be No. 1. After what happened to
him and his teams a couple seasons ago, he could have quit
on himself and on his school. He might have bounced over
to Athletic Director Howard Kraft and asked that he be
relieved as football coach.

Rogers did no such thing, as we all know. He stuck
to his job. He took all those lickings with an outward
grin, but with a heavy heart, His wife suffered, too.

As Mrs. Rogers says:

“I think I wound up with a flock of ulcers during those
years we didn't win."”

Rogers wasn't disturbed this past August when he found
only a small squad of performers on deck for the start of
practice.

He looked at the rosler and his spirits could have
sagged when he was able to spot only three veterans back
from the 1961 season. \

“] had a hunch about this 1962 team from the start,”
ogers told this writer. "l kind of figured the kids would
develop into a first-class team.

“They surprised me, however. I didn't expect we had a
chance to come out on top. I thought, though, we'd be tough
by the end of the season.

“I'd say the turning point came when we held off
Riverside inside our 10-yard line two or three times in
the second game of the season to gain a 6-6 tie, From
then on our defense played terrific ball.

“You know we had a pretty fair offense a year ago
But while we averaged 21 points a game, our defense couldn’t
contain the opposition. This year the defensive boys did their
job.and you see what's happened.”

And, so, a half-title share belongs to Redford Union
