The four buildings of the
first complex to be built will
include a Student Service

building, which will house
administrative offices, coun-
seling services, and business
area.

Federal Offenses
Plymouth postmaster,

George Timpona, this week
assuea a warmng that it is
a federal offense to willfully
or maliciously injure, tear

% down or destroy any recep-
tacle used for receipt or de-
livery of mail.

"Someone is using fire
crackers to blow up postal
boxes," Timpona suid, "and
t is a highly serious offense
in addition to the fact that
personal property is being
destroyed."

In the past. he said. most
rural mail boxes have boon
frequent targets of prank.
Stors.

Maximum penalty is a
$1,000 fine or three years im-
prisonment. under the laws
set down in Title 18, U.S.
Code, Section 1005.

Stealing, taking or remov-
ing mail trom any postal re-
reptacle is also a federal of-
fense and could net a $2,000
fine or five years in jail, or
both under Section 1708.

Offenders are turned over
to the United States Attorney
