“I cannot slap you on the wrist and let you walk |
out of here without some punishment,” Judge Rashid
said.

“The boy died as a result of the failure on the
part of parents in that community . . . to understand
dating, drinking and driving as they apply to teen-
agers.

“How parents in that community can permit 13-
year-old youngsters to go out dancing to a club like
that and get home at midnight or after, I cannot
understand.

“In this accident one boy was killed, one’s mentality
has been reduced to that of a seven-year-old, one is hope-
lessly crippled for how long only God knows.

“Another 13-year-old had 90 stitches put in her face.
Why?

“Because parents tolerated this sort of driving and
this sort of conduct.

“I am serving notice . . . on every parent in the
country that when they fail to exercise their parental
responsibility and know what is going on .. . then the
courst must impose theu' dlscretlons.”

The pomt being that Judge Rashid really was|
“sentencing” the parents, though it was a youth who'll]
serve the time.

We have a specific suggestion today. This “Club
182" operation has been functioning for many months.

More and more community minded people are
trying to assist youth in obtaining more education.

Take Arlene McKeon of Livonia for instance. She
has more ideas on how to give youth a boost than one
is capable of comprehending in one interview.

One of the most important that she, fired by the
enthusiasm of a Livonia teacher, Fred McGlone, and
assisted by Robert Boone, Mel Tressler and Janet Camp-
bell, they have started the Livonia Scholarship Founda-
tion committee. It is under the auspices of the Livonia
President's Advisory Council of Livonia.

Their aim is to provide a simple, practical way
to give deserving students a means of completing
their education beyond the high school level. It is
also a plan designed to create wider educational
opportunities through local action without resorting
to any form of Government aid. It is called “Dollars
for Scholars.”

This plan, was first developed in Fall River, Massa-
chusetts with such success that 68 other communities in
24 states have established chapters. Sam Levenson, TV
personality and former school teacher is honorary presi-
dent of the Foundation

In communities establishing chapters, individuals
are invited to join by contributing one dollar for mem-
bership. Fraternal, business, civic and educational or-
ganizations are invited to take $100 memberships.

Awards are made by a panel of local citizens who
select students on the basis of need, scholastic achieve-
ment, initiative.

Kids are loaned this money without interest to pay,
or strings attached to it. They can go to college, voca-
tional school, beauty school, technical, commercial, or
nursing school—and are asked only when they have
completed their studies and are contributing members
of society themselves, to pay back their loan for others
to receive the same benefit.

It's a wonderful plan, put into operation it can open
a door to a whole new world for some youngsters with
all the ambition and eagerness in the world. Some who
can still work and contribute financially to the home, as
they might need to, and go to school without feeling
guilty.

No one is born a “con” man or woman—training and
circumstances mold this type of personality. Maybe a
few could be diverted with the opportunities the Schol-
arship Foundation would provide.

By the use of color she can

ANN ARBOR—The small col-
lege should resist the pressures
of trying to be everything to
everybody, says Allan O. Pfnis-
ter, University of Michigan as-
sociate professor of higher edu-
cation.

“It can resist these pressures

| ings,
| wide

by seeking to be distinctive, of- |

fering a limited number of
majors, and working at some
depth in these,” Pfnister says.

“Making use of the rather
simplified channels of communi-
cation possible, it can keep the
entire faculty and student body
informed and stimulated. It
does not face some of the prob-
lems that a larger institution
faces because of the sheer mag-
nitude and complexity of its
operation."”

Pfnister points out, “The
small college can also exploit
the sense of community. It
can work closely with the stu-
dents if it wanis to do so.
However, it cannot assume
that because it is small the
proper relation between facul-
ty and students will be ob-
tained.”

The small college can dare
to be different, Pfnister em-
phasizes.

“With the simplified organi-
zation and with limited offer-
it can engage in campus-
planning and thinking
more readily than can a large
institution. It can be f{lexible

enough to vary its program toi
meet the needs of the students

"

with whom it is working

However, the small college
should avoid exalting smallness
for its own sake, Pfnister
warns. “Small size only pro-

vides certain opportunities for

doing things. It does not guar- |

antee that these things will be
done.

“The small college can main-

tain alive the option for stu-
dents to choose to attend small
and independent enterprises of
quality.
many opportunities. Let us ex-
ploit these opportunities rather
than assume that smallness in
itself is its supreme justifica-
tion for existence.”
