magazine (Nov. 16, 1962). The author here contends the
career of the teacher is made suffocating by “The Sys-
| tem,” which consists of five parts—

“1. know-nothing school boards. 2. insecure, inadequate
principals. 3.doting parents. 4.rebellious or apathetic
children, and 5. poorly-trained teachers drawn from the
bottom of the college educated group.”

As a result, we are advised by author Robert
Meryman, “the idealistic young teacher who hopes
to be stimulated by his working environment finds

. instead that his intelligence is repeatedly insulted.”
| Statistically, the claim is made that 125,000 teach-
ers bolted the ranks last vear and only 106,000 college
graduates entered the field. It also is argued that many
of those who quit are the sensitive, intelligent *better”
teachers. “The simple truth is that the profession’s ap-
peal does not endure long enough for enough teachers
. . there’s got to be something to keep a good person
interested, some hope that the career will bring him con-
siderable amounts of influence and excitement.”

Each part of the “system” is dissected mercilessly,
as for instance the school board—

“Most school board members are elected and
campaigns cost money. The financial support sometimes
comes from a special interest group; when the position s
prestige can be a valuable asset, the candidate himself
may foot the bill. The board often ends up with a strong
and determined representation of successful business-
men—the butcher, baker and candlestick maker.”

" ‘Making things go smoothly, and ‘being a hard
man with a dollar’ are often the major boosts of
school board members. They regard as troublemak-
ers educators and laymen who are movers and
shakers, who fight a running battle for higher stand-
ards in the schools and the money to pay for them.”

And there are crisp words for parents.

“Schools are an emotional outlet for parents' anxi-
cties, a natural scapegoat . . . parents are supposed to
be interested, so evervbody thinks he has a legitimate
right to criticize . . . the unhappy parents keep at vou,
needling every day . . .

“A suburban elementary teacher said of her charges:
‘They're just like babies. The parents indulge them, let
| them talk back, then come to school and sav, We can't
handle them. But the parents expect us to.’

“Many children return home after school to an
empty house. The mother is gone—holding a job . ..
some boys work as much as six hours a day after
school, often to earn the down payment and instal-
ment money for an automobile of their own.

“Such a child may be malnourished, tired, emo-
tionally upset from lack of care—and has small pa-
tience for any sustained mental or physical activity
—or even for staying in one place.”

Well, anyhow, teachers are quitting, education “is
the most important value in the U.S. today,” and the
article is worth perusing.

Of the two articles, the more important in our view
is the one about the ministers. Faith comes first.

Of late, this writer has been unusually interested in
the writings and aims of those who operate under the
nameplate of “Moral Rearmament.”

It'’s not a slick program to summarize, but basically
it seems to be to reject national pride and chauvinism,
and to try to reach individuals everywhere on earth and
' remake human relations, as contrasted to “international
' relations.”

Anyhow, one of MRA’s contentions is that one
problem with Communism vs. Christianity, is that
the “God-like” countries don’t look so good to the
Soviets,

We'll close with words from the Moral Re-Arma-
ment theory:

“Nations, which professed faith, lived in such a
way that they robbed Lenin and his friends of a be-
lief in God. The way some so-called God-fearing
nations live make the Communist world cynical of
God today.”

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Former Russian Prisoner

John Noble, one of the few
Americans ever to return from

| a Russian slave labor camp, will

give his unforgettable exper-

| jences when he speaks at Trinity

Church, Baptist, Middlebelt
Road just south of Five Mile in
Livonia, at 6 p.m., Sunday, Nov.
25

John Noble was born in De-
troit, Mich., in 1923 and at-
tended school there until
1938. At that time he accom-
panied his parents to Ger-
many to study in one of his
father's photo industry facto-
ries while his father was re-
ceiving medical treatment.
When World War 11 broke
out the Noble family was put
under local internment by Hit-
ler's forces until 1945. As the
Soviet Red Army occupied East
Germany, the Nobles expected
to be liberated, since they were
United States citizens, but in-
stead were imprisoned by the
Soviets. Later John's parents
were released but he was held in
the Dresden prison for 14
months, without accusation or
explanation, and late in 1946

shipped to concentration camp |

[ Muehlberg in East Germany, |
and then on to notorious Buch-
enwald

In 1950 Noble was sentenced
without trial or accusation, to
15 years' imprisonment and was
shipped through Poland into the
USS.R. For four and a half
yvears he was kept in the in-
famous arctic slave camp “Vor-

| kuta" working in the coal mines

under unspeakable conditions..
John Noble dropped to under
100 pounds in weight and had to
endure 50 and more degrees be-
low zero temperatures. He was
one of the 100,000 of the 500,000
prisoners at Vorkuta who par-
ticipated in the first uprising
against Communism in the So-
viet Union.

Finally, John Noble was
ahlt to smuggle out of Russm

personal intervention by
President Eisenhower.

John Noble. who related his
religious experiences in his
book, “I Found God in Soviet
Russia,” has dedicated his life
to serve God and the American
nation.

coast to coast in an effort to
awaken America to the dangers
of Communism. He speaks under
the sponsorship of the National
Association of Evangelicals, with
headquarters in Wheaton,
I1llinois.
