No trespassing or danger
signs, spaced not more than

The range shall be operated |
between 9 am. and 6 p.m. |

Backstops, composed of stcel’
plates, sand bags or other ac- |
ceptable protection, shall be |
constructed behind the line of
the targets for rifle or pistol |
firing.

Those fighting the Detroit income tax (as it is ap=-
plied against non-residents of Detroit) are appealing
to private citizens again this week to get into the scrap
right now on a “put it over the. top basis.”

The objective is the gathering of signatures on
petitions. The organizing group is the “Vigilance Tax
Committee,” of which the Mayor of Berkley, Mich. is
chairman.

These signatures must reach the total of 216,000,
at which point it would be mandatory that two
matters would go on the ballot before all the voters
of Michigan. '

(1). The first would ask the voters to require a
vote of the people in the community before any local
income tax could be levied.

(2). The second would ask the voters to say
that no local-income tax could be levied against any
except those who reside in the community.

At this hour, the Vigilance Tax Committee has
about half the required signatures. Citizens of some
communities have been circulating petitions with vigor;
in others the effort barely exists,

Plymouth and Redford Township, quite frankly,
are two places where the results have been distressing
to the tax battlers. Plymouth was given a “quota” of
2,000 names, and at the last report not a single petition
had been filed. Redford Township’s “quota” was 15,000,
and the last report showed 1,392 names on file.

Facts and Opinions always has contended that
the Detroit tax is just plain unfair to non-residents,
We don’t have a chance to cast one single vote for
one solitary Detroit councilman who might affect
the nature and size of the tax. In its purest form,
this is taxation without representation.

Next, if one were to take out a pencil, he would
find that residents of many communities (such as Plym-
cuth Township and Redford Township) actually wduld
pay more to Detroit (in the form of income tax) than
they do to their own local governments for local serv-
ices. They must pay this tax to Detroit if they happen
to hold jobs in the city.

Through the County and State taxes they already
pay, suburbanites currently contribute substantially to
so-called “common problems” they share with the City
of Detroit. And they do something else—they maintain
the communities which provide a pool of high class
manpower near at hand to man the offices and jobs of
Detroit’s business and industry.

Rarely among them do you find anyone
who enjoys poor health, is a chronic griper, a tearer-
downer.

High on the list of favorite people for this reason
are local show-biz folks.

Agreed there are times for serious side of life — but
for good, healthy balance, dedication to the fun side,
still learning and contributing is marvelous therapyv.

Theatre people, of course, come in different degrees
of seriousness. The Livonia-Redford Guild about to

The Redford Suburban League Theatre Guild
works on a different plan—you just better find a
spot for every squeaky voice that steps forward and
says “I want to sing this year” — or — I'm gonna
dance and am bringing both my left feet with me
and they do too. It probably costs each “star” per-
sonally from about 10 to 25 dollars including dancing
lessons, costumes, long black hose (a must), etc.
All monies possible are given to their project,
usually supporting retarded children.

Their script is original, worked on by a script com-
mittee writing as a team — often spending evenings
rolling on the floor with laughter at their own material
—they have fun. Or they sweat too, hut by and large
they take it pretty much for granted it will all come
out all right in the last rehearsal. Their costumes hon-
estly cannot be beat, anvwhere including the pros.

In Plymouth the Guild has done some fine
things, usually on the serious side. Their new one is
a comedy. “A Mighty Man Was He.” They strive for
perfection and are really in the same vein with the
Livonia-Redford Guild—art is important.

Plymouth has had trouble with personalities more
than some other Guilds. Maybe it's because they are too
polite with each other and argue on the way home or
over the phone the next day to their best friend. Per-
haps if they did more yelling on the spot they could
utilize their wonderful talent for longer periods.

One of my favorites of this group has always been
Hal and Loretta Young. I was happy to hear Hal was
going to direct “Majority of One” for the Livonia-Red-
ford Guild this season.

Now if they could just get that whimsical, fantastic-
ally funny Harriet Fernandez of Redford Township to
play the lead of the sage Jewish matron they would
have a standing room only hit for all runs—I'll bet my
I\ew York vacatxon on it.
