“There are those who call
the market-price .system the
‘law of the jungle’ but as one
who has operated in Wash-
ington for a number of years,

I would like to suggest that of

our market .system is much
less of a 1Jungle than is
Washington.’

With such pungent remarks,
R o g e ¢ Fleming, Secretary-
Treasurer of the American
Farm Bureau Federation,
and head of its Washington
fice, caught and held the
close attention of nearly 1,000
R{ersons gathered recently at

ichigan St ate University.
The occasion was the annual
banquet session of the 43rd
annual meeting of the Michi-
gan Farm Bureau.

Fleming struck at those
who degrade the market sys-
tem, and who would replace
it w:th some new economic
theory. ‘‘Supply-management
is the latest,” Fleming said,
“‘the controllers call it new,
but it is the same old suppiy-
management’ of all farm
production, by government.”

Despite recent setbacks,
objectives of those who would
manage the farms of America
by edict from Washington,
have not changed, Fleming
said.
+““The central question now
at issue is whether we, as a
people, dre to try to perfect
the market system or
whether we are to let the
political planners take over.

“Farmers make it clear
that we believe in this eco-
nomic system of ours where-
by production and consump-
tion are brought into balance.
Relative prices guide produc-
tion and distribution. If con-
sumers want more of a pro-
duct tham is supplied cur-
rently, prices go up. Farm-
ers anpd ranchers respond by
producing more,” Fleming
declared.

“If consumers want less,
prices go down and farmers
produce less."”

Flemipg said that the im-
personal operation of the
market system is in sharp

contrast to political planning
nd price fixing. “Economic
freedom- and political free-

dom are the Siamese twins
of the 'American way,"” he
said.

Written Permit Rule

Confusion among City residents resulted last
week after an article appeared in The Mail pertain-
ing to a new requirement that ‘“written permits’ are
necessary before trash may be burned here.

Clarifies

In fact, the City's fire de
partment was beseiged by
telephone callers asking for
detailed explanations of the
new requirement, described
earlier as a “‘more strict en-
forcement of a City ordinance
that has been on the books
for some itme."”

The fire department, in an
effort to clear up the confus-|
ion, issued the following re-
lease:

"“A misunderstanding be-/
tween this office (fire depart-|
ment) and The Plymouth
Mail resulted in statements
in an article which did neot
convey the full intent of thel
request regarding written
permits to burn trash in the|
City.

'“Written permission is re-

uired to urn IN THE

PEN, where material to be
burned is in quantities too
large to be confined IN AN
INCINERATOR or other suit-
able container designed for
such purpose.

"“The burning of trash IN
AN INCINERATOR, or the
burning OF LEAVES UPON
PRIVATE PROPERTY under
Proper weather conditions
and when the fire IS AT-
TENDED, is NOT INCLUD-
ED IN THE ABOVE RE-
QUIREMENT.

“Further, a person does
not NECESSARILY have to
appear IN PERSON at the
Fire Headquarters to obtain
a written permit. More speci-
fically, a burning permit may
be issued AFTER the depart-
ment has been called upon
to INSPECT the scene of the
intended burning.

“This written permit may
be issued ON THE’ PREMI-
SES by the inspecting mem-
ber of the City fire depart-
