As an Editor who sees most of the standard propa-
ganda pass over the desk, we have come to the conclu-
sion that most of the violent opposition comes from
three sources:

(1.) Fanatic groups, generally the same far-
right elements which promote John Birch “white
supremacy’ and other ultra-nationalistic or fascist
philosophies.

(2.) Health cults who are opposed to chemical
treatment of ali food and drink.

(3.) Religious bodies who as a matter of creed
do not believe in medication and object to be sub-
jected to treated water on an involuntary basis,

Groups (2) and (3) are utterly sincere. Thev have
the misfortune of being minorities numerically in a
society which makes community decisions on the basis
of majority vote.

Sometimes the principles become badlv confused
in this area of majority rule vs. protection of the rights
of minorities. Argument appears constantly, not only
in matters of public health and safety, but also in mat-
ters of religious “freedom,” the use of public facilities
by parochial institutions, and much else.

Generally speaking, the American form of democ-
racy long has guaranteed minorities their right to dissent
on almost anything. But the dissenters likewise usually
are compelled to provide their own alternative facilities
or services, if they choose not to participate with the
majority in use of public funds.

Hence, any one who prefers not to use fluorided
water is free to obtain his water from private sources,
or drill his own well, or to move somewhere where the
water meets their particular requirements.

The theory is obvious: it would be impossible for

Supp]} e.g.) for all minority groups who might want to

More baffh’ng is the opposition to fluoriding of
water which arrives in a loud, blatant way Imm the
ultra-right zealots.

Their approach is a hysterical out-pouring of
label words—“poison” is one of the most popular in
their sect for referring to fluoride. (Like many com-
mon minerals—salt, for example, or iodine—fluoride
could be poisonous when consumed in extremely
large quantities but is only healthful in small quan-
tities. In the gquantities added to public water sup-
plies it is about as “piosonous” as fresh air.)

Often the thought is engendered by these fanatics
that the fluoride program is “inspired by foreigners
and Communists.” “It's a sinister plan to weaken the
American race by insidious, gradual poisoning of the

| bodies of the people. This will permit the Reds to move

in and take over easily from a weakened race.”

And the John Birchers also usually swing around
to a hysterical charge of the “seizure of individual
rights” when a majority decides to fluoride.

The approach of those in Group (1) usually is so
grotesque that it is difficult for sober citizens to com-
prehend it. But the pattern rarely varies, appearing in
almost identical form in communities all over the
nation, whenever the fluoride topic is current.

* # *

The Observer encourages public officials to listen
courteously to the opponents but to proceed and support
the fluoride program as responsible elected leaders.

It is an economical, efficient way to prevent
tooth cavities. It has been tried over long periods of
time in many communities, large and small, with
nothing but beneficial results. The American Dental
profession endorses and encourages it completely—
for no other reason than that it reduces tooth decay.

The matter is one of health, not of politics.

The City of Plymouth Commission some time ago
quietly approved fluoride and it has been in the drink-
ing supply for many weeks, without incident. There
were, and are, critics from groups (1), (2), and (3) in
Plymouth and they were heard. But the Commission

| members acted responsibly, like leaders, and did what

they believed the facts warranted.

In a divided world, with both camps armed with weapons capable
of total devastation, the theory of the class struggle as well as the theory
of capitalism, the welfare state, or the affluent society will prove too
small, too slow and too selfish to achieve anything except disaster.

Many honest Communists know it. Too few in the non-Communist
world will face it.

Qur appeal to every sincere Communist and Marxist in Russia, in
China and throughout the world to join with us in the greatest revolu-
tionary adventure of all time, whereby the root problem—human nature
—is dealt with thoroughly, drastically and on a colossal scale and nations
are halted in their mad, historic march to violence and destruction.

It will mean change for all. Changed economic conditions, though
essential, do not change men. Decadence in some of every generation
among the richer societies of the non-Communist world, decadence
among the third generation of Communists in the Communist world
prove it.

Too many Communists, as Mr. Khrushchev has pointed out, are too
selfish to make their Communism work in their homes, on the farm, in
the factory, or in the nation. Too many non-Communists are too selfish
to live for anything except their own comfort, their own corner, their own
concerns.

Years ago Frank Buchman, initiator of Moral Re-Armament, in a
speech broadcast to the world said, "Is change for all the one basis of
unity for all? Can Marxists be changed? Can they have this new think-
ing? Can Marxists pave the way for a greater ideology? Why not? They
have always been open to new things. They have been forerunners.

He
says, 'Some power in that film touched my heart and took
away my bitterness. | decided to forgive the white man, for
| saw that only thus could Africans, Asians, Europeans live in
peace." Together with Kenyatta's only brother, he took
"Freedom" to 400,000 people in Kenya in six months, ""Moral
Re-Armament is an infelligent medicine to cure the diseases
of hate, selfishness and bitterness, which confuse nations
everywhere,' he says.

In South America, revolutionary students of San Marcos
University, Peru, where Vice-President Nixon was stoned,
have changed. '"To change the system is only half a revolu-
