In its years as a (·ti:nmunity, Plymouth never has had
any choice about its water supply - until now, The only
source ,# as to dig underground for wells, and pipe the hard
water into the s>·stem. Over tile years, 19>·mouth thus has
acquired an equity in its system, now owning well fields,
pumping stations, and the other hardware.

As recently as eight years ago some $350.000 more was
bpent to improve the !4>'stem.

But recently the huge Detroit atem has been pubMing
westward. Today the lines stop at I,illry road and joy road
fin the south, and at Farmington and Haggerty roads lin
the northt. Thist i>. Jwit a spit east of Plymouth, as thore
things go, and the Detroit Water Board is prepared to
complete the loop right into 1'1>'mouth. quickly. The whole
job would be done by mid 1963.

Hence. for the first time in its existence, 1']rmouth now
has a chana, to Act atiay from hard water and USe hoft
water pumped from thu· Great Lakes,

To join the Detroit f.ytrin would put the City into
the same bystem from which virtually every other Bettled
Place in Wayne County gets its water. tf Plymouth dr-
clines. it uould remain one lone outpost 14·hich still
draws its water from the ground.

Pl>,mouth Tow·nship, incident.ally, ih in transition. lt
obtains some of its water from Detroit: it has a well system
in another part: and, of course, there Bre private wells.

"In schoolboy wrestling the boys perform at the sport
the way its originators proposed. Believe me, the authentic
brand of wrestling can be far more exciUng to watch than
the kind you see on television or down at Cobo Arena or
Olympia."
